Quick as a flash That's the way 
the opening of the Lions first an­
nual turtle derby ended Friday. 
They had a winner within five 
minutes after the arena in which 
the turtles had been kept was lift­
ed off the field.

Within thirty .seconds of that 
event the second and third turtles 
crossed the finish line.

G. Taylor Cole, who was master 
of ceremonies for the event said 
he didn't know whether it was go­
ing to take five minutes or three 
hours to run the race.

A few of the spectators said they 
hoped it wouldn't be three hours.

Unknown also was whether the 
turtles would move at all and if so 
whether they would go the way 
they were supposed to go.

Most of them went the right wav- 
hut a considerable number of the 
409 turtles entered the first day 
went the other way.

They started off briskly but 
some stopped to lie down on the 
way. One of the spectators said his 
turtle had stopped to “chat with a 
fellow turtle.”

Not all the turtles went in a 
straight line, some darted diagon­
ally across the field.

One established an early lead, 
and a trio and later a quartet fol̂ - 
lowed behind. The other turtles re­
mained more or less bunched up 
and did not assume any special for­
mation. ,

The turtles were housed in a 
wooden arena five feet .square 
which was lifted up and carried 
off the field when the race was 
ready to start.

None of the turtfes tried to 
climb out of the arena before the 
race began.

The spectators were warned that 
turtles are easily frightened by 
sudden jerks; therefore the audi 
ence should remain still while the 
race was being run.

The instructions were readily 
foRowed. and the viewers of the 
race retained their seats until it 
was over, when they streamed on 
the field.

Vi^terans Bureau  
Will Slash 5000
O ff  lls  P ayro ll

\ The Veterans Administration an-
. nounced today that approximately 
'5,000 employees in the nation and I some 24 jobs in Albuquerque will 
I be dropped from the payrolls by 
'Oct. 10, 1951, because of budget 
limiUtions contained in VA's ap 

j propriation for the 1952 fiscal 
I year.
I The appropriation measure cov­
ering the period from July 1. 1951. 
to June 30, 1952, was signed by 
the President Aug. 31.

The nationwide reduction will 
affect all VA administrative serv­
ices but win not affect employees 
in 151 veterans hospiuls through­
out the country. Thus. Fort Bayard 
Hospiul in Silver City and the VA 
HospiUl in Albuquerque will re­
tain their present employees. The 
VA Regional Office in Albuquer­
que will be reduced by approxi­

mately 13 per cent to ITS em­
ployees.

In addition, the VA area Infor­
mation Office for New Mexico and 
Arizona, which has been located in 
Albuquerque since May, 1949. will 
be closed Donald A. Hallman, In­
formation Service representative, 
was ordered transferred to New 
York City to be Information Serv­
ice representative for New York 
State and northern New Jersey.

Gene A. Robens, manager of the 
VA Regional Office, stated that 
the present reduction in force, to­
gether with other reductions re­
cently effected, will cause a total 
loss of 25 joba in addition to the 
two in Information Service. Ro­
bens pointed out that some of the 
abolished jobs are not presently 
filled since VA employment bat 
been frozen for tome time.
