The
move to the Super Sabre made
the Thunderbirds the first
supersonic demonstration team
in the world,

The F-100C was traded for the
F-105 Thunderchief in 1964, but
the transition was short lived as
the “Thud'" flew only six official
air demonstrations, Instead of
cancelling the entire 1964
schedule, the squadron quickly
returned to the F-100, but this
time using the air refuclabie ‘D"’
mmodel. The Thunderbirds per
formed in a total of 1,111 shows
during the five seasons they flew
the two Super Sabre models. It's
the most flown aircraft in the
squadron’s history.

tion In some areas and poor
production in others,”" Wilson
explained.

Bright spots in the Rolling

Plains may be along the western
edge of the region near the
Panhandle, and along the Red
River. Some of the better counts
came from Archer, Fisher,
Runnels, Throckmorton and Kent
Counties

The South Texas Plains, which
usually produce good guail
hunting, had counts that rank
near the worst since the census
project started in 1976. Wilson
said 57 percent of the lines
showed lower counts than last
year, which was considered a
poor year for quail, and 18 of 21
lines (86 percent) were below the
long-term average

Wilson said good counts came
from Atascosa and Jim Hogg
Counties, and fair numbers were
recorded in Frio and LaSalle
Counties

The Edwards Plateau in
Central Texas generzily has only
marginal quail habitat, but
counts in that region indicate
quail populations are at average
levels

And now many of the stauchest
supporters of the catastrophic
care law in Congress are finally
listening to what senior citizens
are saying about the surtax and
the supposed benefits of the law.
Some of my colleagues who at
first backed the catastrophic
package are so concerned about
flaws in the law that they are
joining me in calling for repeal of
the care plan. Although the
reforms which have been propos-
ed thus far have not offered the
needed changes, the fact that the
tide is turning for reform and
repeal is encouraging. | have
personally met with President
Bush and discussed my opposi-
tion to this plan. | was joined by
several other members of Con-
gress during this meciing, ali of

whom expressed concern about
the catastrophic health program.

Credit for the .hange in
attitude can be given directly to
the older Americans who spoke
up mn letters and phone calls
vpposing the catastrophic care
plan. Altaough many people
have the idea that they have a0
voice in their government, this
issue proves that citizens can and
do have an active role in the way
the nation is governed. Changes
to the health care law have
become a key topic of discussion
and concern both on Capitol Hill
and ‘n Congressional districts
throughout the country. The
issu¢ is usually the first item
mentioned at vown hall meetings,
and senior citizens are coming
out in great numbers to voice

their opposition to the law.
