WASHINGTON, April 9. —
Héarings to determine what legis
lation shall be submitted to this
session of the Congress to im
prove the nation's highways and
cut down the rapidly mounting
death and damgge toll taken an-
nually on the highways will be
started next week by the House
public works committee’s sab
committee on roads, it has Been
announced by Rep. J. Harry Mec-
Gregor (R-Ohio), chairman of
the subcommittee,

Deliberations of that subcom-
mittee, of which I am a member,
will be concerned with more than
a dozen proposals which will set,
m a great degree, the pattern for
the federal aid highway program
of the near future. Among the
items on the subcommittee's
agenda is proposed legislation to
increase the funds for the inter-
state highway system. H.R. 14,
the bill T introduced early in the
session, will be among those con-
sidered. That bill increases the
annual authorized funds®to match
state monies for work on inter-
state highways from 25 million to
$225 million.

I have urged upon the chair-
man the need for the earliest
possible consideration of this
measure because of the steadily
growing deterioration of those
main traffic arteries across the na-
tion. This has contributed great-
1y to the record-breaking traffie
accident toll which will not be
dealt with effectively until such
hazards as narrow bridges, sharp
and blind curves and inadequate
traffic lanes are rémoved. Sur-
veys of these hazards have been
completed and inforamtion neces-
sary is now available to the sub-
committee. All of the organiza-
tions in the nation that concen-
trate on the highway safety *pro-
gram are actively supporting this
legislation and there is strong in-
dication that it may be enacted
during this session.

Another proposal tg be consid-
ered by the subcommittee is that
made by the recent governors’
conference that the federal gov-
relinquish the, excise
tax on motor fuels to the individ-
ual states and that the activities
of the bureau of public roads be
curtailed. This proposal undoubt-
edly will find a sharp division of
