In his resignation he 
requested a month's paid vacation 
to start May 1 as well as $500 for 
replacement of personal instru­
ments used on the city job over 
the past five years.

Mayor J. L. Briscoe appointed 
a committee to study Josey's re­
quest for the $500.

Nothing was said in the council 
meeting >g3out the committee 
changing the date of Josey’s resig­
nation, in effect firing him after 
he had resigned.

The committee, meeting on 
Tuesday, decided, the mayor wrote 
Josey, to award him $100 for re­
pair of damage sustained by his 
instruments used during Josey's 
five years as city engineer.

The action to make Josey's res­
ignation effective April 16 rather 
than May 1 was taken, the mayor 
wrote Josey, because to fulfill the 
request would mean the city could 
not hire a successor until June 1. 
"We can’t have two men employ­
ed at once on your job,” the letter 
stated.

Josey. retired as of Wednesday, 
spent Thursday as a private engm- 
ecr, staking out a road for the city.

The engineer, who was h ir^  
May 1, 1948, said Thursday after­
noon he has no concrete plans for 
the future now, but believes he 
will remain in the city in the fore­
seeable future.

Library Adult Education Survey 
Gives Local Librarians Ideas

Artesia Public Library was 
completely surveyed Monday 
as one of 50 libraries in the 
United States included in a 
field survey by the Ford 
Foundation of public library 
adult education.

Mrs. Grace T. Stevenson. 
a.ssociate e.xecutive secretary 
of the American Library associa­
tion, spent alt day Monday and 
Tuesday mosning in the Artesia 
library conducting the survey.

The Artesia library is the only 
one in New Mexico to be chosen 
for the survey, snd is one of the 
three in the Southwest. The other 
two are in Texas; both are county 
libraries.

Libraries for the survey were 
chosen on basis of community 
population, geographic locatton in

the U. S., and adult education serv­
ices given. Mrs. Donald Knorr, li- 
rarian, said Artesia rated high in 
the last two brackets, since there 
are so few libraries in the South­
west and since, for Us size, the Ar­
tesia library rates high in adult 
education services offered.

Mrs. Stevenson was non-commit­
tal and expressed no opinions 
about the library here during her 
interviews with Mrs. Knorr and 
Mrs. S. P. Yates, chairman of the 
public library board.

Survey of the library board for 
the Ford Foundation sjudy is on ■ 
strictly statistical basis, Mrs. Knorr 
said, with no comments or observa­
tions to be given. When completed 
in about Six months, the fa0ts dis­
closed by the survey will be pub­
lished.

The furor raised by a pair of 
reporters on discovering that 
theiA' IS really nothing much 
secret about the Sandia special 
weapons base at Albuquerque is 
amusing.

•Nearly evervone in New Mex­
ico has known about that situa­
tion fur years. The thousands of 
persons who land at Albuquerque 
in commercial aircraft could 
hardly avoid noticing the “holes'* 
in the nearby Sandia mountains. 
Common curiosity ilFould prompt 
most of them lo ask question 
and it isn't difficult to find some­
one with a ready answer

Military authorities hav^ made 
no eitort to hide the atomic base, 
perhaps in the belief that >ou 
can't disguise anything that big. 
or perhaps thinking total security 
wasn't necessary anyway.

There’s one thing sure. If 
there evpr was an yidea of keep­
ing Sandia base a secret, it 
shouldn't have been built where 
it is—in the landing pattern of 
commercial aircraft.

Now. it would be almost impos­
sible to move it. The government 
might move Albuquerque away 
from Sandia basic and put a roof 
over the Sandia and Manzano 
mountains. TTiat might answer 
some of the demands for all-out 
.security. Then you could shoot all 
the civilians who know an>thing 
about the atomic base, and throw 
all the military who know about 
it in prison, to hold until needed.

If it will ca.se anyone's worries, 
we know of some wonderfully big 
holes in the ground where the 
military can store its atomic 
thingamajigs. if war eeVr comes 
and the enemy knows too much 
about Sandia to forbid lu use.

There's the Carlsbad Caverns, 
for instance, combining beauty 
and utility. Then there are the 
potash mines where five cwn- 
panifes have honeycombed the 
earth from (iOO to 1400 (eef be­
low the .surface wlih the deggond- 
est bunch of rooms and corridora 
you ever saw. Pfenty of room, 
plenty id security.

It is likely that the governor, 
the secretary of state and a mem­
ber of the stale supreme court, 
comprising the canvassing board, 
did all that is ordinarily required 
in an official canvass. So far as

"Each indication.” he adds, “of 
a harmonious and (Aimpromising 
approach to revisions now seems 
to have been premature, an open 
and perhaps angry battle over 
changes now appears certain.”

Townsend continues:
OX all the controversial issues, 

the one that may very well cause 
the most debate and ilt» stormi 
ost sessions on House and Sen­
ate doors is the least known. It 
hasn't been the cause of strike 
tensions in the past, or been 
argued back and forth in many 
labor-management disputes It is 
a real "sleeper” as an issue: Who 
should have the final word in 
labor lawmaking — the federal 
government or the .slates?

Perhaps this sounds like just a 
technical question with little real 
impact on day-today labor rela­
tions. Actually, it’s a lot more 
than that.

State legislatures — many of 
them strongly influenced by busi­
ness and industry—have opinions 
on the rights and wrongs in labor 
lelgtions that differ widely from 
those of Congress, Usually, they 
are m ore r-onservative opinions 
and lead to tb« cnatlment of 
more restrictive labor laws than 
those pa.ssed by CongHesa.

Ibis has been especially true 
for instance, since 1947 in the one 
area iq which state legislatures 
have a clear authority to write 
stronger labor rules than those of 
the federal government. The Taft 
Hartley Act specifically provides 
that states may pass tighter union- 
security restrictions than those 
in the national labor law. Al iMst 
a dozen states have done so. by 
enapUng “freedom to wark” laws 
bxrring not only the ciosed shop 
that is prohibited uivder Taft- 
Hartley but also the leis- 
restrietive union shop and main­
tenance - trf - membership plana, 
both permitted under present fed­
eral labor laws.
