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High Court Not Final
NE OF THE arguments over the ‘“tide-
lands” has been the matter of the

United States Supreme Court ruling which
held the land belongs to the United States
government and not the states

And those who represent states which
do not have “tidelands’’ and who have been
opposing the granting of tidelands” as
well as the “continental shelf” to the states
have argued that the U. S. Supreme Court is
the final authority.

They argue that when the United States
Supreme Court speaks that is the end—there
is no higher authority to which an appeal
can be taken.

But there are many others with sound
minds, well-informed, educated, and with
legal minds who contend the Supreme Court
is not the last word but only that body, which
passes on the laws adopted by the Congress
of the United States

They argue that Congress is the last and
final word because the constitution granted
to this body the right to make and adopt
laws. When the Supreme Court rules a law is
illegal or unconstitutional then it is the right
and Congress has the power to adopt another
law which comes within the constitution

Those arguing that the U. S. Supre
Court is not the final rity point out that
the majority of the opinions of the Supreme

Court are not unanimous. They cite case
after case where the members of the Su-
preme Court vote 5 to 4—in other words the
final opinion is given with a split decision—a
decision which could be changed either way
by one vote.

One member of Congress, who chal-

lenges the statement that the Supreme Court
is the final word, has even checked the cases

over a five-year period and cited case after
case where the opinion was handed down by
a bare majority He cites case after case
where members of the high court have dis-
sented not once but many times

In other words he points out that the
high court cannot ever ng them-
selves that their opinior or their
opinion Is the final word

with the fact that Congress is the final word
because Congress under the constitution is
given the right to pass laws and Congress is
responsible to the peoj Members of Con-
gress are the representatives of the peoplg.

Why Discrimination?

GOOD MANY individuals today who

have taken the trouble to check the re-
quirements for the purchase of a fish and
game license in the state are beginning to
ask why the discrimination against local
youths and against members of the armed
foreces.

They have reference to a regulation put
into effect this year requiring those in the
armed services to buy their licenses at the
military installation

They also point out that the present
regulations would prohibit the citizen of New
Mexico now in service and serving his coun-
try elsewhere from purchasing a hunting
and fishing license if the regulations are fol-
lowed.

But the part the members interested in
fishing and hunting question is in the two
questions on the license. One of those asks
the question as to where the applicant is a
member of the armed forces. And then it
asks the applicant as to whether he has been
1 member of the armed forces stationed in
Mexico continuously for the past six
months.

Those objecting to the wording on the
license and the regulation emphasize the fact
that members of the armed services have not
given up their citizenship merely because
they are in the service. They also emphasize
that these individuals have a perfect right to
purchase a license under the present regula-
tions if they have resided in the state for
some six months.

The regulation for meeting resident li-
cense requirements reads as follows: “It is il-
legal for any civilian to purchase a resident
license unless he has been an actual bona
fide resident of the state for six months next
preceding date of application. It is illegal for
any person in the armed services to purchase

FOOLISH TALK

It has been the case
that when a political administra-
tion is turned out of Washington
its leadership charges that the
nation has developed a one-party
press

always

Nearly always in such instances
there have been violent turn-
overs in editorial opinion, and
editorial attempts to persuade the
people, and in that case the op-
position finds reason to fear that
the dominant party has entrench-
ed itself in editorial ofices. The
last election was a notable ex-
ample

However, that is the talk of
politicans, and like a lot of their
other talk it doesn't make sense.
In the last election there were
scores of Democratic newspapers
which supported the Eisenhower
candidacy in the hope that the
party of their choice could be
cleansed of its dirt, and that
sometime in the future it could
come back before the people with
clean hands

These newpaper editors put
their faith in Eisenhower's in-
tegrity, even when it might have
been bad business judgment to
follow his leadership. Further-
more, they will be ready to take
another line of atack if the neces-
sity presents itself. That was the
case back in 1920 when the Demo-
crats were turned out of Wash-
ington, and in 1932 when the Re-
publicans were put out to graze
for 20 years.

In each instance, however, the
opposition to the successful can-
didates had enough strong sup-
port to disprove any one-party
press charges. And we know
enough about the way newspaper
publishers and editors think and
act to know that there never will
be a one-party press in America
so long as we are able to main-
tain our present brand of Demo-
cratic government. — Roswell
Record.

GOOD MOVE

Bernalillo County commission-
ers yesterday authoried the State
Tax Commission to install a2 new
system of tax assessment for this
county.

In this system, known as the
‘unit system” each piece of prop-
erty will be listed on the tax rolls
under its legal description in-
stead of under the name of the
owner. This will make it possible
to keep an accurate, up-to-date
record of tax payments and delin-
quencies. It will make it impos-
sible for someone who has kept
his taxes paid up to have his
property sold because some for-
mer owner reglected to pay taxes
In some prior year.

The new system also will place
on the tax rolls pieces of proper-
ty that bhave escaped assessment
because the owner neglected to
~make a return.

All in all, this new system
ought to prove of great value to
the county. Some time will be re-
quired to put the new system
into operation, but we believe it
speedily will justify the time and
expense required for installation.
