Dempsey Believes Cut of 8.5 Billion  
From Budget ‘Not True Economy’

The ratio of World War II mili­

tary deaths to highway fatalities 
during the 194145 war period was 
3.4 to 1, about two-thirds lower 
than the World War I ratio. This 
reflected the 279 per cent increase 
in the traffic death average an­
nually Mr. Boate added, while the 
yearly war fatality average rose 
only 5.7 per cent over the same 
quarter centuo -

To date during the Korean war 
period, the nation's highway death 
toll has been far higher than that 
of war. he said, averaging 4.4 fa­
talities in highway accidents for 
every American soldier killed in 
Korea.

-Economy-minded members of 
Congress have spent most of the 
last week hunting for the o ft 
promised cuts in government 
spending that the people of the 
nation have been expecting. Re 
action by the nation's lawmakers 
to President Eisenhower's revela 
tion of the revised budget for the 
two major items in the govern 
ment's fiscal program— defense 
and foreign aid— has been large­
ly one of disappointment. The 
consensus today is that the an

nounced cut of 8.5 billions from 
the so-called Truman Budget of 
72.9 billions in new appropria­
tions for fiscal year 1954 is defi 
nitely not what can be construed 
as a real economy move.

It is ihe more confusing to the 
people when they learn that these 
figures do not represent accu­
rate actual proposed government 
spending in fiscal 1954. The so- 
caded Truman budget, for in­
stance, called for total spending 
of 78.6 billions. The additional 5.7 
billions was to be made up of 
carry over funds.

It is indefinite at this time 
how much of a cut is to be made 
in actual government spending, 
ihe PresidVnt did say that he did 
not expect a balanced budget for 
1954 and declined to speculate 
on whether taxes will be cut in 
the fiscal year starting next July 
1. I'he people arc finding it d iffi­
cult to reconcile that with the 
previously made declarations by 
majority party leaders in the 
Congress that the budget would 
be balanced and that taxes would 
be reduced. It is my firm convic­
tion that both of those highly 
desirable and very necessary' 
ends can be attained. I agree 
fully with the Chairman Daniel 
Reed (K.-.N.Y.) of the House 
ways and means committee 
which handles the nation’s tax 
program, that reductions can be 
made in taxes, some of them ef 
fective this year. 1 concur also in 
the statement which Chairman 
John Taber (R.-N.Y.) of the 
House approprutions committee 
reportedly made to the Presi 
dent, that “ cuts in the budget 
could go farther."

On the Senate side. Majority 
Leader Taft told the President 
he questioned the confidence that 
could be placed in the judgment 
of the military chiefs of staff on 
defense spending and asked for 
a new appraisal made by experts 
with a "tresh approach.”  That 
makes sense particularly in view 
of the fact that a House armed 
services committee in the 82nd 
Congress found that between 2 
and 4 billions were being wasted 
annually in military procurement 
through failure to unify and co­
ordinate armed services buying. 
That bad condition still has not 
been corrected.

In taking the po.stlon that the 
administration’s proposal, as out­

lined by the President, is not in 
actuality an economy program, 
we can recall that the 82nd Con­
gress pared off from the 1953 
budget virtually as much as it is 
now proposed to cut from the 
1954 budget. That Congress aver­
aged about 10 per cent reduction 
across the board. There is no 
greater saving now indicated, de­
spite the time extehsion in the 
defense program.

It IS now being proposed that 
we continue to gi\^ substantially 
the same aid to countries where 
the domestic economy has been 
strengiheued already to better 
than prewar levels. Some of those 
nations, Britain for instance, 
base reduced their budgets and 
cut ihcir takes at the expense of 
the .-Xmcrican taxpayer. .Most cer­
tainly we arc justitied in cutting 
back on the aid we have been 
giving those nations.

The B2nd Congress made total 
Lppi opriations last year of $6,- 
001.947,750 for the toreignaid 
mutual security program. It cut
1 8 billions from the 7.8 billions 
asked. The President proposes 8 
billions for that program in fiscal 
1954. Ill actuality that would be 
a cut ol less than $2,000,000 
from the appropriations made for 
thu year. 1 feel certain at least
2 billions more can be trimmed 
out of that item.

Tax collections in 1952 from 
all sources, the bureau of inter­
nal revenue reports, were slight­
ly in excess of 68.5 billions. 
There is no present indication 
that the 1953 collections w ill be 
matcrully less. If the Congress 
will now do a real jub irf making 
the “ further cuts" foreseen by 
Chairman Taber—a job it ia 
pledged to do— there should be 
no reason for a deficit and the 
tax burden, now the heaviest of

Can 
such family disorganization be pre­
vented so that tnese patterns will 
not be haiiueu on to me next gen­
eration.'

Financeu by a 
grant from tnc i,uuis W'. and Maud 
Hill Family Foundation, the in- 
vesugatioii will tuilow up un a pre­
liminary analysis, already cuin- 
pieieu, ot husuanu-wue personality 
lactors involved in family duin- 
legration.
social Work Costly—

A pilot study, previously con­
ducted in St. Paul, Minn., and 
underwritten by the Hill Fuunda 
tion, indicated that 6 per cent ol 
the families in that community 
had so many troubles that health 
and weliare services lor this limit­
ed group accounted for halt ol all 
such services given by community 
agencies.

The cost ol such family unhappi­
ness has made further research 
into their problems advisable. Thu 
initial study of lOU badly duorgan 
ued families was developed by a 
team of exjyerts in case analysis, 
medicine and psychutry under the 
direction of Paul T. Beisser, asso­
ciate director of CRA. who will 
also direct the new four-part plan 
for double checking the hypotheses

developed in the pilot study.
Main hypothesis of the pilot 

study is that some marriage part 
ners mix such excessive and un 
healthy personality combinations 
that they seem, almost automatic­
ally, to result in “ pathological 
pairings” to the detriment of the 
health and welfare ol themselves, 
their children, their relatives, and 
the community at large.
No ClaiMifiratioB—

Up to now, there has been no 
diagnostic classification of mar­
riage relationships and their re 
sultant family pallerns. Such oias 
sification made scientifically reli­
able would give considerable 
strength to professional groups 
trying to help these families. 
Being able to forecast, with a large 
degree of accuracy, the tendencies 
in certain relationships, will give 
treatment a better chance to be­
come a “ cure.”

They will be especially valuable 
in the early treatment of families 
in trouble where casework meth­
ods can be most effective, and the 
families' chances of "recovery” — 
even those most distressed “ mari- 
tsl axes”—are relatively good.

Father LaRue spent only 
what wat necessary for supplies 
and tools.

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FFA Has Four 
Years of Progress

In 1948 the department o f voca­
tional agriculture was attablishod 
in the Artesia High school. Thor* 
were 27 students enrolled at that 
time and an emjrty barracks build­
ing go feet by 0 0  feet was used for 
the classroom and shop. At the 
present time the enrollment is 40 
students and the department is 
still housed in a barracks building 
20 (eet b) 140 feet. I f  adequate fa­
cilities were available the enroll­
ment could be from 60 to 70 stu­
dents, using two full-time instruc­
tors. If finances are available there 
are plans to build a new' building, 
in posaibly four years, which will 
provide more adequate facilities, 
and allow expansion of the depart­
ment to include the boys who arc 
now turned down because of the 
lack of facilities.

During the past four yean voca­
tional agriculture has provided a 
liackgruund which has enabled a 
number of boys to become estab­
lished in farming This is the pri­
mary goal o f vocational agricul­
ture. In connection with their vo­
cational agriculture work, each of 
these bo.vs have d e v e lo i^  over 
too skills, such as (arm leveling, 
fitting livestock, welding, culling 
poultry, cutting rafters, and many 
more

Not all the boys efaas time is 
spent in the classroom. Approxi­
mately 40 per cent of their time ia 
spent in the shop where each stu­
dent learns some 150 common tools 
and the uses of each. Jobq in shop : 
work include acetylene and arc j 
welding, woodwork. plumbing, 
concrete work, hot and cold metal

work, soldering and brazing, m v  
cfainery repair, tractor mainte­
nance, leatherwork. and fitting of 
tools. F.ach boy enrolled is i*- 
quired to have in operation a 
farming program. Thus through 
owning something of their own en­
ables the boy to feel some respon­
sibility. *

During the past three years 
thei-e liave been some outstanding 
accomplishments by members ef 
the vocational agriculture depart­
ment Two student body prvsidents 
of AHS have been produced, large­
ly through training in FFA. which 
is a club or outgrowth of veeatien- 
al agriculture.

kn eight-man game department 
spent five years in the field, 

anting the birds as they appear 
on their traditional “ booming" 

at dawn. During the mat- 
seasons. the cock birds gather 

strut and sound their distinc- 
"boom”  on their centuries-old 
ng places. By comparing the 

sbers of birds found on each 
ad each year, biologists arc 
to determine relative sire of 

prarie chicken population.

The weather hampered the sur­
vey party's efforts to locate any 
new grounds and they concen­
trated instead on the known 
ones. They found tl^  booming 
grounds active, but turned In 
the lowest spring count record­
ed in four years. Lee eiplalned 
that there has been a gradual 
decline in the overall population 
due to drouth and cold coupled 
with windy spring weather.

“There is no cause fur alarm, at 
present." he said, “ but the pros­
pects for a fall hunt this year are 
dim unless there is a pronounced 
increase from this spring's sur­
vival."

The brood stuck of birds is said 
to be adequate, but future hunting

poMibilitiaa depend upon improved 
weather conditions over the east 
side of the state. Lee said that the 
chickens were too valuable a re­
source to take chances with by in­
discriminate hunting seasons.

"As it is,”  he added, “ the birds 
have a relative low rate of in­
crease. They lay small clutches of 
eggs— usually eight to 10— and the 
survival of the brood is usually 
limited to four or five young 
birds ”

” .\t present," Lee concluded, 
“ the prairie chicken’s worst enemy 
in New Mexico is neither preda­
tors nor poachers. It is purely and 
simply nature itself— the weather.” 

New Mexico's shotgunners had 
their last prairie chicken hunt in 
1949 when there were sufficient 
birds to [lermit a limited season 
on them Since that time, the 
flocks have declined and no season 
has been held.

Commenting on the annual open­
ing o f the fishing seasons across 
the U.S., one weekly news maga­
zine recently had this to say:

“This week, across the U.S.. 
fresh water fishermen from bare­
foot boy to caravan-equipped 
sportsmen were polishing spin­
ners. varnishing ri^s, typing flies, 
oihng reels, patching creels Some 
20 million strong, they were pre­
pared to spend $1 billion on gear, 
gasoline, guides, and other ex­
penses this year in the U.S.’s No. 
1 participant sport.

“Tile postwar increase in fresh­
water fishing Is shown by the

Ucenae figures, which lunre In­
creased about 7 per rent an­
nually, and are expected to hit 
I t  million this year.”
Quoting the Sport Fishing Insti­

tute, the writer adds: . . nowa­
days, it takes one man-hour to 
catch one fish in U.S. lakes and 
streams. Moreover, ipan-hour time 
is increasing, while fish are de­
creasing. What is more, creel 
counts show that the expert angl­
ers— the top 10 per cent— catch 
about so per cent of ail the fish 
Uken."
