Green money—about 7 3-4 mil­

lion dollars of it— is growing in 
Artesia's banking territory as cot­
ton, alfalfa and sorghum grains.

The plants now are alternately 
drinking in the moisture of rain 
or irrigation and the bright Pecos 
valley sun. After cotton picking 
and the various alfalfa cuttings, 
the green money of nature will be 
turned into deposits that mean 
greenbacks in Artesia's banks.

Estimates of the crop valuations 
were arrived at in a conference 
today in the office of Keith J 
Dampf, unit conservationist in the 
Artesia SCS headquarters. After 
contacting cotton and alfalfa men, 
Dampf came up with his figures, 
cautioning that they should be 
con.sidered only approximate and 
dependent on the re.st of the grow 
ing sea.son.

2$.4M Acres
Cotton acreage in Eddy county 

this year was reported as 28.400 
On the basis of 60 per cent of the 
acreage falling within the Artesia 
banking area, this means a cotton 
potential in this territory of some 
17,000 acres. Yield is predicted at 
1.85 bales per acre, an increase 
above last year’s 17 bales With 
cotton at last year's price average 
of 33 cents, this figures out at 
upwards of $5,200,000.

It is estimated that there are 
14,(K)0 acres in Eddy county in 
alfalfa and an additional 3.000 in 
Chavez county —  all within the 
Artesia banking territory. At a 
yield of 8 tons per acre and at a 
low estimate price of $25 per ton. 
the alfalfa crop has a potential

Eight atomic-powered subs have 
been authorized.

The first A-submarine, the 
Nautilus, was built here at the 
yards of the Electric Boat Division 
of General Dynamics Corp., where 
the Seawolf and the thii^ boat 
are building. The Nautilus was 
commissioned six months ago and 
now has thou.sands of miles of 
operation, hundred.s of dives and 
a long cruise to the Caribbean on 
her log.

Externally, the Seawolf will look 
much like the Nautilus, but with 
a somewhat sleeker hull. Official 
statistics on the Seawolf show her 
to be about 3,(KX) tons displace-- 
menl 330 feet long .with a 27-foot 
beam. '  ^

Her underwater speed is stated 
in the same general manner as 
that for the Nautilua— “ over 20 
knota.' Actual apeed may range 
between 20 and 30 knots.

At Abbott's white stucco home 
in Alameda, the family conferred 
late last night with his attorney 
Stanley Whitney Abbott's broth­
er Mark told newsmen there;

■‘We still believe he’s innocent 
and we ll stand by him. Aside 
from that Mr. Whitney has ad- 
vi.sed us to make no comment.” 

Burton Abbott's wife Georgia 
was not available for comment, 
but Mark said; ‘ ‘She ia bearing up 
very well but it has been a ter­
rible shock for her—for all of us.’ 

Stephanie's father Dr. Charles

They can 
either provide for them to be ap|X)inti*d by the governor or 
they can provide for them to be elected.

Just why the method of selecting the members of the 
commission was not put into the pixqiosed amendment has 
not been indicatr'd or announced.

Many fei‘l the voters of the state should name the mem- 
tiers of the commission. They empha.sizc the fact that too 
many of our affaii-s now are out of our hands and out of our 
control as voters, taxpayers and citizens.

They are probably right.
The proposed amendment also calls for the commission 

to have regulatory jxiwer and control over the public utilities. 
Most of us are in complete agreement with the i-ommi-ssion 
having power to regulate the utilities but wo are not sure 
alx)Ut that word control’. That could moan they have some­
thing to do with dirivting management and the actual operat­
ing of thi'se utilities. Most of us toda> feel we have too much 
government control now for the giKxl of private enterprise.

We feel that a much hotter job should have lioen done in 
prt'paring this amendment ivfore it was submitted to the 
people However, since it calls for rontror and sim-e it also 
dot's not designate how the memlx'rs of the new commis.sion 
are to lx‘ namt>d. we U'lieve the wise thing to do is defeat 
this amendment and let them submit one that will be approved
by the pt îple. .

I,ast night Deputy Sherriff Har­
old Jackson led a party of search­
ers and two bloodhounds from the 
cabin, which has a grisly history 
becau.se of a murder committed 
here in 1048.

Scoured Area
The party first scoured the area 

where the previous murder had 
taken place, then turned to the 
side of the creek where the cabin 
stands.

The two bloodhounds led the 
party to a shallow grave about a 
foot deep in a clump of manr-anita 
bushes on a ridge back of the 
cabin.

The clothing on the body appar­
ently had been tom by animals 
The clothes looked like those 
Stephanie was wearing the day she 
vanished on the way home from 
school—a hlue-green skirt, brown 
and white sadryc shoes and a ma­
roon upper garment

In Berkeley, Abbott’s arre.st at 
his home was the first time he 
actually had been taken into cus­
tody in the case.

of about 100, including officers.
The official cost estimate of the 

ScawoH's hull, minus the atomic 
power plant, is $32,700,000. The 
Nautilus is estimated unofficially 
to have cost about $57,000,000, in 
eluding the atomic engine which 
accounted for about half the cost.

Primary difference between the 
Nautilus and the Seawolf is in the 
type of atomic reactor. The Nauti- 
lu.s power plant transfers the heat 
produced by fission into steam by 
using ordinary water under pr,"s- 
sure. The Seawolf will use a form 
of liquid metal for the heat trans­
fer.

The Nautilus reactors called 
the thermal or slow-neutron type. 
The Seawolf will use an “ inter 
mediate" reactor where the speed 
of the neutrons is faster. This, in 
theory, means that absorption of 
the faster neutrons by the metal 
structure of the reactor is reduc­
ed, perhaps making for a more 
efficient, more easily maintained 
atomic furnace.

Simms, in a 4t* p.ige letter to 

all state legislators, suggested the 
Legislature

1—  Raise inromr taxes and nr re 
vi.so and tower exemptions;

2—  Increase the stale tax on net 
incomes xif corporations from the 
present i  p<T cent to 3 per cent;

3—  Increase the state severance 
lax on uranium fnim the pn>scnt 
18 of one |M>r rent to "a minimum 
of 1 p«'r. cent" and increase the 
present 4  of 1 per cent on pan 
muturl betting to a suggested 2 
per cent The governor also sug­
gested the state enact a gift tax

4— -Additional income tax moni>> 
atmvc 75 per cent of collections 
would go to the giant welfare agen 
cy. At present 75 pi-r cent of the 
state incunie tax collections are 
allocated by law to the public 
school equalization fund.

Change Statutes 
Simms suggested that the stat­

utes be limended to provide for 
the school equalization fund to re­
ceive the  ̂amount now anticipated 
under present tax structures. The 
proposed increased income from 
tax revenues would ))e div"rled to 
the general fund for appropriation 
by the legislature to the Welfare 
Department, rather than being 
earmarked for any specific pur­
pose.

In other words, the schools would 
not receive less under Simms’ plan 
but would not get any fidditional 
benefits- if the new income tax 
laws are approved. The increase 
would be placed in the general 
fund.

"It  is my present intention to 
convene the Ix-gislature sometime 
during the next two month.s,” 
Simms wrote. "In  the meantime, 
I earnestly request your advice 
in order that we may discover 
areas of mutual agreement if 
such areas exi.st.”

Financial Crisis 
The entire 44-page letter dealt 

with the financial crisis in the 
Welfare Department. Simms said 
that although "the reorganization 
of the Department of Public Wel­
fare is itow compiric,” statistical 
studies indicate that 3 4  million 
dollars per year in new revenue 
must bd' created “ if the Legisla­
ture desfres to bring all categories 
of publid assistance payments to 
100 per jeent of minimum subsis­
tence n * f i  ”

He al|ti said that 24  million 
dollars year would be required 
to restoA) welfare payments to the 
levels ii$;existcncc March 31, 1955 
when pt*mcnts wore drastically 
cut, ••

Simms-said an increase in state 
personal and corporate income tax 
collectioas would be the “ most 
feasible method to create the bulk 
of needed- new revenues.”

He said the increase in tax col 
lections could be accomplished 
"through a rearrangement of pre­
sent brackets.”

Four Tax Brackets 
Income tax collections now are 

based on four brackets ranging 
from 1 per cent of taxable income 
under $10,000 to 4 per cent for 
taxable incomes over $100,000.

The proposed new tax structure 
advanced by Simms called for a 
1 per cent tax on taxable income 
less than $1,000 to a 5 per cent 
lax for $10,000 and over.

L'nder present law, N"w .Mexico 
taxpayers pay 1 per cent on tax­
able income under $10,000; 2 per 
cent on taxable income between 
$10,000 and $20,000; 3 per cent on 
$20,000 to $100,000; and 4 p"r cent

S36 46 Under the present tax struc­
ture, the sarpe man has been paying 
$29 73

That same individual, if his gross 
incom'' was $3,000. would pay no 
tax at all, as is the case at present 
However, if his income is $12,000. 
his state inrome tax would increase 
by $.55 28, from the present $62 64 
to a new figure of $117 92

Under the proposal, a single per­
son earning $3,000 would pay $7 73

months of the most intensive work 
ever done on federal aid highway- 
legislation the House Public 
Works Committee has approved 
what we believe to be a program 
that will bring the highways up 
to required modern standards 
with the least possible financial 
burden upon th<‘ public

The Committee faced the alter 
native of approving legislation 
which would increase so-called 
road-user excise taxes by $12 bil­
lion over a IS-year period or a 
corporate bond-issue plan which 
would require the same amount 
for construction and cost approx­
imately $115 billion in interest 
alone. That plan also would freeze 
for a period of 30 years the nor­
mal tax income we are now ,devot 
ing to highways We deemed it 
wiser to work out a plan where all 
of the money would be devoted to 
actual road building and none to

In Senate Highly Skillful I By 1960, Intimatoi Hop*

Senate Denaocratic Leader Lyndon Johnson of 

Te.xa:- ii fast becoming one of his party's most influential and 
powerful figures. The Texan, who won hit first term in the Senate in 
1945 by only a razor-thin margin, ia now recognized aa being in the 
driver's seat as far aa congressional Democrats are concerned.

His skillful maneuvering in welding together a harmonious united 
front of both northern and southern Democrats 
has represented one of the best leadership jobs 
either party has seen in recent years.

Johnson, who* got his political tutelage from 
House Speaker Sam Raybum when he served in 
the House, already has become the subject of presi* 
dential speculation.

Those who know him closest feel that he won’t 
try for either the Democratic presidential or vice 
presidential nomination in 1936 but in 1960 he 
may well make his move for the top spot. For 
the moment. Washington political observers are 
keeping a close eye on his rise from the ranks.

Senaier Johnson •  LCKAL NEWS—Members of Congress, who 
usually are not averse to seeing their names m 

the newspapers, have a new house organ now that they can appear in 
to their heart's content. Named Roll Call, the tabloid “Newspaper of 
Capitol Hill”  is the first journalistic venture in history “dedicated en« 
tirely to the people and the activities of” the Capitol community.

It's in the nature of other neighborhood "throwaways supported by 
advertising and loaded to the gills with newsy personal itema about 
people. " And in the most political location in the world, it also prom* 
Ises to be "non-partisan, while reserving the right to kid the panta off 
both parties, always within the bounds of good taste.”

One complete page of the first Issue was given to the Republican 
and Democratic congressional committees. The Democrats unfortu* 
naiely had stashed their sense of humor in a draw-er someplace and 
came up with statistics and arguments on a host of issues while the 
Republicans took the opportunity to have a laugh at the Ocmocrata' 
expense The unidentified <30P author began hii article:

'■ 'My son,’ Jim Longworth once told me, 'never speak unkindly of 
Democrats, because God made them—the same as he made lice, 
snakes, skunks and other unpleasant things.' **

• • • •
•  PERON DENOUNCED—The State department plans no diplo* 
matic moves against Argentine President Juan Peron's regime for 
the time being unless his government begins to interfere with the 
freedom of American citizens in the South American state.

However, demands that Peron be warned to stop persecuting Ro* 
man Catholics in his country are echoing through Congress. New 
York Democrat Victor Anfuso denounced Peron as "the worst dicta* 
tor since Hitler, Mussolini and Stalin."

Equally oul.spoken was Connecticut Republican Albert P. Morano. 
who urged the United States to warn Peron against 
further acts of persecution against the church.

While the State department reasserted Its tradi* 
tional policy of non-intervention—particularly rigid 
in regard to intervening Into religious affairs any* 
where—a department spokesman said Uiit policy does 
not mean that no action will be taken in the event that the freedom 
of American citizens U abueed in the Argentlne'capital. Thus far, 
no United States citizens have been reported Involved ia the violence 
which followed the navy-led uprising In Buenos Aires.

Peron has showm In the past that he Is extremely conscious of th* 
necessity of good Argentina-United SUtes relations and he Is not 
likely to allow any harm to come to the North Americana.
