Artesia and many other parts of 
New Mexico Monday, dumping an 
inch of snow here which contained 
60 inches of precipitation here.

Preceded by strong winds and 
swirling dust, the storm sent tem­
peratures downward dizzily locally 
Mid afternoon thermometer read 
mgs were 40 degrees beneath those 
of Sunday at about the same time 
—33 as compared to 73.

Overnight the low recorded was 
30 degrees while at no time did 
the mercury reach above the M  
degree mark.

Artie .McNally, of the Alfalfa 
Growers Assn., said this morning 
that he does not believe the enow 
hurt the area's cotton crop He said 
there was not enough moisture to 
damage the grade, but that 
staple may be improved.

High Yields Place Goiilrolled Gottoii Grup At

WASHINGTON 'J'l —  The Agri 

culture Department estimated this 
year's government-controlled cot 
ton crop today at 14.843.00U.00U 
bales.

The estimate is 915.999 bales 
more than last month's forecast of
13.928.000 bales. It compares with 
the department's pro<lucti«n goal 
of about 10,000.000 bales, with 13.
696.000 produced last year and
12.952.000 for the ten-year (1944 
53) average.

The crop exceeds the goal under 
a rigid marketing quota program 
because of extraordinarily high 
acreage yields.

The department has proposed an 
even more rigid control program 
next year calling for a four per

rent reduction in plantings from 
this year's acreage allotment, fo t  
Ion supplies arc at a near record 
level, reflecting acrumulation of 
surplusi's from past crops

New Mexico's crop was estimat 
cd at 736 pounds per acre for a 
total of 270.000 pounds

The Texas crop was placed at 
4.250,000 hales at an average per 
aero yield of 307 pounds.

Next year's quota program is 
subject lo approval by at least two- 
thirds of the growers voting in a 
referendum to he held Dec 13 

The department estimated the 
nation's acre yield at an average 
of 431 pounds compared with 40.5 
pounds indicated a month ago. 341 
last year aand 279 for the ten-year

average.
The report omitted any estimate 

of the crop's condition in terms of 
percentage of normal.

That Buchanan was the only 
bachelor president of the White 
Hou.se ami President Tyler was the 
most prolific. Tyler had 14 chil­
dren, seven by each of his two 
wives.

That up till now, Dwight David 
Eisenhower is the first and only 
president to hold an air pilot’s 
license.

That it is hard to estimate how 
many superintelligcnt people there 
are in this country, but there are 
probably 1.600,000 who are men­
tally deficient. This doesn't include 
Sunday drivers.

That in times past, man has used 
for money such odd things as the 
teeth of porpoises and whalei, boar 
tusks, beaver skins, stones, the 
scalps of redheaded woodpeckers, 
pretty slaves and tobacco, salt, 
rum. sugar and beer.
