It is impossible for a young man 
to go into farming today unless he 
can step in and take over his fath­
er's established operation, or un­
less he has money of his own from 
some other .source, Gergr said To 
succeed as a beginning farmer 
wmild lake no less than $35,000. 
he said, and no young man is giv 
ing to want to go that much in 
debt, or no banker is going to loan 
him that much to start a farm

The family farm is disappearing 
and big business with the capital 
to buy large tracts of land and 
hea\7  machinery to farm it on a 
mass production basis, is taking 
over.

Actually the cost to each of us 
in the United States to support the 
government farm program has 
been only 38 cents for the entire 
20-year program, George said.

Russia Offers 
To Quit Tests
If U. S. Agrees

LONDON, — Ru.ssia offered 
again today to stop testing nuclear 
weapons if the United States and 
Britain promise to quit also.

The offer, broadcast by the Mos­
cow radio, came only three days 
after the Kremlin announced the 
SovicUUnion had exploded its most 
powerful hydrogen bomb.

Today's broadcast said:
"We cannot discontinue the pro­

duction and testing of nuclear wea­
pons So long as both the U. S, A. 
and Britain manufacture sucJi wea­
pons and le.st them.

"Proposals which the U. S. S. R. 
put bt'foro the United Nations s'ip 
ulate a total ban in nuclear wea­
pons and their removal from na­
tional armaments.

"And as one of the first moves 
to disarm, the U. S. B. R. suggests 
that countries which possess nucle­
ar weapons pledge lo discontinue 
their testing. Wc are ready to do 
so here and now if the other pow­
ers possessing such weapons agree 
to di) the same.*’

Laxative Abuse

BOSTON lip)—Doctors have been 
advised to be on the alert for an 
intestinal ailment linked with 
abuse of certain laxativea lest it 
be mistaken for even more serious 
conditions.

Two University of Buffalo physi­
cians said people who use certain 
strong “im tant" cathartics for pro­
longed periods can develop the 
condition and that doctors should 
keep it in mind not alone for its 
own potential harmfulness but also 
for this reason:

It is marked by changes in both 
the large and small intestines 
which, under X ray examination, 
could falsely suggest the presence 
of such dneases as ulcenative coli­
tis, enteritis or even intestinal 
tuberculosis.

"The plain fact ia," says Her 
bert O. Brayer, “that cowboys as 
a group were generally poor shots. 
Alas, it Is all too true, . . they 
couldn’t hit the broad side of a 
turn!”

Brayer, alas. Is no more killjoy 
bent on overturning youthful idols. 
He is recognized as a top author­
ity on the wild west, and spent 
years going through court records 
and getting sworn testimony to de­
bunk the legend that the average 
cowboy was an artist with a six- 
gun

The result of his researches, 
proving that cowboys missed more 
often than they hit, are carried in 
the January^ issue of the magazine 
“Guns”

Here are a few of hia disclos­
ures:

Item: The famous Texas cattle­
man, Charles Goodknight told 
Brayer: “I’ve known hundreds of 
the best and worst cowpunchers in 
the business, and the number of 
real working cowboys who could 
hit a man at 50 feet with a 44 or 
45 you could count on your fing 
era and toes.

’Labor de.stTvcs rewards for in 
creased productivity^ but we re­
sent monopolistic tactics used by 
some labor groups and often en­
couraged by government.

' We in the Farm Bureau have 
.said repeatedly that there is no 
sub.stitutc for markets. Knowing 
this^ we think we should produce 
for the market, not for the govern­
ment storage bins. Our farm price 
support programs should be tied 
to supply, so that they encourage 
production of things consumers 
want and need That principal is 
embodied in the present law.

“We are studying plans to re­
duce the total acreage in our farm 
production plant to make it con 
form more closely to a realistic 
appraisal of market demand "

His aehievements led 
to his selection as the AFl.'s na- 
ln»nal secretary • treasurer five 
years later

Ever since then, Meany ha.s been 
a man to he reckoned with In un 
ion affairs While the late AFL 
President William Green was in­
clined to compromi.se and avoid 
conflict. Meany as his chief lieu­
tenant was constantly prodding 
Green to take more stands

Gradually, both before and after 
he was selected to head the AFL 
on Green's death in November 
1952. Meany quietly took on all the 
old-line AFL rhieftains in tests of 
strength and. by besting them one 
by one. has in practically every 
ca.se earned their respect and sup­
port

Out in San Francisco at the 1947 
AFL convention, Meany tangled
