Roswell ^ewsmall Says .\leoliolies 
l/odiie lias Appearance Of Hospital

Wc spent most of an afternoon 

at the Pecos Valley I.odgc. hospi 
t*1 fur alcoholcis, one day this 
week We were there at the invi 
lation of Cecil Radford, a.ssistant 
manager, who had said sometime 
previously. "Come out any time" 
It was an enlightening experience, 
and among other facts learned 
was the di.stanre one man or worn 
an will gp to help out another 
human being who has an unrim 
trollable desire for alcohol.

We talked to Radford, patients, 
a nurse and workers at the Pecos 
Valley Lodge, and they all agreed 
that the good work of the Lodge 
is continuing despite adverse pub­
licity which the Lodge has receiv­
ed during recent weeks. We agree 
with that opinion

Pecos Valley Lodge isn’t a con­
centration camp or place of con­
finement. It looks and is operated 
just like what it is, a hospital. 
Patients don’t jump out of win­
dows and escape with any fre­
quency It's a rare happening, and 
every precaution humanly possible 
is taken to insure that it doesn't 
happen often. The windows at the 
IxMlge are such that patients can’t 
just "jump out." They are steel 
casement windows, and the glass 
has to be broken before anyone 
can squeeze out one of them That 
is what happened one day last 
week. A patient was admitted; 
.soon after admittance he lapsed 
into the DT.s, and six other pa­
tients who were well on the road 
to recovery worked with him night 
and day for several days. They 
were by his side constantly Final­
ly the patient asked to get a cup 
of coffee and did so. He strolled 
into the kitchert and suddenly 
smashed his coffee cup through a 
small window, dived out of the 
window and started running across 
a field Othpr patients cairght up 
with him in a hurry and he was 
brought back to the Lodge and his 
treatment was continued.

This was a rare happening, this 
running away from the Lodge, and 
it only happens, on the ra »  occa­
sions it does, when a patient has 
super human strength and cun 
ning because he is in the, throes 
of delirium tremens, a physical 
and mental condition which re­
sults when alcohol is withdrawn 
from a man or woman who has 
indulged Ijcavily over a long 
lod of time. A patient with 
is ju.st plain scared

It’s amazing how patients at the

Lodge -and they don’t like to be 
called inmates- team *jp when a 
ni*w patient is brought in During 
the first day of nospitalization and 
when the initial withdrawal of al­
cohol is made, a patient suffers 
terribly and other patients, who 
ju.st a few days before had un- 
di rgtme the same suffering, team 
up to s'ay with the man who has 
the DTf night and day untiEhe 
is rational They walk the floor 
with him. talk to him and provide 
every physical ni-ed. Part of the 
therapy at the hospital is building 
a man up physically and mental­
ly so he "can stand on his own 
two feet and face the world brave­
ly" when he Ic*aves, to put it in 
the words of one of the workers 
there This means the providing 
of good food, fruit juice, vitamins 
and anything else the patient needs 
to help him over the hump.

The Lodge has a women’s ward 
and a men’s dormitory, and ev­
erything is as neat and clean as 
in any hospital. A "strong room" 
is maintained for persons who be­
come violent during the initial 
hospitalization period. The after­
noon we were there a man was 
asleep in the strong room after 72 
hours of sleeplessness and deliri­
um which is common to all true 
alcoholics when they do without 
alcohol Patients at the Lodge are 
treated like sick people, which 
they are, and not like prisoners. 
Patients may leave anytime they 
feel like it by requesting to be 
discharged.

Patients arc admitted to the 
Lodge only after a doctor has 
cx*rtified the need for treatment 
at the hospital and when the pa­
tient has a spon.sor from Alcohol­
ics Anonymous. After discharge— 
from seven to 14 days after ad­
mittance, the sponsor works close­
ly with the patient in the patient’s

about 36 per cent. Patients say 
they would resent a fence being 
put around the Lodge, that it 
would seem too much like a pris­
on It un't. For the alcoholic, re­
straints of any type are resented, 
and part of therapy of helping 
the patient recover u  the intro­
duction of restraints and responsi 
bilities in small doses.

Men and women from all walks 
of life receive treatment at the 
I'ecos Valley Lodge. During the 
treatment period they get any 
medical treatment needl'd, shuts, 
counsel, comradeship and sympa­
thy both from the staff and fellow 
patients Patients team that some 
one cares something about them, 
and this is an important part of 
their recovery and instills a de 
termination to stay away from al­
cohol.

The average number of patients 
treated during any une week runa 
between 12 and 14. A wealthy busi- 
nes.sman might be rubbing elbows 
with a day laborer in the men’s 
ward. They have something in 
common, something basic, and 
there is nothing that one wouMn’t 
do for the other to help him 
■’beat" the disease of alcoholism 
They b<Hh have a tough row to 
hoc; some make it, some don’t II 
all depends on the extent of their 
determination to stop drinking 
and their willingness to work with 
members of AA. and other factora

The Lodge is doing a good job, 
regardless of adverse publicity.
