WASHINGTON. l/r> — A  bill to 
raise gasoline, tire and other high­
way excise taxes will go before the 
House with an added starter—a 
special registration fee for heavy 
trucks.

The House Ways and Means 
Committee, which voted for the 
truck tax yeqiterday. estimated it 
will add 900 million dollars to the 
proposed net taxes, raising the 
total during the next 16 years to 
nearly 14 billion dollars.

The money, along with the yield 
from present highway taxes, is to 
be used for a long-range road 
building program with emphasis 
on a 40.000-mile network of stra­
tegic interstate highways. Present 
and projected taxes will make an 
estimated $38,700,000,000 available 
as the federal share of the 51-bil­
lion dollar pnigram.

Rep Reed (NY), senior Repub­
lican on the committee, proposed 
the truck tax yesterday. A bill 
without it, he said, would be “com­
pletely unfair" to ordinary motor­
ists.

It would impose a yearly regis­
tration fee of $1.50 per 1,000 
pounds for all trucks weighing 
over 26,000 pounds, based on eith­
er the weight of the unloaded 
truck or on its licensed carrying 
capacity, whichever is greater. The 
weight limit was fixed to make it 
apply tn ho|ivy commercial trucks, 
of which there arc about 700,000.

Other provisions of the bill 
would apply uniformly to all ve­
hicles regardless of size or weight.

They would raise the gasoline 
and diesel fuel tax from 2 to 3 
rents a gallon; the tire tax from 5 
to 8 cents a pound; and the tax on 
trucks, buses and trailers from 8 
to 10 per cent of value; and would 
put a new tax of 3 rents a pound 
on camciback, or retreading rub­
ber.

The action came within hours 
after U S Dist Judge H Ho­
bart Grovims yesterday ordered the 
board to vacate an order exclud­
ing the * 26 year-old Birmingham 
woman from the campus for safety 
reasons. He gave the university 
until Monday to take the action 
readmitting her.

There was no immediate Com­
ment from the National Asan. for 
Advancement of Colored People, 
which had sponsored her 2 4  years 
legal battle to get admittance to 
the all-white school.

The action took NAA(7P offici­
als here by surprise.

A hasty effort was made to Stop 
Thurgood Marshall, NAACP legal 
counsel who represented jdls*

At the start of the hearing yes­

NEW YORK F  _  Elections— 
and election uneertainties—always 
give business ■ certain amount of 
the jitters And this year the 
stock market has been partiralar- 
ly quick to respond to politleal 
predictions

But the old belief that business 
-as disliisrt from stock trading— 

dows down in an election year to 
await results may have to be re­
vived In several of the more re­
cent eleetmu years the oppoaMe 
has happened.

And while many buainetamen 
this year are particularly nervous 
lest something happen pntiticaily 
(hat would rock the boat and upset 

I the current neat balance of good 
times, probably as many others 
believe that business activity will 
continue al a high clip despite all 
the pollt eal hullaballoo in com 
ing months

The President's decision should 
clear the air—aa far as stock trad­
ing is eoncemed But il'i effect 
on business should be very slight 
for awhile, many busines-smen 
hold Their argument is that bus­
iness activity it already to high it 
couldn't go much higher right 
away no matter how “good” the 
hews seems Nor could "bad” news 
have immediate effect •

Some huatnessmen point out 
thnt increasingly of recent years 
the presidential election has given 
little evidence of being the Import 
ant fartor in which way btisinets 
activity went.

They note thnt slock prices rose 
after the elections of Coolidge and 
Hoover and after (he first, aecond 
and fourth elections of Roosevelt 
Slock prices turned down after the

election of Truman but rwc again 
by the end of that year. Stork 
prices were rising with the Eisen­
hower election but later started a 
long slide downward, only to begin 
climbing again a year later

Business activity rose during 
the campaigns preceding the elec 
tions of Coolidge and Hoover and 
the second and third elections of 
Roosevelt It rose before the Tru­
man election, sliding off after 
wards, and rose before the Eisen 
hower election, starting down the 
following summer

About all yon can conclude from 
these examples is that political ups 
and downs can have quick reflcc 
tion in the stock market, hut that 
cither facton—war, peace, or long- 
terra economic adjuelments—have 
much more weight with business 
activity

One reason, perhaps, is that 
business planning can't be at emo­
tional as stock trading and that 
consumer buying—a major factor 
just now - -isn't affected very much 
hy political haranguing.

Ike Pruises, But Does Not Nominate 
Vice President Nixon To Run Again

WASHINGTON (ffi — President 
Eisenhower may have touched off 
Republican jockeying over the 
party’s Vice Piesidential nomina­
tion when he declined to endorse 
Richard M. Nixon for renomina- 
tion.

But it was six month.s in ad­
vance of the Republican conven­
tion, and Eisunhuwer’s reply was 
keyed to that: let’s wait, he said, 
and sea who the convention nom­
inates.

However, Eisenhower can — and 
in all probability wiU—settle the 
que.stion of a running mate by con­
vention time.

For the President, who is as­
sured of renumination by acclama­
tion if his health permits, told a 
news conference May 31 that un­
less the Vice Presidential nominee 
fi'ere acceptable to the head of the 
ticket “the I’re.sidentila nominee 
should imnvediately step aside."

Eisenhower told reporters Nixon 
had been a loyal and dedicated 
as.sixriate, and successful in the 
broad field of work assigned to 
him as Vice President. The I*rezi- 
dent .said he was very fond of 
Nixon.

But although he said he had 
tresnendous admiration for Nixon, 
Ki.senhower added that he wouldn’t 
want to say at this point who 
should be the Vice Prasidential 
nominee.

Eisenhower said Nixon was one
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Ice Creem and Drinks

of a half dozen persons he con­
sulted in making up his own 
mind definitely to become avail­
able for the nomination.

The President's refusal to give 
Nixon a political nod et this point 
is certain to spur efforts by some 
factions of the Republican Party 
to replace the Vice President.,

There have been suggestions 
that Gov. C'hi-i.stian A. Herter ol 
Mas.sachusetts, former Gov. Thom­
as E. Dewey of New york. Sec­
retary of the Treasury George 
Humphrey, Undersecretary of 
State Herbert Hoover Jr. and 
seveal others might be favored for 
the Number T\vo place on the tick­
et by pro-Ei.senhower Republicans 
who look askance at Nixon.

On the other hand, Nixon has
