The reply by H C Beene, dis 
trict airport engineer, stated that 
the CAA would not approve the 
closing of any part of an airport 
for racing purposes if in so doing 
it would impose a burden on civil 
aviation On the other hand, the 
letter stated, the CA.A would not 
di.sappruve such a request if if 
were not burdensome to aviation 
and provided that stipula ed rmes 
were observed The letter left it 
up to the City Council tq make 
the final decision

The CAA l e t ^  also stated that 
the airport owner, in this case 
the city, would be held fully re 
sponsible for any accidents or un­
favorable results accruing from 
such an arrangement.

Lund, In stating his rase for 
the pilots, said that records for 
the past 20 days indicate that 125 
persons from out of town used 
the Artesia airpur. for busines.i 
flights alone during that period 
He felt that, holding of drag rac 
ing at the airport would bring 
about unfavorable publicity and 
would discourage business flights

to the airport
Lund said that such an arrange 

ment might go along all right for 
four or five years without an ac 
cident; but that when it did come, 
if it did. it would be a bad one 
“Cart and planes just don't gel 
along on the ground at all,” Lund 
said.

One of his mam objections was 
bai^d on the fact that the Artesia 
airport is not equipped with a 
control tower and tha there would 
be no way of warning an in-com 
mg Plane by radio lhat one uf the 
runways was clo.sed to landing 
He said that it would not be feas­
ible to close any one uf the run 
ways at any time, because if i 
aere, the runway would nut have 
been put there in the. first place.

A number of youths represent 
mg the hot-rodders appeared at 
the meeting las night biit decllii 
ed to voire their own views after 
the pilots had presented their 
rase.

MAYOR NOTES 
CRITICISM OF 
LIBRARY BOND

The mayor and several council 
men said last night at *a meeting 
of the City Council that they have 
received some criticism of the re­
cently approved $125,000 library 
bond issue, not in opposition to 
the library as such, but to the 
amount of the bond issue approv­
ed by the Council.

Councilman Clayton Mencfee 
expressed an opinion that the 
Council may have acted hastily in 
the matter and felt that the bond 
issue might stand a better chance 
of passing if it were for a lesser 
amount, with a view toward a 
smaller library that could be add­
ed to at a later date as future 
growth of the city demanded.

WASHINGTON The admin 
istration lost a major farm hill 
battle by one vote today when the 
Senate approved, 4.5-44, use of a 
dual parity system in computing 
crop price supports.

The vote kept in the omnibus 
soil bank farm bill a provision 
allowing use of either an old or 
new parity formula, whichever is 
higher, in calculating the level of 
price supports.

Sen Aiken (R-Vt), who led an 
unsuccessful effort to strike out 
the section, said its retention 
would “be a fatal blow- to our hope 
for a good farm bill this year."

Sen Anderson (D-NM), former 
secretary of agriculture who also 
opposed the dual parity, said "let's 
make this bill realistic so you 
don't ask the man down in the 
White House to veto it."

But Democrats and Republicans 
from Western wheat states com 
bined to engineer the administra­
tion setback.

The one-vote margin of victory 
was aided by Sen Lain) (D-W 
Va) who was sworn in only about 
an hour before the roll call He 
was appointed to succeed the late 
Sen. Kilgore (W-Va),

DAV OFFICIALS URGE ACTION TO SAVE EXEMPTION
Disabled American Veterans and 

American Legion members here 
heard some fiery words last 
night against proposals to discon­
tinue the veterans’ $2,(KM) property 
tax exemption. A combined group 
tnet at the Veterans Memorial 
Building to hbar Eloy Gonzales, 
DAV State commander, Kenneth 
Ferguson, state DAV adjutant, and 
G. Y Fails, Legion state adjutant 
who is also a member of DAV, on 
the subject.

Don Cook, local DAV command­
er, presided at the supper-business 
neeting.

Ferguson spoke first and urged 
the group to “vote veteran" that is 
‘to desert the practice of voting 
party affiliations and vote for the 
man who will do the most for 
you.”

He said that personal visits to 
candidates are more effective Jhan 
writing letters but that office hold­

ers export and respect opinions 
written in letters.

“Propaganda for repealing the 
veterans’ exemption is not entirely 
local.” said Ferguson. "It always 
happens lhat the nation forgets tljc 
debt they owe to veterans, espec­
ially after 10 years has passed.” 

To offset this forgetfulness, he 
urged DAV members to work for 
all veterans as a group. “When­
ever the American Legion and the 
Veterans of Foerign Wars have 
worked together for the good of 
all. they have got results.” 

Ferguson charged that Fred 
Cole, state representative from Ed­
dy County, has announced opposi­
tion to the veterans’ exemption 
law.

Cole said this morning that he 
Is not opposed to the veterans’ ex­
emption as such: but he is oppoaed 
to the leaks in the law. I

“By leaks,” said Cole, “I mean]

that many veterans are obtaining 
full exemptions on real estate and 
are also claiming exemptions on 
automobile licenses. This gives 
them more exemption than the law 
designates.”

Cole maintains that many veter­
ans who have moved into the state 
from other staAcs, and who there­
fore are not entitled to the exemp­
tion. are claiming it.

“If this matter is not corrected, 
I look for legislation to be intro­
duced to eliminate the auto ex­
emption.” Cole said. But he stateni 
ephatically that he will not intro­
duce the legislation.

He repeated that the present 
veterans' exemption law ia dis- 
crimintory. ‘.‘Veterans, including 
myself, have been able to get the 
exemption, for yeara because we 
own real estate. We have thoua- 
ands of veterans entitled to an 
exemption, but who cannot gel it

because they do not own sufficient 
real estate. This is unfair to the 
poorer veterans.”

Cole maintains that the state 
would have been better off finan­
cially if it had pas.sed a bonus law 
instead of the exemption.

“Veterans are not active enough 
in their own behalf, and that it 
(heir own fault,” Ferguson said.

Gonzales urged veterans to work 
for the establishment of a desig­
nated state agency for the regis­
tration of all veterans who wish to 
claim the state tax exemption. The 
agency would require veterans to 
furnish proof of their eligibility 
for the exemption. At present to 
be eligible a World War I vet must 
have resided in the state prior to 
Jan. 1, 1934; a World War II veL 
prior to Jan. 3, 1IM7; and a Kor­
ean vet must have been inducted 
from the state.

.\TOKY. P i—A sudden major flare 
on the face of the sun knocked 
out radio communications over a 
wide area of the world today, sci­
entists here said.

Dr John W Evans, chief of the 
upper air research ob.servatory of 
the air force here, said the big 
class 2 flare may have blacked 
out radio communications on lhat 
half of the world facing the sun

The flare, reaching hundreds of 
thousands of miles into space, 
bombarded the earth with a heavy 
dost' of ultraviolet radiation.

The ob.servatory'g radio commu­
nications were knocked out, but 
Evans said he had telephoned the 
information to the C.'S. Bureau of 
Standards in M'ashingtun.

Today's flare was in the same 
area as heavy storms last month. 
Those storms, starting Feb 10, 
lasted about 14 days until the 
storm area was hidden by the 
sun's rotation The continued ro­
tation has now brought the trou­
bled area of the sun back around 
faciifg the earth, Evans .said.

Hr said it was “quite a violent” 
flare uf a class of 2 on a scale 
the top of which is three.

As soon as a 
borrower becomes able to go 
ahead with regular credit, he pays 
off his Farmers Home Administra­
tion loan and meets his credit 
needs through banks' and other 
lenders’ regular credit services.

The total amount of a farm own­
ership loan cannot be more than 
the fair om^ reaaonable value of 
the farm as decided by the local 
county committee. They base their 
value on the farm’s long-time earn 
ing capacity as determined by an 
appraiser. Also, a load cannot be 
for more than the average value 
of the efficient family-type farms 
in the county. An average value 
has been establislied for each agri­
cultural county in the nation. The 
value for Eddy County is $30,000

The farmer pays an hiteTest 
charge of 4W per cent on farm 
ownership or soil and water con­
servation loans. If the loan is from 
insured funds, the lender receives 
a net of 3% per cent and iheGev 
ernment receives 1 percent as an 
insurance charge. The agency 
makes, services, and collects the 
loans.

Farm ownership loans run lor 
a 40-year period, with opportunity 
to repay ahead of time. The time 
limit on individual soil and water 
conservation loana la 20 years, bat 
in some instances loans to farm­
ers' non-profit associations may 
run for longer peftodi.

Torrance Land 
Auction Is Set 
For Back Taxes

SANTA r a  (4* -Tlie first public 
auction of land sold to th«‘ stale 
for back taxes is sehi-duled to be 
in Torrance County as .soon ss a 
tax Commission representative can 
appraise the land there.

The auctions were required by 
a 1953 law for all land sold for 
taxes delinquent after 1950 But 
Tax (’ommlssioner Clarence Forsl- 
ing said difficulties in winnowing 
out duplications, double'- assess 
menis and inadequate dexrriplions 
of property have made it impos­
sible to hold one before.

Lands for which there are de 
linquent taxes prior to 1950 still 
are sold by the Tex Commission 
by individual bid.

Forsling said the situation in 
the lands the stale has bi'en deed 
ed because of tax arrears is one 
of confusion because of rompli- 
caled record keeping, ambiguious 
laws and unclear methods of as­
sessing lands down through the 
years

The eommission has row upon 
row of dee<l land records in its 
state office but it it nol sure 
just how much it has because of 
duplications, he said.

One solution—probably the onlv 
one. says Forsling—is to wait un 
til all counties a^ipt the unit tax 
.system Then it will be a compara­
tively simple joh. he said, to com­
pare what lands the slate it sup­
posed to own with the actual csHin 
ty records

Socorro County hopes to have 
its unit tax system in operation by 
fall and Bernalillo County has a 
Jan 1 deadline. Other counties 
considering the unit method in- 
elude Chaves. Lea, Santa Fe, Si­
erra and Valencia.

State Income Tax Director J 
Ijeon Miller announced Wednes 
day that the first batch of letters 
from his division have been sent 
to such persons He said the let 
ters will go to every person, fidu­
ciary, corporation or partnership 
listed as having filed a federal re­
turn for 1954 income but not a 
state return. Follow-ups will be 
made on letters which are not an 
swered, he warned.

Gov. John Simms called for the 
check-up as part of the adminis 
tration’s intensified collection pro 
gram. Miller said

Miller noted that not all persons 
who filed federal returns arc Ii 
able for state returns, but he ask 
od replies in any event so his files 
can be straightened out.

The director .said the program 
is expected to have valuable re­
sults in the form of delinquent 
tax collections, as well as the ad­
dition of names of potential lax 
payers to the rolls.

The deadline for filing returns 
is April l.'i (or both state and fed 
eral tax.

.52*4 per cent of the total receipts 
goes into the reclamation fund, 
which is used to finance reclama 
tion and irrigation p r o j e c t s  
throughout the Western states, in­
cluding New Mexico,

"Finally, 10 per cent of the total 
leceipts goes to the United States 
Treasury.” ,
