‘\lmcral Rights On NM Homesteaded

WASHINGTON (#) — Potentially
valuable mineral rights on several
tracts of homesteaded land in
southern New Mexico are at issue

in a series of hills now before the
Senate Interior Commiltee

The bills are similar to recently
approved legislation granting min-
eral rights to Mrs. Pearl Marr
on a homestead entry in the same
| area, near the Permian Basin oil
field. They involve land in Roose-
velt, Lea and Eddy counties

The pending bills, all by Sen
Chavez, would grant mineral rights
to Elmer M. Gandy of Lubbock,
Tex.; Myrtle Golden of Milnesand,
N. M., Joseph E. Shipp of Sny
der, Tex.; Richard L. Robinson
of Jal, N. M; Carl Bedwell of
Yucaipa, Calif., and Walter T
Linam of Hobbs, N M

Oil companies holding leases
covering the tracts are much in
terested in the bills

At a hearing before the com-
mittee, Mrs. Agnes Kelso, daugh
ter of Mrs. Marr, represented the
mineral claimants

She told the commitee the
homestead entries were filed under
an old act which did not reserve
mineral rights to the government
At that time, she said, the lands
were not classified as being val-
uable for mineral deposits

Chavez testified that before the
homestead patents were issued,
the government forced the settlers
to sign waivers of mineral rights
by threatening cancellation of the
entries

The bills are opposed hy the
Department of Interior. C. B.
Bradshaw, assistant solicitor for
the department's Bureau of Land
Management, contended that in
each instance his agency had acted

Land At Stake In Series-Of Bills

in accordance with the law

The committee also received a

letter - from the iInterior Depart,
ment which said in part

“It is evident that in each
situation the Department of the
Interior compiled with the appli
cable provisions of the law. The
statute required the reservation

of minerals to the United States
There was a comparable reserva-
tion made in all patents issued
for lands of a similar character
There was no variation from the
uniform treatment prescribed by
law

“The actions taken were entire
ly in accord with the well-estab
lished policy of disposing of valu-
able mineral deposits only

under
the mineral public land laws. We
know of no equitable considera-

tions which any of these six bene
ficiaries may advance to justify
obtaining benefits not afforded to
other homesteaders.”

Bradshaw told the committee

that if the present bills are ap-
proved, the way wiil be opened
for a flood of similar measures
from other parts of the United
States

The o0il eompanies fear that
their leases may be affected if

the mineral rights are transferred
from the government to private
individuals. None of the tracts is
presently producing oil.

George M. Hunter, Roswell, N
M., attorney, representing the
Union Oil Co. and other oil firms,
said his clients would not oppose
the bills provided the existing
leases are fully recognized. He
said he felt the Department of
Interior should continue to admin-
ister the leases until the present
leases expire.
