New Mexico the best type of gov-
ernment of which 1 was capable.
I wanted to operate all depart-
ments of government for which I
was responsible on an efficient ba-
sis and yet to operate them as
economically as possible. I believe
the taxpayer’'s dollar should be
spent just the same as though the
spender was using his own funds.
That is, I wanted to get full value
received for every penny.

In checking the record, I believe
we have made an excellent show-
ing. Much of the credit, of course,
goes to the heads of the various
state departments and the state
employes who have given loyal
and valuable service.

All departiments of state govern-
ment have been operated on a cash
basis. The years immediately after
the close of World War II present-
ed many probiems, especially in
the educational field, which we had
to meet and solve. I am happy to
say that I kept my pledge that
every veteran and every citizen of
New Mexico who wanted to attend
an institution of higher learning
would have a seat in the classroom
and a roof over his head. It took
many hundreds of thousands of
dollars to care for this veterans’
program, but we fulfilled our
pledge.

We also through our welfare pro-
gram, cared for the increasing
needs of the sick and aged of this
state and for the blind and depend-
ent children. The number of peo-
ple receiving old-age assistance in-
creased 100 per cent under my
administration. We were able to
meet their pressing needs although
it was necessary to add an addition-
al 1 cent per pack to the cigaret
tax. This, incidentally, was the
only increase in tax rates—except
the gas tax—which was made un-
der my four years in office.

We were also able to grant our
Department of Public Health,
which is doing such a commendable
job. an increase of nearly 300 per
cent in its budget without levying
any new form of taxes.

For Farm Building

Concrete Blocks Filling
Farm Construction Needs

Concrete blocks are being used
more and more in the construction
of farm buildings, according to
American Builder magazine.

They have been found very serv-
iceable for dairy barn construction,
low in first cost and in upkeep.

Attributes that contribute to con-
crete’s value as a building material
on the farm are its durability,
cleanliness, and weather and insect

Dairy barn of concrete blocks
and with a roof of fire-resistant
asphalt shingles provides an ef-
ficient structure low in cost and
in upkeep.

resistant qualities. Concrete founda-
tions, masonry unit walls, concrete
floors, and precast floor joists can
be utilized to construct enduring
farm structures and to repair old
ones.,

If a dairy barn is well-constructed
and insulated, body heat of the cows
would keep interior temperatures
at 45 to 50 degrees in almost any
kind of weather.

Lightweight aggregates in mono-
lithic concrete or in masonry units,
vermiculite floors and underlayers,
Lollow core walls, and masonry
units with granular loose-filled
cores all have qualities that can
contribute to the efficiency of rural
buildings.

Less Than Half of U.S.
Farm Homes Have Baths

Less than one-half of the nation's
more than 4,000,000 farm homes
have baths and only half of the
rooms are heated, a study of rural
housing accommodations revealed.

Excessive standardization to re-
lieve early postwar housing short-
ages resulted in the building of
mediocre farm homes of rectangu-
lar, box-like design with too small
rooms, too little privacy and ab-
sence of adequate plumbing and
heating facilities.

However, under impetus of a U.S,
department of agriculture program,
farm house plans have recently
| been developed that are expected

to fulfill the fundamental require- |

ments. The new plans call for
space, equipment and storage facili-

ties in proportion to the number of j

persons in the family.
Coupled with the benefits of a 10-

year electrification program that |

has brought electricity to 75 per

cent of the farm homes, this new |

home designing will open an un-

| tapped market for manufacturers |

of automatic equipment and home |

| appliances.

CARVE A TURKEY

Carving a Turkey Requires Sharp
Knives, Know-How and Practice

There really is a way to carve a Christmas turkey so that the meat
can be served in attractive slices, but it takes know-how, practice and

a good sharp knife.

That’s the word from ‘the Ekco Products company, the people who
make F’lmt_ cutlery. The firm's experimental kitchen went to work and
came up with the following suggestions for a fast and easy job of turkey

carving.

First, plan your schedule so that
the turkey is out of the oven 20 or
30 minutes before it is to be served,
If possible. This gives the meat a
chance to absorb the juices, and
it will be easier to carve.

It has often been said that carv-
ing is becoming a lost art in the
American home, but not as much
so as many people believe. The
head of the family who has the
know-how, or who will follow the
above instructions which are very
simple, will find carving the Christ-
mas turkey a pleasure.

The man of the household will
tind that his family and guests will
take pleasure in watching him. The
ceremony will add distinction to
the dinner and give it an atmos-
phere of friendliness.

Many men are afraid of carving
simply because they fear something
terrible will happen, like letting the
fowl slip from the platter, smashing
the china and finally coming to rest
on the floor. Such a scene is hilari-
ous in the movies, but seldom occurs
at the Christmas dinner table.

To make sure it does not happen
use a long pronged fork with a
guard. An ordinary dinner fork does
not penetrate the bird deep enough
to give the carver leverage with
which to hold the bird firmly.

As each slice is carved relay i.t
to the plate being served immedi-
ately. An accumulation will only
hinder the carver and increase the
chances for an accident.

The broad-breast turkey of 10
pounds or so which has bgcome
popular with American families in
recent years has also reduced the
hazards of carving. The man of the
family who plans to carve _the
Christmas turkey for the first time
this year might mention the fact to
his wife and make plans to have
such a bird.

There are two other points for
the amateur carver to remember.
Have the bird removed from the
oven in plenty of time for it to cool
before starting to carve. And above
all, don't rush with the carving.
Take your time and the job will be
done with ease and without accident.

frequent causes of excess

weight,

Two sad, homely facts about the
problems of excess weight have
simmered out of all this medical

research:
Sad Fact No. 1: People become
overweight simply because they eat

more food than their bodies need.
Children get fat for exactly the
same reason.

Sad Fact No. 2: The only prac-
tical, safe way to reduce is to eat

less food. There is no shortcut, no |

‘‘safe, easy way.”

Proper exercise is healthful, but |

as a reducer it is more work than
it is worth. You need to climb
twenty flights of stairs to lose the
weight put on you by one extra slice
of bread. Leaving out the excess
food is easier on you in every way.

Drugs Are Unsafe

No effective and harmless reduc-
ing drug is known to medical sci-
ence, with the exception of thyroid
extract when used in those rare
cases where thyroid deficiency is
actually the cause of excess fat. At
least 99 per cent of all overweight
people have no thyroid trouble, and
will find the extract useless. The
three main ways in which so-called
“reducing prescriptions” work, if
they work at all, are: By numbing
the appetite, by disturbing ily
functions, or by small-scale poison-
ing; the appetite-numbing type of
drug is occasionally prescribed in
limited amounts by a physician to
make it easier for a patient to stick
to a reducing diet, but such prepa-
rations should never be used except
if and as prescribed by your doe-
tor.

When anyone makes up his mind
to reduce, it is wise to have the
diet prescribed by a physician, to
make sure it is properly balanced,
and contains plenty of vitamins and
minerals. The dieter should get a
good bathroom scale and weigh
himself or herself, stripped, be-
fore breakfast each day. A severe
cut in the amount of food usually
works out best; results are so slow
with a mild cut in eating that the
dieter grows discouraged. The first
three days on a reducing diet are
the hardest; then the stomach ad-
justs to the smaller amount of food
taken in, and staying with the pro-
gram becomes much easier. Once
the goal is achieved and you are
finally down to your corregt weight,
look out, warns the report—you can
get the fat back much faster and
easler than you lost it. Keep on
weighing yourself “in the raw”
