In my everyday contacts with the 
public, I find that there is some con­
fusion as to what a SCD is and the 
SCS is. Although the initials used in 
referring to them are somewhat simi­
lar, the Soil Conservation District 
(SCD) and the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice (SCS) are distinctly different 
outfits.

The SCD is a specified area in 
which a group of farmers and ranch­
ers have banded togethe rto practice 
conservation of their land. They are 
legal subdivisions of the state of New 
Mexico, or whatever state they are 
in, as formed by the vote of the land- 
owner.

The SCS is a federal agency of the 
department of agriculture which lends 
technical assistance and service to 
landowners within a district.

The district, which elects five land- 
owners who supervise and administer 
its business, is completely independ­
ent of the federal government or any 
part of the state government other 
than the law under which it was 
created. It answers to no individual 
or agency.

Many times I will run across the 
idea that the SCS owns the equip­
ment this Penasco district has run­
ning. This equipment was purchased 
by the district out of funds it has on 
hand from rentals received for the 
work done on ranches and farms in 
the district with this equipment So 
give all credit to your supervisors, 
who have made it possible for you to

The New “Mr. Housing”
Washington — If you live in Am­

erica and want to own your own home 
or improve the one you’s got, the fed­
eral government is developing a plan 
to provide more help toward making 
your dream come true. If you are a 
tenant and your yearning is merely 
for better housing, plans are afoot 
in Washington that will help you too, 
through the promotion of more and 
better rental housing throughout the 
nation. But the Big Idea of the fed­
eral government becoming “Mr. Land­
lord” for a substantial portion of the 
population is withering on the vine.

These facts were gathered in talks 
I’ve just had with officials in charge 
of federal housing activities tor the 
Eisenhower administration. The key 
interview was with Albert M. Cole, 
administrator of the Housing and 
Home Finance Agency, in which the 
principal housing aid programs are 
centered He is the new “Mr. Hous­
ing” in Washington. He seems to be 
a man with vision but with his feet 
on the ground.
•\ New Concept

The biggest news Mr. Cole gave me 
concerns a thoroughgoing study 
which his agency is making at the re­
quest of President Eisenhower. The 
study is for the purpose of develop­
ing a plan through which the gov­
ernment can promote the building of 
more homes and better rental hous­
ing without upsetting basic govern­
mental and economic principles that 
have made our people free and our 
nation the most prosperous in̂  the 
world. The plan will be submitted 
to Mr. Eisenhower within a few 
months and likely will become his 
administration's conception of the 
government’s proper role in the field 
of housing.

“There is a great job to be done,” 
said Mr. Cole with enthusiasm. “I be­
lieve that not enough people have 
been assisted in the housing activi­
ties of the past. I think we can de-

The interview with Cole was one 
of ihe senes I’ve been doing to ac-| 
quaint readers of the column w ith! 
the peisonaiities and plans of the 
new Eisenhower government “team.” 
Government-built housing and rent 
control have been most templing bait 
in the Socialist countries. I’ve visited 
such countries and know how’ miser­
ably the full-blown public housing 
scheme has failed in its objective. 
The idea has been pushed intensive­
ly by some of our home-grown special­
ists, spurred on by the Leftwing con­
spirators who want to wreck our 
economy and government. But now' 
it’s losing out.

Albert Cole’s philosophy is attuned 
to true liberalism. He believes pro­
foundly in the principle of private 
propeny, in private enterprise, in 
individual responsibility. "Vet he be­
lieves government has a great respon­
sibility to help citizens obtain for 
themselves the material blessings of 
life, including good housing. In the 
interview he would not venture to 
predict the nature of the new federal 
housing concept and plan now in pro­
cess of development; but one goal, 
as I understand it. is to make self- 
reliance in home owning and hous­
ing easier to achieve among all lev­
els of our citizenry.
