You’re a 19 year old kid. You’re 
critically wounded and dying in 
the jungle somewhere in the 
Central Highlands of Viet Nam.. 
It’s November 11, 1967. LZ 
(landing zone) X-ray. Your unit 
is outnumbered 8-1 and the 
enemy fire is so intense from 100 
yards away, that your CO 
(commanding officer) has 
ordered the helicopters to stop 
coming in. You’re family is half 
way around the world, 12,000 
miles away, and you’ll never see 
them again. As the world starts 
to fade in and out, you know this 
is the day. You look up to see a 
Huey coming in. But..It doesn’t 
seem real because no MedEvac 
markings are on it. Captain Ed 
Freeman is coming in for you. 
Even after the MedEvacs were 
ordered not to come. He’s 
coming anyway. And he drops it 
in and sits there in the machine 
gun fire, as they load 3 of you at 
a time on board. Then he flies 
you up and out through the 
gunfire to the doctors and nurses 
and safety. And, he kept coming 
back I! 13 more times!! Until all 
the wounded were out. No one 
knew until the mission was over 
that the Captain had been hit 4 
times in the legs and left arm. He 
took 29 of you and your buddies 
out that day. Some would not 
have made it without the Captain 
and his Huey. Medal of Honor 
Recipient, Captain Ed Freeman, 
United States Air Force, died last 
Wednesday at the age of 70, in 
Boise, Idaho. May God Bless and 
Rest His Soul.

Texas Landowners own groundwater
Kathleen Hartnett White

On F ebruary  24, T exas 
landowners won a historic 
victory for their ownership of 
the groundwater lin place! 
below the surface of the land. 
In this landm ark decision, 
Edwards Aquifer Authority v. 
Day, the Texas Supreme Court 
ruled that landowners have a 
real p roperty  right in 
groundwater protected from 
regulatory (takings) without 
ju s t co m p en sa tio n  under 
Article 1, section 17(a) of the 
Texas Constitution.

In this case, landowners 
Burrell Day and Joe McDaniel 
claimed that regulation by the 
Edwards Aquifer Authority 
(EAA) had so denied them of 
the use of the groundwater 
below their land th a t the 
A u th o rity 's  restric tion  
amounted to a compensable 
taking of private property 
p ro tec ted  by the  Texas 
Constitution.

Rejecting the claims of the 
EAA and, in part, of the State 
the Court agreed with the 
landow ners: G roundw ater 
rights are property rights 
su b jec t to co n stitu tio n a l 
protection whatever difficulties 
m ay lie in determ ining  
adequate compensation for a 
taking.

The Court remanded the case 
to District Court to factually 
determine whether Day and 
McDaniel were constitutionally 
en titled  to financial 
compensation.

This decision resolves a 
question about ownership of 
g ro u n d w ater th a t has 
rem ained  un se ttled
th ro u g h o u t m ore than  a 
century of Texas Supreme

Court rulings on groundwater 
rights. Simply stated , that 
question asks who owns the 
water (in place) below the land, 
the  g ro u n d w ate r residing 
under the surface before it is 
pumped to the surface and 
captured.

In Day, a unanimous Court 
replied  th a t under Texas 
common law, the landowners 
own the groundwater just a? 
they own the oil and gas below 
their property.

The Court noted that, under 
Texas law, the landowner is 
regarded as having absolute 
title in severalty to the oil and 
gas in place below his land. 
The only qualification is that it 
m ust be co n sid ered  in 
connection with the law of 
capture and is subject to police 
regulation.

The Court held that this rule 
also  co rrec tly  s ta te s  the 
common law regarding the 
ownership of groundwater in 
place.

The C ourt re jec ted  a 
commonly held view that the 
rule of c ap tu re , long 
recognized  in T exas law, 
p rec lu d es ow nership  of 
groundwater in place. The 
Court in Day found that the rule 
of capture defines the method 
of exercising the landowner's 
p roperty  right and is a 
protection against liability for 
drainage, but does not define 
the scope of the ownership 
right itself.

Day also neatly resolves what 
many construe as a vexing 
q u estio n  ab o u t how to 
ap p o rtio n  m ultiple
landowners' interests in shared 
groundwater resources. Day 
notes that existing regulation

of groundw ater, ju st as 
existing regulation of oil and 
gas, already has created and 
now apportions correlative 
righ ts to th e se  shared  
underground resources.

Unusually, Day aligns Texas 
common law with statute and 
carefully extends the meaning 
of legislation enacted through 
the recen t 82nd Texas 
Legislature which similarly re­
affirmed Texas landowners' 
legal interest in groundwater as 
real private property rights.

Q u estio n s abou t
g roundw ater rights have 
becom e increasing ly
contentious over the last 10 
years. The rapid growth of 
regu la tion  th rough  local 
groundwater districts and new 
laws to establish long-term 
aquifer management through 
regulatory rubrics such as 
idesired future conditions! and 
m an ag ed  availab le
groundwater are not readily 
consonant with a landowner's 
rights.

The unprecedented intensity 
of the droughts of 2009 and 
2011, however, heighten the 
urgency of reconciling the 
conflicting needs for more 
co n se rv a tio n  and m ore 
development of groundwater, 
both somehow necessary to 
meet the inexorable demands 
of th e  growing T exas 
population.

Legal u n certa in ty
surrounding groundwater has 
stalled key legal and financial 
decisions about the state 's  
w ater supply . While the 
Supreme Court's decision does 
not necessarily provide easy 
answers to these complex but

unavoidable questions. Day 
clearly  answ ers the  
fundamental question about 
groundwater ownership at the 
cen te r of cu rren t policy 
disputes.

By m aking g roundw ater 
ownership legally equivalent to 
ownership of oil and gas, the 
Courtis ruling attaches a highly 
developed body of common 
law, statute, and regulation to 
inform  landow ners and 
reg u la to rs . The C ourt's  
comprehensive ruling breaks a 
major legal logjam in Texas 
water law.

Most importantly, the Texas 
Supreme Court in Day reminds 
the state and local regulators 
that the financial burden of 
uphold ing  a landow nerfs 
co n stitu tio n a lly  p ro tec ted  
ownership of groundwater is 
no excuse for denial of those 
rights recognized through 
more than a century of Texas 
law.E We are lucky to live in a 
state where our Supreme Court 
is willing to resist the rising tide 
of the times toward more 
government control and less 
individual liberty.

Thank you to the Texas 
Supreme Court for re-affirming 
that our state constitution, just 
as our national constitution, 
was w ritten to p ro tec t 
individual rights from the 
governmentfs encroachment 
of those rights.
