Texas Civilian Labor Force at an all-time high

Texas Employers Add
12,900 Jobs in June

AUSTIN — The Texas
economy added 12,900 season-
ally adjusted nonfarm jobs in
June. Texas’ seasonally ad-
justed unemployment rate was
7.0 percent in June, from 6.9
percent in May, and down from
8.1 percent a year ago. Texas
remains well below the national
unemployment rate of 8.2 per-
cent.

“For nearly two years, employ-
ers in Texas have expanded their
payrolls and kept the economic
engine of Texas moving for-
ward,” said Texas Workforce
Commission (TWC) Chairman
Andres Alcantar. “Since last
year, the Texas economy has
added more than 282,000 pri-
vate sector jobs.”

Several industries in Texas
added jobs in June, led by Con-
struction, which expanded by
9,600 jobs. The Construction
industry has posted annual gains
for six consecutive months. The
industry has added 24,400 jobs
over the year for a 4.4 percent
annual growth rate. The Other
Services industry, whichincludes
employment in equipment and
machinery repair, personal care
services, and social and civic
organizations, gained 4,900
positions in June. The Other
Services sector has seen a 4.9
percent annual growth rate over
the past year.

“Texas’ labor force continues

“to grow, and is at an all-time

high of nearly 13 million work-
ers and job seekers,” said TWC
Commissioner Representing La-
bor Ronny Congleton. “People
are flocking to Texas in search

of jobs that employers are creat-
ing at a better rate than most
other states. Those seeking
employment should visit
WorkInTexas.com to discover
the diverse opportunities for work
available here in Texas.”

Employment in Education and
Health Services showed positive
gains as the industry grew by
3,400 jobs in June. This indus-
try has experienced an increase
of 46,800 jobs over the last year
for an annual growth rate of 3.3
percent.

Employers in the Financial
Activities industry expanded
their payrolls by 2,900 jobs in
June. Financial Activities jobs
have grown by 16,700 over the
past year.

“Growth in June brought the
number of private sector jobs in
Texas to more than nine mil-
lion,” said TWC Commissioner
Representing Employers Tom
Pauken. “Our state’s private sec-
tor has grown at a rate of 3.2
percent over the last year, com-
pared to the national private
sector’s annual growth rate of
just 1.8 percent.”

The Midland Metropolitan Sta-
tistical Area (MSA) had the low-
est June unemployment rate in
the state at 4.3 percent. The
Odessa MSA came in second at
4.9 percent, and the Amarillo
MSA third at 5.5 percent (not
seasonally adjusted).

Stray Mexican Cattle
captured in Texas

AUSTIN -Stray livestock
wandering between Chihuahua,
Mexico, and Texas continue to
present animal health concerns
along the Rio Grande River in far
West Texas according to Texas
Animal Health Commission
(TAHC) and United States

Agriculture (USDA) officials.

A total of 96 head of cattle (72
adults and 24 calves) originating
from Mexico were recently
captured and transported to
government pens for inspection
and testing. Luckily, all of the
animals tested negative for both
bovine iuberculosis and
brucellosis, diseases found
commonly in Mexico.

According to Dr. Grant Wease,
field veterinarian for USDA/
APHIS Veterinary Services in El
Paso, the primary purpose of
this gather was to prevent the
introduction of livestock
diseases into the State of Texas
and the U.S. “We have had
indications that some cattle were
beina taken off the river and sold
through various livestock
markets in Texas and New
Mexico, and that is an illegal
entry of animals in the U.S.” Dr.
Wease also stated that, “So fara
total of 310 head of cattle and
140 head of equine have been
captured this year along the
Texas/ Mexico border.”

According to the Texas and
Southwestern Cattle Raisers
Association (TSCRA) brand
inspectors, all fire brands found
on the cattle appeared to be of

Mexican origin. There were 20
head of cattle that had no brands
at all. “It took a cooperative
effort between TAHC, USDA,
local authorities, and cattle
industry partners to make this
gather possible,” said Dr. Dee
Ellis, Texas’ State Veterinarian.
Dr. Ellis also added, “Because of
ongoing border security
problems and the illegal
movement of livestock, Texas
and the U.S. continue to be at
high risk for disease
introduction.”

Citizens are encouraged to
contact locallaw enforcement or
animal health officials to report
any unusual activity regarding
livestock or poultry near the
border.

With limited resources, the
TAHC and USDA work together
with state, federal and local law
enforcement. officials to
continually monitor border
areas to prevent the introduction
of foreign livestock or poultry
diseases from entering Texas. It
is anticipated that more cattle
will be captured in Texas in the
future as the animals continue to
move freely across the Rio
Grande in certain locations.

And for those who
have held to those fundamental
principles, the promise we could
once make that determination
and effort would pay off is no
longer a guarantee. | was
stunned when the President re-
cently said, "If you've got a busi-
ness, you didn't build that.
Somebody else made that hap-
pen." The idea that it is govern-
ment, not hard-working Ameri-
cans, who build and sustain busi-
nesses that provide jobs and
support our economy is per-
haps why we are looking at the
first generation of young adults
who are not expected to do bet-
ter than their parents.

I do not believe the President or
Democratsin Congress have bad
intentions. But | do believe they
have a fundamentally different
view of our country, one that
has brought us to crisis. And
after 41 straight months of un-
employment at 8-plus percent,
a stagnating economy, a falter-
ing recovery and constant
threats of looming tax hikes, it
should be no surprise that the
American Dream is simply out
of reach for too many people.

It could get worse. If Congress
and the Administration fail to
reach an agreement, taxes will
rise for all Americans in Janu-
ary. That includes about 31 mil-
lion middle-income Americans

who will be hit for the first time
by the Alternative Minimum Tax
(AMT), a tax that was created in
1969 to target a few hundred
millionaires — without action, it
will kick in on working people
who make $33,750 per year.

We
need long-term solutions to our
problems, not temporary fixes.
Congress and the President must
work together to enact compre-
hensive tax reform that offers
American families and busi-
nesses the relief they need to get
our economy growing again. If
we act now, families could stop
worrying about the future and
how they will pay their bills.
Businesses could move forward
on projects, investment, hiring
and expansion. We could revive
the innovative, job-creating
economy that made America
great, and again offer the prom-
ise to all Americans that hard
work will be rewarded and that
merit will be the guarantor of
success.

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Cross Plains' retail sales
in 2012 are 3% higher

The City of Cross Plains' one
percent city sales tax payments
in 2012 are higher by just over
three percent, according to the
Texas State Comptroller's of-
fice.

Texas State Comptroller Su-
san Combs reported the city's
sales tax payment on Wednes-
day, July 11th.

Cross Plains' 2012 sales tax
payments for the year totalled
$120,308.21, which is 3.15
percent higher than the
$116,629.46 in sales tax rebate
payments collected in 2011.

The payment to the city for
July 2012 was $17,978.29,
which is 11.00 percent higher
than the July 2011 payment of

$16,196.51 to the city.
Texas Comptroller Susan

Combs announced today, July
11th, that state sales tax rev-
enue in June was $1.98 billion,
up 15.2 percent compared to
June 2011. :

"Sales tax revenue has in-
creased for 27 consecutive
months in Texas," Combs said.
"Strong business spending in
industries such as manufactur-
ing and oil and natural gas
boosted the latest sales tax col-
lections. Revenue from con-

- sumerspending in theretailtrade

and restaurant sectors also did
well.

Combs will send July local sales
tax allocations totaling $534.6
million to cities, counties, transit
systems and special purpose
taxing districts. July sales tax
allocations are up 12.7 percent
compared to July 2011.

Combs distributed $350.3 mil-
lion in July 2012 allocations to
Texas cities, which is-up 11.0
percent from July 2011 and
higher by 8.55 percent year-to-
date.

She reported $35.6 million in
, July 2012 allocations to Texas
counties, which is higherby 19.7
percent compared to July 2011
and higherby 14.7 percent year-
to-date.

The Texas transit systems re-
ceived/$121.6 million in July
2012 sales tax allocations, which
is 12.2 percent higher than July
2011 and up 9.9 percent year-
to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis-

tricts received $27.1 million in

wJuly 2012 allocations, which is
30.2 percent higher than July
2011 and higher by 24.0 per-
cent year-to-date.

Total sales tax allocations were
$534.6 million in July 2012,
which is 12.7 percent higher
than July 2011 and up 9.9 per-
cent year-to-date.

The sales tax figures repre-
sent monthly sales made in May.

Baird's monthly payment for
July 2012 was $9,909.16,
which is 18.41 percent higher
than the $8,367.94 payment
made to the city in July 2011.

—The 2012 sales tax pay-
ments in the City of Clyde are
1.92 percent higher than the
payments made to the city in
2011. The sales tax rebates for
the City of Clyde have
amounted to $308,937.38 in
2012. The 2011 payments to
the city during the same pay-
ment  period were
$303,095.01.

The City of Clyde's monthly
payment for July 2012 was
$42,500.06, which is lower by .
12.96 percent compared to
July 2011 in which a payment
of $48,828.80 was received.

—The City of Putnam re-
ported the 2012 payments to
the town totalled $8,912.11, up
by 5.96 percent from the 2011
payments to the city in the
amount of $8,410.43.

Putnam's tax payment for the
month of July 2012 was
$1,802.80, which is 70.55 per-
cent higher than the July 2011
payment of $1,057.01.

Countywide, sales tax pay-
ments for 2012 in Callahan
County are higher by 1.46 per-
cent compared to the 2011
payments in the county. Calla-
han County towns received
sales tax payments/ in 2012

amounting to $507,727.06
while the 2011 payments to the
county towns totalled
$500,414.92.

The tax rebates in Callahan
County for the month of July
2012 were $72,190.31, which
is 3.03 percent lower than the
July 2011 payment of
$74,450.26.

Merchants collect the state
and local sales tax and send it
to the Comptroller's office with
their tax returns. The state
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re-
turns the local one percent
sales tax each month to the
local governments. Cities and
counties may levy a combined
tax of up to two percent above
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect
2.00%, including one percent
forthe City of Clyde, one-half of
one percent for the Clyde Eco-
nomic Development Corpora-
tion and one half of one percent
to reduce property taxes (Pro-
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol-
unteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in
local sales taxes, of which 1.00
percent is allocated to the city
and 1.00% is allocated for eco-
nomic development in the
town.

Baird collects 1.50% in local
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo-
cated to the city and 0.50% is
allocated to the community's
economic development corpo-
ration.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo-
cal sales tax of which all 1.00
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be
approved by local voters and
may be used for any legal city
or county expenses. Most areas
put the money in their General
Fund and use it for normal op-
erations like fire fighting, main-
taining roads and law enforce-
ment, the Comptroller said.
Some cities use up to an addi-

tional one percent of city sales -

tax to help fund local economic
development and to reduce
property taxes.
