C onnie’s home on Saturday, 
August 19th. Birthday cake, 
punch and snack foods were 
enjoyed by all. Four photo boards 
were displayed with pictures of 
Alice and her family. A great time 
was had for a great lady!!!!!

Alice (Santleben) Roby was 
bom on August 16, 1923 to Ed 
and Opal Santleben, the second 
of three children. Her daddy was 
foreman of the Kennedy Ranch in 
Sabinal, Tfexas.
At the age of 3 years she fell into 

a wash pot of boiling water and 
was burned severely. The doctor 
stayed all night with the 
Santlebens thinking she would 
die before morning, but God had 
other plans. She was saved and 
has led an eventful and 
interesting life to say the least.

She grew up, attended school 
and graduated from Sabinal High 
School in 1940. She was a 
beautiful girl then, and she is a 
beautiful woman now.

Alice had four children, Jean, 
Jim, Ruthie and Connie, all who 
adore and admire her for the 
legacy she has lived before them. 
She and E.G. had years of ranch 
managing including the McClure 
Ranch in Cross Plains. Before 
then, she owned and operated 
several restaurants and E.G.

Texas Dove Season 
Prospects Look Bright
AUSTIN -Texas dove hunters 

should see plenty of opportunity 
this fall as conditions are shap­
ing up for an above average 
season, according to the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife Department 
(TPWD). Dove season kicks off 
Sunday, September 1st across 
most of the state.

Texas dove hunters number 
upwards of 250,000 and collec­
tively bag between 5-6 million 
doves during the 70-day sea­
son. Thanks to new rules ap­
proved by the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service (USFWS) this 
year, hunters can possess up to 
45 birds — three times the daily 
bag limit. Previously, the pos­
session limit was twice the daily 
bag. Daily bag limits still apply.

The USFWS also approved for 
this year an expanded Special 
W hite-wing Dove Area 
(SWWDA) in South Texas. The 
SWWDA will now extend east­
ward along its current boundary 
and continue south along Inter­
state 37 from San Antonio to 
Corpus Christi, effectively dou­
bling its current size.

"For the last two decades, 
white-winged dove populations 
have steadily expanded both 
their numbers and their geo­
graphical extent," said Dave 
Morrison, Small Game Program 
Director with the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department. "We

believe, and the Service agrees, 
an expansion is appropriate to 
take advantage of additional 
hunting opportunities."

To take advantage of the ear­
liest possible opening dates for 
the special area, the season will 
run Sunday, Sept. 1st through 
Labor Day, Monday, Sept. 2nd, 
and then reopen Saturday, Sept. 
7th and Sunday, Sept. 8th. The 
daily bag limit during the com­
bined four-day season is 15 
doves in the aggregate to in­
clude no more than two mourn­
ing doves and two white-tipped 
doves and hunting during the 
early season in the SWWDA is 
permitted only from noon to 
sunset.

Dove season in the North and 
Central zones will run concur­

rent from Sept. Ist-Oct. 23rd 
and Dec. 20th-Jan. 5th. The 
South Zone dove season is set 
for Sept. 20th-Oct. 27th and 
Dec. 20th-Jan. 20th, with the 
regular season in the SWWDA 
Sept. 20th-Oct. 23rd and Dec. 
20th-Jan. 20th.

A ccording to Shaun  
Oldenburger, TPWD's Dove Pro­
gram Leader, hunters can ex­
pect to see an increase from last 
year in dove numbers.

"It appears that breeding dove 
numbers have increased from 
last year in many regions of the 
state," he said. "Increased pre­
cipitation helped improve dove 
production and generate ample 
food supplies. It should be a 
good season."

Rural America and the 
Affordable Care Act

On October 1, 2013, many 
Americans will begin purchas­
ing insurance from health insur­
ance marketplaces. As they be­
gin to research and purchase 
insurance, millions for the first 
time, the cost in premiums for 
their choice of coverage will be a 
m ajor considera tion .
Affordability will determine the 
success of the primary goal of 
the Affordable Care Act - enroll­
ment in health insurance ex­
changes to increase insurance 
coverage and reduce the nation's 
uninsured.

The new healthcare law pro­
vides tax credits and subsidies 
to make health insurance more 
affordable for many. A new Cen­
ter for Rural Affairs report (http:/ 
/ f i l e s . c f r a .o r g /p d  f/A C A - 
subsidies.pdf) summarizes these 
provisions, how they will work, 
and their importance to rural 
Americans.

Rural residents are responsible 
for nearly 22 percent more of 
their total health care costs (pre­
miums and out-of-pocket costs) 
than are urban or suburban resi­
dents. Rural areas also have 
generally lower incomes. Com­

bined with higher uninsured and 
underinsured rates, more rural 
residents are likely to be eligible 
for cost-sharing assistance and 
receive more valuable health 
insurance through the new health 
insurance marketplaces.

Cost-sharing and limiting out- 
of-pocket medical expenses will 
be crucial for many rural fami­
lies. The proportion of rural resi­
dents with nearly every chronic 
disease or condition is higher 
than in urban centers. And rural 
residents receive fewer regular 
medical check-ups and routine 
diagnostic tests than they medi­
cally and statistically should. 
Cost-sharing will allow many 
rural Americans to obtain the 
tests and check-ups they should 
at lower cost, thus potentially 
enhancing  their long-term  
health.

DPS boosts patrols for 
Labor Day enforcement period
AUSTIN — T he T ex a s  

Department of Public Safety 
(DPS) will increase DWl patrols 
from August 19th -  September 
9th, which includes the Labor 
Day holiday weekend. DPS 
troopers will focus DWl patrols 
in high-risk locations at times 
when alcohol-related crashes 
a re  m o st f re q u e n t .  T he 
enhanced patrols that target 
impaired drivers are funded 
through a grant from the Texas 
Department of Transportation 
(TxDOT).

"Keeping Texas roadways 
safe for all travelers is a vital 
concern for DPS, and these 
increased patrols are designed 
to  sav e  lives by g e ttin g  
intoxicated drivers off the 
road ,"  said DPS D irector 
S te v e n  M cC raw . "T h e  
Department urges drivers to 
mark the Labor Day holiday 
responsibly by utilizing safe 
driving p ractices and not 
drinking and driving."

D uring  th e  L ab o r Day 
enforcement effort last year, 
DPS troopers made 1,879 DWl 
arrests, and approximately 
503 of those were the direct 
result of the increased patrols. 
Last year during this same time 
period, DPS enforcement also 
resulted in 24,779 speeding

citations, 3,890 seat belt/child 
safety seat citations and 4,062 
no in su ra n c e  t ic k e ts .  In 
addition, troopers made 1,238 
fugitive arrests, 895 felony 
arrests and 889 drug arrests 
d u r in g  ro u t in e  p a t ro l  
operations.

DPS offers the following tips 
for safe travel during the Labor 
Day holiday:

• Don't drink and drive. 
Designate a driver or take a 
cab.

• Eliminate distractions, 
including the usage of mobile 
devices.

• Buckle up everyone in the 
vehicle -  it's the law.

• Slow down -  especially in 
bad w eather, construction 
areas and heavy traffic.

• Slow down or move over 
for tow trucks and police, fire 
and EMS vehicles stopped on 
the side of the road with 
emergency lights activated -  
it's the law. Starting Sept. 1st, 
the law also applies to TxDOT 
vehicles.

• Don't drive fatigued.
• Drive defensively, ’as 

holiday travel may present 
additional challenges.

• Make sure your vehicle is 
properly maintained before 
your trip begins.

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Proposed voluntary trace- 
w ability system  
During the Cattle Industry Sum­

mer Conference in Denver last 
week, participants heard of a 
potential voluntary, incentive- 
based program fortracing calves 
and feeder cattle. Jim Collins, 
director of industry relations with 
the S outheastern  Livestock 
Network, presented a report 
From the Cattle Industry Animal 
Traceability (ATS) Working 
Group to the NCSA’s Cattle 
Health and Well Being Commit­
tee.

Collins says the working group 
has focused on developing a 
framework for a voluntary trace- 
ability system to support beef 
exports and domestic demand.

GSDA this year launched their 
Animal Disease Traceability 
(ADT) system, but it covers lim­
ited classes of cattle, focusing 
mostly on m ature breeding 
cattle. GSDA plans to address 
traceability of calves and feeder 
cattle in a later rule-making pro­
cess, after the ADT system is up 
and running.

The working group has spent 
the past 18 months developing 
a concept that would support 
the ADT system. The proposed 
voluntary ATS system would 
work as a public-private part­
nership with private, non-profit 
oversight to assure confidential­
ity of data in the system. It would 
essentially create linkages with 
existing private systems that 
currently provide age-, source- 
and process-verification services 
for producers involved in value- 
added marketing.

Animal-health officials would 
be able to query the database 
under approved circumstances 
to trace cattle, such as in the 
case of a disease outbreak.

The ATS system would use 
radio-frequency ID (RFID) to 
maintain the speed of com ­
merce. Collins says the system 
would provide financial incen­
tives, allowing producers to re­
ceive premiums for cattle that 
qualify for export or other value- 
added markets. It also would 
facilitate voluntary transfer of 
information from feedyards to 
cow-calf producers. Collins says 
their proposal would provide 
traceability for animal-health 
purposes while leveraging the

strengths of existing technology 
and protecting the viability of 
existing process-verification pro­
grams.

The role of vaccination in 
an FMD outbreak

If foot and mouth disease 
(FMD) ever emerges in the 
Gnited States, vaccination prob­
ably would play a role in our 
control strategy. The nature of 
the disease, however, makes 
vaccination a complex issue. 
Speaking at last week’s Beef 
Industry Summer Conference, 
veterinarian John Zack, with 
GSDA/APHIS Veterinary Ser­
vices outlined how vaccination 
would fit in various outbreak 
scenarios.

Historically, vaccination has 
been viewed as a secondary 
strategy, primarily because the 
FMD-protective antibodies in 
vaccinated animals mimic those 
resulting from exposure. How­
ever, attitudes regarding vacci­
nation as an early intervention 
strategy are changing. Other 
elements of a control strategy 
include biosecurity and “stamp­
ing out,” or destruction of ani­
mals in an affected area.

Zack says APHIS has set three 
primary FMD response goals:

1. Detect, control and contain 
FMD in animals as quickly as 
possible.

2. Eradicate FMD using strate­
gies that seek to stabilize animal 
agriculture, the food supply, the 
economy and protect public 
health.

3. Provide science- and risk- 
based approaches and systems 
to facilitate continuity of busi­
ness for non-infected animals 
and non-contaminated animal 
products.

If it becomes apparent that 
stamping out will not achieve 
control, containment and eradi­
cation of FMD, alternative strat­
egies will be considered. Zack 
outlined several strategies that 
could come into play, depend­
ing in part on the size of the 
outbreak and the virulence of 
the virus.

• Stamping out -  This could be 
used exclusively if the outbreak 
is contained within a relatively 
small area where culling of ani­
mals could eliminate the virus 
and prevent its spread.

• Stamping out with vaccina­

tion to kill -  In an area with high 
concentrations of livestock, the 
logistics of killing and disposing 
of large numbers of animals in a 
short time would be daunting. 
This strategy would involve vac­
cinating animals in an affected 
area and surrounding buffer 
zones to prevent spread of the 
virus until those animals could 
be properly depopulated and 
disposed of.

• Stamping out with vaccina­
tion to slaughter -  This strategy 
would involve stamping out on 
the infected premises, with vac­
cination used within the sur­
rounding control area and vac­
cinated animals sent to slaugh­
ter.

• Stamping out with vaccina­
tion to live -  This would involve 
stamping out of clinically af­
fected and in-contact suscep­
tible animals and vaccination of 
at-risk animals outside the con­
trol area. Vaccinated animals 
intended for breeding, slaughter 
or other purposes live out their 
useful lives.

• Vaccination to live with no 
stamping out -  This could be 
used in protection vaccination 
zones outside control areas.

Gpon news of an outbreak, the 
Secretary of Agriculture would 
activate the North American 
FMD vaccine bank, operated in 
cooperation with Canada and 
Mexico. The challenge would 
then be to produce adequate 
doses of the appropriate vac­
cine based on the serotype of 
the outbreak, maintain a cold 
chain and distribute doses to 
veterinarians in the field. In ad­
dition to the North American 
Vaccine Bank, G.S. officials 
likely would need to purchase 
vaccine doses on the interna­
tional market. Supplies of vac­
cine might struggle to meet de­
mand, especially If an outbreak 
were to occur in an area with 
high livestock density.

Why are farm kids so healthy?
A new study from the National 

Farm Medicine Center seeks to 
find why farm kids are healthier 
than their city cousins. 

According to the American

Farm Bureau, the study will 
look at why childhood expo­
sures unique to farm environ­
ments promote immunologic 
development that limits the se­
verity of childhood allergic dis­
eases and asthma.

The Center, along with the 
Gniversity of Wisconsin School 
of Medicine and Public Health, 
will follow 200 babies from the 
Marshfield, Wis., area over the 
next two years. Half of the ba­
bies will be from farm families 
and half from rural families not 
living on farms.

The study is being funded by a 
$5 million grant from the Na­
tional Institute of Allergy and 
Infectious Diseases. For more 
information, call the study

Last year, another study found 
that kids who grow up on farms 
grow up with regular exposure 
to dust, pollen, animals and 
manure, which encourages a 
more robust Immune system 
compared to the more hygienic 
city life. In fact, farm kids are 30 
to 50 percent less likely to 
develop allergies or asthma than 
those who live in the city.

Obscure agency could gain 
power with water measure

The persistence of drought 
conditions across Texas brought 
extra attention on the once-ob- 
scure Texas Water Development 
Board this legislative session, as 
lawmakers approved a major 
overhaul of the agency’s leader­
ship.

And with a major financing 
proposal before voters, the 
power of the state agency, which 
has just under 300 employees, 
is poised to grow. Stakeholders 
will be watching to see if the new 
board can become a major 
player in shaping what Texas 
needs in the coming decades a 
comprehensive strategy to en­
sure adequate water supplies in 
a booming state.

Starting Sept, 1st, Gov. Rick 
Perry will replace the current 
board by appointing three full­
time government employees, 
who will make $150,000 a year. 
The board would also have con­
trol over $2 billion In a revolving 
fund for water supply projects 
across the state, should voters 
approve creating such a fund in 
November.

The agency, not even a tenth 
the size of the Texas Commis­
sion on Environmental Quality, 
has been the state's water infra­
structure bank since 1957, dol­
ing out money for various infra­
structure projects. It has a cur­
rent outstanding bond portfolio 
of $5.5 billion.

"The impact this agency has 
on the state is tremendous," said 
Melanie Callahan, the board's 
executive administrator. "The 
responsibilities with which we've 
been entrusted are huge."

Lawmakers have been critical 
;< of how the board has operated, 
r Sen. Troy Fraser, R-Horseshoe 

Bay, chairman of the Senate 
Natural Resources Committee

and a proponent of the shake- 
up, called the current board "re­
actionary."

"I want them to be proactive 
instead of reactive," Fraser said, 
adding that he felt the board did 
not communicate enough with 
its own staff, legislators or re­
gional planning groups.

Callahan and the current board 
members have declined to com­
ment on the board overhaul until 
their terms expire.

But former board members say 
they’re concerned that the new 
board would be less representa­
tive of the state.

"I worry that the political pres­
sure will go where the votes and 
population centers are rather 
than where it makes the piost 
sense," said Jack Hunt, who 
served on the board from 1998 
to 2010. He said rural and disad­
vantaged communities that need 
the loans the most often get left 
behind.

Fraser hopes that the new 
board, rather than being "just a 
bank," will "basically become 
salesmen," traveling the state to 
help regions develop water plans 
and projects. The new law re­
quires that one member have a 
background in engineering, an­
other in law or business, and 
another in public or private fi­
nance.

His concerns reflect an increas­
ing sense of urgency that the 
ever-growing state needs to de­
velop a more comprehensive 
water strategy and that the board 
should play a bigger role in that 
effort. Critics of the current board 
say members simply loan out 
money for a "laundry list" of 
water projects, with no real di­
rection or larger goal.

"You can see that the current 
trajectory isn't working," said 
Laura Huffman, director of the 
Nature Conservancy's Texas of­

fice. The new board members, 
Huffman said, should not "just 
look at projects as they're com­
ing in, but help do some shap­
ing."

That has not historically been 
the role of the board, which 
loans money for projects that 
include sewage treatment, de­
salination plants and water main 
replacement. Right now, the 
board ranks projects based on 
conservation efforts and when 
the additional water supply 
would be needed.

The amendment up for a vote 
in November would require a 
more stringent prioritization 
method that would be devel­
oped by a separate committee, 
and could include measures like 
cost-e ffectiveness. Such a 
method will likely take at least 
one to two years to develop, at 
which time the new funds would 
become available.

That would add a large burden 
on the shoulders of the TWDB 
and its board members, who 
vote on every loan, and the 
agency has so far resisted such 
a burden.

Callahan said that for many 
years, the board had access to 
enough money to give loans to 
everyone that needed them, and 
prioritization wasn't necessary. 
But that may change if the new 
$2 billion fund is approved, be­
cause the financing is likely to 
be attractive to many entities.

Should the voters approve the 
$2 billion in November, the board 
says it will have to spend $1.9 
million more over the next two 
years to administer the funds, 
which includes hiring 12 full­
time employees. Changing the 
board's structure will cost an 
estimated $2.4 million, includ­
ing the salaries and benefits of 
the new board members and 
their supporting staff.

Andrew Sansom, executive 
director of the Meadows Center 
for Water and the Environment 
at Texas State Gniversity, said 
the new prioritization system 
would be a challenge.

"No matter what kind of re­
structuring takes place, it's go­
ing to still be very, very difficult 
to say, when two projects have 
equal merits, how do I decide 
betw een San M arcos and 
Lockhart," he said.

At the same time, a new rank­
ing system, and a bigger role for 
the Texas Water Development 
Board members, could have a 
measurable and important ef­
fect on what water infrastruc­
ture projects actually get built in 
the coming decades.

"I think there's stuff out there 
that we probably shouldn't have 
built," Sansom said, referring to 
reservoirs that have lost much 
of their, initial supply due to 
evaporation. "Hopefully, those 
would get weeded out under the 
new structure."

Nearly two dozen people have 
applied for appointments to the 
board since the law was passed. 
And privately, many legislators 
and observers have mentioned 
Carlos Rubinstein, a TCEQ com­
missioner, as a favorite for chair­
man.

Even if voters approve the $2 
billion water financing proposal 
in November, there is still a lot of 
work for the board to do. The 
current "wish list" of water sup­
ply plans across the state would 
cost a total of $53 billion.

"$2 billion isn't even going to 
scratch the surface of that," 
Sansom said. "The biggest dan­
ger in the passage of this bill is 
for us to believe that if we go out 
and spend a couple billion dol­
lars and build a bunch of things, 
that this problem will go away."

Woodward became 
interested in Howard’s stories via the comic book route as a 
teen-ager. His tastes have since expanded to several other genres 
and he is currently interested in westerns. Another avenue of the 
comic books he has pursued are the fantastic covers created by the 
late Frank Frazetta. To this end, the guys had visited the Frazetta 
Home and Museum in PA a few years ago and continued to be 
impressed with the art of Frazetta. Laden with books and t-shirts, 
the pair stopped by Jean’s for lunch before heading to Brownwood 
to see the Howard related sites.

REH Visitor — Justin Whitney of Houston continued the steady 
stream of visitors at the REH Museum last Tuesday. After 
working for years as a broadcasting engineer for Fox Sports, he is 
currently devoting full time efforts to his writing. True to his 
interest in Howard, he is writing a fantasy novel that promises to 
be completed soon. In addition to his interest in the fantasy realm 
and the comics, he is currently delving into the tales of Steve 
Costigan, Howard’s boxing protagonist. Promising to return with 
friends, he left with several books to prove to those friends that he 
had been here. ___

Cross Plains' retail sales 
in 2013 are 5% higher
The City of Cross Plains' one 

percent city sales tax payments 
in 2012 are higher by over five 
percent, according to the Texas 
State Comptroller's office.

Texas State Comptroller Su­
san Combs reported the city's 
sales tax payment on Wednes­
day, August 7th.

Cross Plains' 2013 sales tax 
payments for the year totalled 
$147,460.14, which is 5.95 
p ercen t higher than  the 
$139,176.45 in sales tax rebate 
payments collected in 2012.

The payment to the city for 
July 2013 was $21,099.43, 
which is 11.82 percent higher 
than the $18,868.24 payment 
made in July 2012.

T exas Com ptroller Susan 
Combs said today, Wednesday, 
August 7th, that state sales tax 
revenue in July was $2.2 billion, 
up 7.3 percent compared to July 
2012 .

"Texas sales tax revenue has 
increased for 40 consecutive 
months," Combs said. "The re­
tail trade sector bolstered the 
latest growth in monthly rev­
enue, and collections from the 
construction and the oil and 
natural gas sectors continued to 
show growth."

Combs will send cities, coun­
ties, transit systems and special 
purpose taxing districts their 
August local sales tax alloca­
tions totaling $671 million, up 
6.2 percent compared to Au­
gust 2012.

Combs distributed $443.3 mil­
lion in August 2013 allocations 
to Texas cities, which is up 6.0 
percent from August 2012 and 
higher by 6.6 percent year-to- 
date.

She reported $42.7 million in 
August 2013 allocations to 
Texas counties, which is higher 
by 5.3 percent compared to 
August 2012 and higher by 7.9 
p>ercent year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems re­
ceived $150.5 million in August 
2013 sales tax allocations, which 
is 5.8 percent higher than Au­
gust 2012 and up 7.2 percent 
year-to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis­
tricts received $34.5 million in 
August 2013 allocations, which 
is 10.6 percent higher than Au­
gust 2012 and higher by 12.7 
percent year-to-date.

Total sales tax allocations were 
$671.0 million in August 2013, 
which is 6.2 p>ercent higher than 
August 2012 and up 7.1 percent 
year-to-date.

The sales tax figures repre­
sent monthly sales made in June, 
as well as April, May and June 
sales by businesses that report 
tax quarterly.

which is 22.20 percent higher 
the $12,460.97 payment made 
in July 2012.

—The 2013 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
10.83 percent higher than the 
payments made to the city in
2012. The sales tax rebates for 
the  City of Clyde have 
amounted to $404,997.09 in
2013. The 2012 payments to 
the city during the same pay­
men t  period were 
$365,396.82.

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for July 2013 was 
$58,904.88, which is 4.33 per­
cent higher than the check in 
July 2012 of $56,459.44.

—The City of Putnam re­
ported the 2013 payments to 
the town totalled ^ ,8 1 6 .9 3 , 
which is lower by 18.14 percent 
from the 2012 payments to the 
city in th e  a m o u n t  of 
$10,514.67.

Putnam's tax payment for the 
month  of July  2012  was 
$1,039.18, which is 35.15 per­
cent lower than the $1,602.56 
payment made in July 2012.

—Countywide, sales tax pay­
ments for 2013 in Callahan 
County are higher by 9.29 per­
cent compared to the 2012 
payments in the county. Calla­
han County towns received 
sales tax payments in 2013

amounting to $652,607.68 
while the 2012 payments to the 
county  towns total led 
$597,118.27.

The tax rebates in Callahan 
County for the month of July 
2013 was $96,271.49, which is 
7.69 percent higher than the 
$89,391.21 payments made in 
July 2012.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send it 
to the Comptroller's office with 
their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re­
turns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percent above 
the state's sales tax.

Clyde b u sin esses  collect 
2.00%, including one percent 
for the City of Clyde, one-half of 
one percent for the Clyde Eco­
nomic Development Corpora­
tion and one half of one percent 
to reduce property taxes (Pro­
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol­
unteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic developm ent in the 
town.

Baird collects 2.00% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo­
cated to the city, 0.50% is 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration and 0.50% of one percent 
to reduce property taxes.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal op­
erations like fire fighting, main­
taining roads and law enforce­
ment, the Comptroller said. 
Some cities use up to an addi­
tional one percent of city sales 
tax to help fund local economic 
development and to reduce 
property taxes.
