Obesity and periodontal disease 
in children appears to be linked

O besity  and periodon ta l 
disease often appear to be 
tethered to one another. In 
children, that link requires 
p aren ts  and health  care 
providers to m onitor each 
variable in an effort to maintain 
the overall health of those they 
care for.
One explanation is the change 

in eating and drinking habits of 
children. More sugared sodas, 
power drinks and fruit juice 
substitutes make up our young 
adults beverages of choice. 
Ironically milk and "healthy" 
100% juices given to children in 
bottles and sippy cups also 
contributes to the problem. The 
array of snack food available is 
overwhelming. The low fat 
variety, although at first glance 
may appear healthy, actually 
contains more sugar than the 
high fat variety. A lot less 
vitamin C and calcium are 
ingested  per ca lo ries by 
children today. All of these 
factors add to the total number 
of empty calories consumed by

children.
This change in diet, along 

with less physical activity adds 
weight to children, particularly 
those predisposed to obesity. 
The average number of hours 
in front of a television set or 
computer grows each year.
One explanation for the link 

betw een obesity  and 
periodontal disease is through 
the pathw ay ot insulin 
resistance. Those who are 
ob ese  p roduce m ore 
cytokines, putting the body in 
the state of constantly fighting 
infection and producing insulin 
re s is tan ce . A nother, yet 
proven hypothesis for the link 
betw een obesity  and 
periodontal disease is that the 
bacteria from gum disease 
may be interfering with fat 
metabolism.
(Jnfortunately the symptoms 

of periodont'i^ d isease are 
often not noticeable until the 
disease is advanced. A dentist 
can diagnose the disease in the 
early stages, prior to parents_

realizing their children have it. 
Thus, it is im portant th a t 
children receive regular six- 
month oral check ups and 
cleanings.
P eriodontal d isease  is 

controlled by a disciplined and 
m eticu lous oral c leaning 
regimen, both at the dental 
office and at home. Professional 
treatment may require below 
the gum line scraping, three- 
munth check ups instead of the 
traditional six-month, and a 
prescription oral rinse. Home 
treatm ent requires thorough 
plaque removal by brushing and 
flossing at least twice a day. 
Because it is a laborious task to 
floss, most children (and adults) 
don't.
Many children are negligent 

about their tooth brushing and 
flossing. As a parent it is 
important to find a way to 
enhance the experience, make 
it an expectation and a part of a 
twice daily routine. Remember 
studies now show that oral 
health is critical to total health.

Pancake Mix

Do you check lb's dates on 
food before putting it into your 
basket? Below is an article about 
old pancake mix.

1 recently made a batch of 
pancakes for my healthy 14- 
year-old son, using a mix that 
was in our pantry. He said that 
they tasted “funny, ” but ate them 
anyway. About 10 minutes later, 
he began having difficulty 
breathing and his lips began turn­
ing purple. 1 gave him his allergy 
pill, had him sit on the sofa and 
told him to relax. He was wheez­
ing while inhaling and exhaling.

My husband , a volunteer 
Firefighter and EMT, heated up 
some water, and we had my son 
lean over the water so the steam 
could clear his chest and si­
nuses. Soon, his breathing be­

came more regular and his lips 
returned to a more normal color.

We checked the date on the 
box of pancake mix and, to my 
dismay, found it was very out­
dated. As a reference librarian 
at an academic institution, 1 have 
the ability to search through 
many research databases. I did 
just that, and found an article 
the next day that mentioned a 
19-year-old male DYING after 
eating pancakes m.ade with out­
dated mix. Apparently, the mold 
that forms in old pancake mix 
can be toxic!

When we told our friends about 
my son’s close call, we were 
surprised at the number of people 
who mentioned that they should 
check their own pancake mix 
since they don’t use it often, or 
they had purchased it some time 

.ago.
With so many people shop­

ping at warehouse-type stores 
and buying large sizes of pan­
cake mix, I hope your readers 
will take the time to check the 
expiration date on their boxes.

Also, beware of outdated cake, 
brownie and cookie mixes.

We have a choice in the food 

we buy and the manufacturers 
know it. If you object to a pro­
gram on TV, write the sponsors. 
They listen. It has been said that 
all it takes for evil to prevail is for 
good men to do nothing. 1 ap­
preciate the Clyde Journal for 
printing the addresses of our 
elected representatives.

We all like to gripe, but if we 
didn’t vote, our opinions do not 
carry much weight.

Back to label-reading. The first 
ingredient listed is usually the 
predominant one as far as 
amount. Next you need to look

for the "sell by" date. The store 
does not guarantee the fresh­
ness if purchased after that date.

Other inforr-'ation such as 
weights and calories are listed 
on the label. Using a 15 oz. can 
when the recipe reads 8 oz. can 
be a disaster.

2. Tanning Beds Increase the 

Risk of Nonmelanoma Skin 
Cancers.
People who use tanning beds 

are 2.5 times more likely to 
develop  sq u am o u s cell 
carcinoma and 1.5 times more 
likely to develop basal cell 
ca rc in o m a. Basal cell 
carcinoma (BCC) is the most 
common form of skin cancer 
and can be highly disfiguring if 
not detected and treated at an 
early stage. Squamous cell 
carcinoma (SCC) is the second 
most common form of skin 
cancer and is more likely to 
metastasize and lead to death 
if not cau g h t early . 
Approximately 2500 people 
die a year from SCC. Studies 
shows th a t people with a 
history of nonmelanoma skin 
cancers, such as squamous 
cell and basal cell carcinoma, 
face tw ice the risk of 
developing  o ther
malignancies, such as lung 
cancer, colon and b reast 
cancer.
