~ Evil and Good

Our society as become very sensitive to the word “evil”.
To “call” any human behavior evil has become a greater evil than
the behavior, and nobody wants to be called “judgemental”. So
any reference to evil must be avoided. With this foolish line of
logic and so called “sensitivity”’; we whitewash or excuse some of
jj the most despicable behavior known to mankind. :

In case you have been caught up in behavior that does
not seem to be beneficial, but you can’t quite seem to bring your-
self to call it evil, let’s examine some eternal (never outdated)
guidelines.

: 1. If your behavior benefits you, but costs someone else;

Library Creative Writing Winners

Again this year, the Cross Plains
Public Library sponsored a
. creative writing contest for-all
students attending or eligible to
attend the Cross Plains school.
Entries came from Kindergarten
through Grade 6 and they were
“blind” judged by two retired

teachers of English and
composition.
At the school’s awards assembly,

ribbons were awarded for 1st, 2nd
" and 3rd place in each grade.
Additionally, the best three
entries received plaques for the
Lou Rodenberger Award for
Outstanding Writing.
It is both interesting and
heartening to review the writing
'efforts of students from
kindergarten through the sixth
grade. One could easily compare
the teaching/learning process to
the skill of riding a bicycle. The
training wheels and helpful hand
that produce confidence in young
riders are steadily taken away as
they become more competent
riders (writers). The growth that
is evident in this set of entries
invites the judges to say, “Good
job, teachers, and well done,
students.”
Kindergarten
These young writers are full of
imagination and whimsey, but
most of them also include some
good life lessons in their stories.
It is refreshing to read good
stories like these from such young
writers.
1st Place - Kaitlyn Foster - This
is very cute story with several
good images (word pictures) and
a humorous ending.
2nd Place - Billy Jones - This
story tickles the imagination and
also contains a good lesson about
eating too much candy.
3rd Place - Autumn Nickerson

reveals the young writer’s sense
of right and wrong.

Another good
technique is the way the writer

information until the closing,
which makes for a strong impact.
2nd Place - Hannah Fortune -
“White Cave Velvet Worm” - This
writer uses many details to paint
a clear picture of this worm
and its place in the world. By
explaining how the worm
contributes to the environment,
the writer makes a good case for
protecting this endangered
species.
3rd Place - Jacy Bien -
“Jaguarundi” - This young writer
includes many details about the
Jaguarundi but also spells out the
steps we should take to protect it.
4th Grade - The assignment that
created these “rat” stories was
undoubtedly welcomed by the
class. They clearly enjoyed
themselves and created several
creative and attractive stories
along the way.
1st Place - Brittany Crouch -
“Rats” - This delightful story is
full of good images and creative
details. The writer clearly enjoyed
the assignment and created a cute
story that stands out above the
rest.
2nd Place - “Rats” - This writer
weaves an intricate story with a
good blend of fantasy and implied
understanding of human science
gone awry. The plot pulls the
reader along, and the conclusion
is strangely acceptable.
3rd Place - “The R.M.A.” - This
story is an entertaining romp
through several “spy story”
cliches. The funny acronyms
show that the writer doesn’t take
himself/herself too seriously—
this was written for fun. It was no
doubt fun to write, and it is fun to
read.
Fifth Grade
This set of stories includes
several that are packed with good
images and interesting plot
development.
1st Place - Hannah Cowan .
“The Kidnap” - This creative
writer puts a special “local color”
twist to his/her story. Packed with
action and detail, this short story
i?*&ng for*
the target audlence—the citizens
of Cross Plains.
2nd Place - Mackenzie Byrd -
“Racing” - This interesting story
is packed with barrel-racing
details and an extended plot. This
young writer obviously enjoyed
the assignment and this pleasure
translate into a well-written,
appealing story.
3rd Place - “Kidnapped * - This
amusing story reflects the writer’s
sense of humor. Also, the short,
punchy sentence structure helps
to create the convincing narrator’s
vice for the story.
6th Grade
These older student writers were
obviously given a broader range
of possibilities in their assignment
and this collection of stories is
varied and interesting as a result.
This was the most difficult set of
entries to judge. The top seven
stories were very close in reader
appeal. All of the stories reflected
additional maturity that comes
with being in the sixth grade.
Several of these writers will prob-
ably write more and grow more
in the future.
1st Place - Hunter Thomas -
‘When 1 Was a Boy” - This
tender story has a good plot and
a solid message that invites
introspection. The writer seems
wise beyond his/her years.
2nd Place Brayden Kennedy -
“Feels Like The Beach” - As
one of the most original stories,
this brief tale suggests a writer
with a strong intellect and a wry
sense of humor. This writer might
have more to say later in life.

3rd Place - Rebekah Crockett -

“The Time Machine” - This
story plots an emotional journey
as well as a trip through time. The
main character’s yearning is very
well depicted and this story could
be a favorite for young girls
everywhere.

Overall Winners - Received the
Lou Rodenberger Award for
Outstanding Writing

1st Place - Brittany Crouch -
“Rats” - This story stands out
because it is packed with images
(word pictures) that come at the
reader in a rapid-fire manner
almost every sentence paints an
additional picture at least adds
significantly to the picture in

progress. The little story is very
readable and is complete in its
present form.

2nd Place - Hunter Thomas -
“When I Was Boy” - This story
is notable because it appeals to a
wide audience. Even though the
main character is a boy, he is
encouraged to think about adult
concepts. The three generations
involved in the story add to its
wide appeal—readers of different
ages will find different things to
notice and admire about the story.
People who read this story will be
eager to read other stories that this
young writer creates.

3rd. Place - Hannah Cowan -

established writers advise young
writers to “know your audience.”

Where is Toro?

On one of our bi-weekly trips
to Abilene we noticed an unusual
BULL in the pasture on the north
side of Highway 36 ( just before
the Denton Valley store). I guess
that this was about 18 months ago.
Not only was he noticed by us but
several other families traveling to
Abilene also noticed the same
BULL. He was solid black with a
white face and horrs that had
been tipped and he never moved
as we were passing by.

We finally named him TORO
because he was the most
magnificent specimen of a beef
and “rodeo type” bull we had ever
seen. He was normally standing
near the highway fence looking
across the highway at cattle
grazing on the wheat field. When

Every trip thereafter we
looked but could not see TORO
and began to wonder what
happened—did he die; was he
taken to another pasture; or
maybe sold to someone who
needed his majesty, “our friend at

a distance,” TORO.

In April we were driving toward
Cross Cut on Highway 279 and
for some reason, slowed down as
we approached the horse facility,
Mariah Ridge, which is on the
east side of the highway. Mr.
Pickett of Mariah Ridge
confirmed that he purchased
TORO about two months ago
from the man who lives on
Highway 36 and is now using him
to produce some fancy calves
from Mariah Ridge cows. True to
our thinking, TORO was a rodeo
bull they tried to ride 75 times but
were successful only twice. Quite
a record would you say?

So, if you are going south on
Highway 270 just south of Cross
Plains, slow down as you
approach Mariah Ridge Ranch
and maybe you will receive the
same thrill we do each time we
see TORO. (By the way, Mr.
Pickett has named the bull
Bullzilla like a Godzilla, for you
see, he is quite THE BULL!!!).

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Cross Plains City Council Minutes (icros i review vay 27,200 )

April 13, 2010

This was a regular meeting of
the Cross Plains City Council.
Members present were Mayor
Ray Purvis, Jerry Cassle, Lewis
Fortune, Bob Kirkham, Peg
Terrell and Karen Lenz.

Employees present were Debbie
Gosnell, Teresa Kennedy and
Stuart Sowell.

Members of the public meeting
.were Era Lee Hanke, Amber
Thomas, Ricky Carouth, James
Nichols, Skeet and Wanda
Walker, Porcious Potter and Mark
Norris.

Mayor Purvis called the
meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

By general consent the council
approved the minutes as
presented

By general consent the council
approved the police and judge’s
report as presented.

Fortune moved to pay the bills
Terrell seconded and motion
carried.

Under citizen comments Era Lee
Hanke thanked the council for
their work in the community and
stated her accolades to the City
Dads for all they do.

Amber Thomas met with the
council to give an update on the
Senior Citizens Center. She in-
formed the council that she is now
a limited member of the Food
Bank and will be able to receive
non-USDA food items such as
paper goods at a much reduced
rate. She commented that this will
help with the budget, as will
becoming a member of a Food
Coop in June which will provide
food at a discounted price. Ms.
Thomas also informed the
council that she has another
breakfast fundraiser planned for
Friday the 16th. Ms. Thomas
informed the council that local
citizens showed up Friday with a
donated water softener for the ice
machine and she had it installed
on Monday. She also stated that a
local couple had donated a 46”

LCD Flat Screen TV with a wall
mount to the center and someone
else has donated a Wii Fit for
the Seniors’ enjoyment. She
commented that she appreciated
all the locals who donated to the
Center with no strings attached.

Next, Thomas explained a new
program from USDA that will
provide children Kindergarten
through 18 years of age one meal
aday. She explained that they will
pay for the meal plus a portion of
the other expense during the
summer months. She asked for
permission to participate in this
program and by general consent
the council agreed that this would
be a good service to both the
youth and the Seniors.

Ms. Thomas, changing topics,
asked the council to allow her and
Gosnell to research a 501 (c) 3
Organization for the betterment of
Cross Plains. By general consent
the council agreed.

Next on the agenda was a
letter from the Senior Citizen
Renovation Committee, a
committee that has raised funds
for the improvement of the Senior
Citizens Center. The letter
proposed purchasing a water
softener to be installed at the
Senior Citizens Center building,
if, the City will furnish the filters
for the ice maker, the supplies for
the water softener and service
BOTH the ice machine and wa-
ter softener. The letter said that the
ICE MAKER and the WATER
SOFTENER will be the property
of the Cross Plains Senior
Citizens. Ms. Thomas stated that
the center currently had one filter
donated for the ice machine and
since someone else has donated
the water softener, there is no
need for the committee to pur-
chase another one. Gosnell is to
inform the committee that the
softener is no longer needed.

Mark Norris met with the
council on behalf of the
City Planning and Zoning
Commission. He informed the
council that they are short two

committee members and would
like to recommend Roxie Thomas
and Greg Turner as committee
members.

Mr. Norris also informed the
council that the Centennial
Planning Committee is also short
three members including Don
Clark’s position as Chairman.
Norris stated that the following
three members, Connie Kirkham,
Ronnie Rhodes and Keith
Lawrence, are recommended
to fill the vacancies and will

recommend a chairman at a later
date.

Norris also updated the council
on the restroom facility project at
Treadway Park. He advised the
council that he has received two
prices for a set of plans and that
Hutton Construction is preparing
the floor plan with specs. As soon
as they are finished with the plan,
he will provide them to the City
and EDC for final approval and
at that time will set the plans for
bid.

. Norris discussed the
City Planning and Zoning
Commission’s review of
recently surveyed alley ways and
recommended to the council that
the City begin requiring building
permits for any structure that is
erected within the city limits of
Cross Plains. He commented that
regardless of what the City
charges for a permit, it will give
them the ability to stop
construction over city property
and city utility lines. He suggested
a nominal fee of $25.00.

Porcious Potter met with the
council to discuss the portion of
the designated street known as
Avenue H that is situated between
him and Paul Neeb. The portion
of street being discussed is
approximately 60’ wide by 150’
long. Potter advised the council
that the street has never been
open and has no utilities to his
knowledge. The back side of the
street dead ends into the water
way that drains into Turkey
Creek. He asked the council to
consider selling him this portion
of the street so that he can build
on to his home and to add a shop.
He indicated that he had spoken’
with Mr. Neeb and he has no
problem with the add-on or him
purchasing the street. Norris
commented that where this part
of this particular street is, you
would not ever need to be able to
open it up without building a
bridge over the current waterway.

Skeet Walker met with the City
to discuss the street that runs
between two properties that he
owns and asked that the City
consider selling him this portion
of SE 4th Street between Avenue
B and Avenue C. He also
discussed the fact that the west
side of SE 4th Street runs into the

natural waterway and that it is
such a boggy mess that it would
be hard for the City to ever open
up this section of the street. Both
Norris and Sowell commented
that you have to walk into this
property to read the meter because
you cannot drive due to the
amount of water that holds under-
neath this street. However, it was
noted that a water line and sewer
line runs through this street. Mr.
Walker stated that he would give
the city a right-of-way through the
property. The council asked Mr.
Walker if he would be willing
to pay the attorney fees for
drawing up the R.O.W. and he
acknowledged that he would.

By general consent the council
agreed to have Gosnell check into
the legal matter of selling both
sections of Avenue H to Porcious
Potter and SE 4th Street to Skeet
Walker.

Again the council discussed the
matter of citizens blocking sec-
tions of alley ways and streets.
Gosnell informed the council that
she had sent a certified letter to
Dan Johnson asking him to
remove the vehicles that are
parked on the section SE 4th
Street between Avenue A and
Avenue B but that as of this date
no vehicles have been removed.

Local Officers to Crack Down on
Motorist Who Aren’t Buckled Up

Click It or Ticket Safety Belt
Enforcement Includes Adults in
the Back Seat

ABILENE, Texas - The
annual Click It or Ticket
campaign is underway.
"Thousands of state troopers
are joining police officers and
sheriffs' deputies statewide to
step up enforcement of the
state's safety belt laws
between May 24th and June
6th, including the Memorial
Day holiday weekend," said
Mary Beth Kilgore, Texas
Department of
Transportation's Abilene
District public information
officer.

TxDOT officials say state

laws enacted in 2009 could
result in more citations this
year if drivers and passengers
fail to heed new safety belt
requirements. All passengers,
including adults in the back
seat, now must be buckled up,
and children younger than
eight years old have to be in a
child safety seat or booster
seat unless they are taller than
4 feet 9 inches.

Law enforcement agencies
across Texas are joining forces
with TxDOT during this year's
campaign to ticket unbuckled
drivers and passengers and
drivers whose children who
aren't properly secured. Fines
range from $25 to $250 plus

"If you don't buckle up
yourself or all the kids in your
vehicle, you're getting a
ticket," Kilgore said. "Whether
you're the driver or a
passenger, a seat belt not only
is your best protection in a
crash, but it can also keep you
from having to pay an
expensive fine."- -

More safeguards for children
are behind the state's new
requirement for booster
seats. Safety advocates say
many children outgrow
conventional child safety seats
around the age of four, but well
before safety belts provide
optimum protection.
According to the American
Academy of Pediatrics,
children who are restrained
only with a safety belt are twice
as likely to be injured or killed
in a crash as those secured in
high back or low back booster
seats. :

Since the Click It or Ticket
campaign began in 2002, the
state's safety belt use rate has
increased from 76 percent to
almost 93 percent. Safety
experts estimate the rise in the
numbers of motorists who now
buckle up has resulted in 2,400
fewer traffic fatalities and
prevented more than 56,300
injuries. Texas Transportation
Institute researchers say
motorists least likely to buckle
up continue to include men,
passengers in general, teens
and pickup drivers.

Cross Plains' retail sales in
2010 remain higher than 2009

The City of Cross Plains' one
percent city sales tax payments
in 2010 are running slightly
higher than 2009 sales tax pay-
ments, according to the Texas
State Comptroller's office.

Texas State Comptroller Su-
san Combs reported the city's
sales tax payment on Wednes-
day, May 12th.

Cross Plains' 2010 sales tax
payments for the year totalled
$79,635.01, which is 1.34 per-
cent higher than the
$78,579.92 in sales tax rebate
payments collected in 2009.

The payment to the city for
May 2010 was $18,028.43,
which is 5.03 percent above the

May 2009 check of $17,163.45.
Texas Comptroller Susan

Combs announced on Wednes-
day, May 12th the state col-
lected $1.68 billion in sales tax
revenue in April, up 1.4 percent
compared to April 2009.

“This modest increase is wel-
come after 14 consecutive
months of year-over-year de-
clines,” Combs said. “Retail trade
saw a nearly 5 percent increase
in collections, and gains also
occurred in the manufacturing
sector. Offsetting this were re-
mittances from the oil and natu-
ral gas production sector and
construction, which continued
to decline, but at rates moderat-
ing substantially from those seen
earlier this fiscal year. April may
signal the beginning of a recov-
ery in sales tax collections, al-
though further declines may
occur as the sales tax gradually
returns to growth.”

Combs will distribute $567
million in May sales tax alloca-
tions to local governments on
Friday, up 4.7 percent com-
pared to May 2009. So far this
calendar year, sales tax alloca-
tions to cities, counties, transit
systems and special purpose
taxing districts are down 4.8
percent compared to a year ago.

Combs will send May sales tax
allocations of $385.2 million to
Texas cities, up 5 percent com-
pared to May 2009. Calendar
year-to-date, city sales tax allo-
cations remain down 4.4 per-
cent compared to the same pe-
riod last year. Texas. counties
will receive sales tax payments
of $33.7 million, up 3.8 percent
compared to one year ago. Cal-
endar year-to-date, county sales
tax allocations are 9.4 percent
lower than last year. *

In addition, $22.4 million will
go to 165 special purpose tax-
ing districts throughout the state,
up 4.9 percent compared to last
May. Ten local transit systems
will get $125.5 million in sales
tax allocations, up 4 percent

. compared to a year ago.

Baird's monthly payment for
May 2010 was $11,962.77,
which is 14.30 percent higher
than the $10,465.33 check
mailed to the city in May 2009.

—The 2010 sales tax pay-
ments in the City of Clyde are
23.36 percent higher than the
payments made to the city in
2009. The sales tax rebates for
the City of Clyde have
amounted to $230,870.74 in
2010. The 2009 payments to
the city during the same sales
tax payment period were
$187,144.13.

The City of Clyde's monthly;

payment for May 2010 was
$62,151.60, which is 26.61
percent higher than the
$49,085.83 check presented to
the city in May 2009.

—The City of Putnam re-
ported the 2010 payments to
the town totalled $6,117.97,
down 2.95 percent from the
2009 payments to the city in
the amount of $6,304.26.

Putnam's tax payment for the
month of May 2010 was
$997.81, which is 20.38 per-
cent lower than the $1,253.25
check mailed to the city in May
2009.

Countywide, sales tax pay-

ments for 2010 in Callahan
County are up 14.65 percent
compared to the 2009 pay-
ments in the county. Callahan
County towns received sales
tax payments in 2010 amount-
ing to $362,185.79 while the
2009 payments to the county
towns totalled $315,882.60.

The tax rebates in Callahan
County for the month of May
2010 were $93,140.61, which
is 19.46 percent higher than the
May 2009 sales tax rebates of
$77,967.86.

Merchants collect the state
and local sales tax and send it
to the Comptroller's office with
their tax returns. The state
keeps its 6 1/4% share and re-
turns the local one percent
sales' tax each month to the
local governments. Cities and
counties may levy a combined
tax of up to two percent above
the state's sales tax.

Clyde businesses collect
2.00%, including one percent
forthe City of Clyde, one-half of
one percent for the Clyde Eco-
nomic Development Corpora-
tion and one half of one percent
to reduce property taxes (Pro-
ceeds to benefit the Clyde Vol-
unteer Fire Department.)

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in
local sales taxes, of which 1.00
percent is allocated to the city /
and 1.00% is allocated for eco
nomic development in the
town.

Baird collects 1.50% in local
sales tax of which 1.00% is allo-
cated to the city and 0.50%
allocated to the community's
economic development corpo-*
ration. G

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo-
cal sales tax of which all 1.00
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be
approved by local voters and
may be used for any legal city
or county expenses. Most areas
put the money in their General
Fund and use it for normal op-
erations like fire fighting, main-
taining roads and law enforce-
ment, the Comptroller said.
Some cities use up to an addi-
tional one percent city sales tax
to help fund local economic
development and to reduce
property taxes.

The Texas Cowboy Reunion
— In 1929 some businessmen in
Stamford wanted to get their
town out of the depression
doldrums and were trying to find
something to do to pick up the
spirits of the people who lived
there. They decided on a rodeo.
Ninety-eight cowboys
participated in that first rodeo.
They competed in four events:
calf roping, wild cow milking,
steer riding and bronc riding. The
announcer used a megaphone.
The town’s rodeo caught the
fancy of the entire southwest and
by 1937 up to 70,000 people were
attending. Soon it carried the title
of the world’s largest amateur
rodeo.

In the early days and even up
into the 60’s and early 70’s there
were sOo- many contestants
competition was held around the
clock. Officials slept on cots on
the rodeo grounds. Years ago,
area ranches brought in their
chuck wagons and stayed through
the entire run of the rodeo. “The
cooks would pour a box of Post
Toasties and a half gallon of milk
in a washtub, beat on the side of
it and kids would come with
spoons like rugrats to eat

breakfast out of that
washtub,”says Dub Harrison
who has worked with the rodeo
for forty years. “It was just a
fun place to be.” Some years the
rodeo is a sellout. “Quite often
you’ll look up and see from
three to six thousand people
sitting in the stands. That’s
larger than the entire population
of Stamford.” Some of today’s
rodeo events had their
beginnings at the Stamford
rodeo including wild cow
milking, the cutting horse event
and women’s barrel racing. Dub
Harrison thinks the double
mugging event also started at
Stamford. “That’s where a
cowboy ropes a yearling
weighing 500 or 600 pounds
and he and his partner flank it
down and tie three legs down.
That event has caught on here
lately. That and wild cow
milking were standard events at
rodeos until the fifties.”

Dub’s grandmother entered
one of the early barrel racing
events at Stamford. “They were
judged on their appearance and
posture and their horses’
appearance,” says Dub.
“They walked around the

cloverleaf barrel pattern and
prizes were awarded to the
prettiest girl and the girl with the
best looking outfit. Fern Sawyer
won the first barrel race here and
she’s the first cowgirl in the hall
of fame.” Other events during the
rodeo include dances featuring
popular western musicians and an
art show that attracts prominent
western artists. An old timers
reunion offers the chance for
pioneers._in the Texas cattle
industry to swap stories. “In
Stamford you’re kind of born into
working with the Texas Cowboy
Reunion. A lot of folks work hard
to make sure everything goes
right.” The rodeo takes place the
first four days in July. Members
of the Professional Rodeo
Cowboys Association can
compete at Stamford. “At one
time you couldn’t but we opened
it up to the world and now
anybody can come enter. It still
means a whole lot to most
cowboys to win something at
Stamford. It’s just a badge of
honor.” The event is held on fifty-
five acres of land just west of
Stamford.

our state's past.
