Budget and Tax Rate

The Callahan County Commis-
sioners' Court approved the
2010-2011 budget and tax rate
during their called meeting held
Thursday, September 2nd atthe
County Courthouse in Baird.

This year's tax rate is $0.46443"

per $100 of property value, an
increase of $0.02078 from last
year's tax rate.

Thetaxrate includes $0.33763
per $100 of property value for
the County's General Fund and
$0.12680 for the County's Road
& Bridge Fund.

Property tax values for the
General Fundin Callahan County
increased by a total of
$12,264,188 from 2009. The
2010-2011 tax rate of $0.33763
per $100 of property value is an
increase of $0.01036 and the
General Fund tax rate increase
will bring in an additional
$90,023.14 in property taxes to
the County's coffers.

The Road & Bridge total prop-
erty tax values increased by
$8,518,022 compared to 2009.
The Road & Bridge tax rate in-
creased by $0.01042 per $100
of property value and the in-
crease will bring in an additional
$58,326.67 in property taxes.

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Clyde EDC sets grant to
Resource Care at $170,000

The Clyde Economic Devel-
opment Corporation Board of
" Directors voted to provide a grant
of up to $170,000 to Resource
Care to open a medical health
care center in Clyde.

The Clyde EDC board took the
action Monday, August 16th
during a called meeting of the
Clyde EDC.

According to Clyde EDC Ex-
ecutive Director Jim Paylor, the
Clyde EDC agreed to donate up
to $170,000 to Resource Care
to purchase 1.2 acres located
on the North Access Road and
Cherry Lane in Clyde. Paylor
said the Clyde EDC agreed to
grant up to $170,000 after an
appraisal of the property was
established at that amount.

Paylor said the financial assis-
tance to Resource Care was also
approved by the Clyde City
Council at its Tuesday, August
17th city council meeting.

Paylor said the Clyde EDC will
hold a public hearing on provid-
ing the financial assistance pack-
age to Resource Care. Paylor
said it would take up to 60 days
before funding can be made to
Resource Care.

Paylor said it could take sev-
eral months for Resource Care
to get funding for the medical
care clinic in Clyde. He said the
Resource Care board of direc-
tors must also approve con-
structing the clinic in Clyde.
Resource Care must also obtain
other financing and grants to
construct and equip the build-
ing.

The Clyde EDC board of direc-
tors met Monday, August 16th
with Greg Henson, Chief Opera-
tions Officer of Resource Care, a
non-profit group of federally
funded health centers currently
locatedin Albany, Breckenridge,
Cross Plains and Baird.

Resource Care has agreed to
locate the medical clinic on land
owned by Nick Saab, directly
east of Thrifty's Food Mart on
the North Access Road of I-20
and Cherry Lane. The 1.2 acre
lot Saab owns currently has a
two-story house on the site and
the house is expected to be de-
molished to erect the health
clinic. Saab said the sale does

not include another vacant one
acre tract of land at the corner of
Cherry Lane and North Access
Road of [-20 that he owns.

Saab, who also serves on the
Clyde EDC board of directors,
did not vote to provide the grant
to Resource Care. Also, Dr. Bill
Walton, President of the Clyde
EDC board, did not discuss or
cast a vote to provide financial
assistance to Resource Care.

According to Resource Care's
COO, Greg Henson, the health
center to be built in Clyde will be
7,000 square feet. Henson did
point out that nothing has been
set in concrete as to the dimen-
sions of the building. He said the
building will be constructed of
brick or stone. "This willbe some-
thing the community will be
proud of," Henson said.

According to Resource Care
Chief Executive Officer Susan
Jones, Resource Care is a non-
profit federally qualified funded
organization through the Heaith
Resources and Services (HRSA)
of the United States Department
of Health and Human Services.
For more than 40 years, HRSA-
supported health centers have
provided comprehensive, cultur-
ally competent, quality primary
health care services to medi-
cally under-served communities
and vulnerable populations.

Health centers are community-
based and patient-directed or-
ganizations that serve popula-
tions with limited access to health
care. These include low income
populations, the uninsured,
those with limited English profi-
ciency, migrant and seasonal
farmworkers, individuals and
families experiencing home-
lessness and those living in pub-
lic housing.

Resource Care employs 75
people in the communities of
Cross Plains, Baird, Albany and
Breckenridige. The organization
is headquartered in Albany.
Baird's health center is located
at 128 West 4th in Baird, directly
north of the Callahan County
Appraisal District building.

The health care centerin Clyde
would employ between 20 and
25 people.

Resource Care is governed by

a 13 member community board
composed of a majority (51% or
more) of health center patients
who represent the population
served. Jones said of those 13
board members, several live in
Callahan County. Resource Care
provides comprehensive primary
health care services as well as
supportive services (education,
translation and transportation,
etc.) that promote access to
health care. Resource Care pro-
vides services available to all
with fees adjusted based on a
patient's ability to pay. Resource
Care accepts Medicare, Medic-
aid, private pay, and most forms
of health insurance.

Jones said Resource Care,
which has been a non-profit for
the past 15 years, will apply for
federal-qualified funds to oper-
ate the clinic in Clyde. Jones,
who has been with Resource
Care six years, said federal fund-
ing for the Clyde clinic should be
granted in November or Decem-
ber 2010. She said they're seek-

ing $650,000 in federal funds,

which will be matched by grants
and donations. She said fund-
ing to construct the building will
be sought through separate
funds to operate the clinic. She
said Resource Care will be seek-
ing additional funding though
foundations, fund-raising, and
private donations.

He said the health center will
have a large waiting area for
both medical and dental proce-
dures. He said the plans include
administrative offices for both
doctors and dentists. He said
the building will have two large
exam rooms for installing dental
chairs. He said the building plans
include nine exam rooms, one
procedure room for minor sur-
geries and stitches, and two of-
fices for health care counselors.

Henson said to construct the
building, Resource Care will fund
it through cash on hand and a
loan. He said Resource Care will
also seek grant funds to equip
the health center.

Henson said Resource Care has
received no firm bids on what

the building will cost. He said the -

design and facade are still in the
planning stages.
