Food Festival has become a 
major annual event for the 
American Heart Association 
nationally and in Texas. During 
the week of September 19-25, 
American Heart Association 
volunteers focus their efforts on 
increasing public awareness on the 
cholesterol and the American Heart 

Association's dietary reccomend- 
ations. Food Festival activities 
which vary from year to year, are 
directed primarily toward the 
consumer. Support materials and

im plem entations have been 
developed for the schoolsite, 
worksite, healthcare site, and the 
community in general. Food 
festival is a joint activity of the 
Communications and Program 
Committees.

Keeping fat intakes below 30% 
of total daily calories is the 
message of Food Festival 1992, 
sponsored by the Bailey County 
Division of the American Heart 
Association. During the Food 
Festival, September 19-25, area

volunteers will encourage residents 
to make good choices whether 
dining out, selecting foods or 
preparing food.

"Eating foods low in fat and 
cholesterol is an important part of 
con tro lling  the risk  of 

.cardiovascular disease," said Ann

Sowder, Program Chairman of the 
AHA’s Bailey County Division. 
"By reading labels and making 
proper food selections, you can 
keep your risk of cardiovascular 
disease low."

"When choosing food products, 
choose those which contain 
polyunsaturated or monounsaturated 
fats, and avoid products containing 
saturated fats and cholesterol," 
Sowder said.

Cholesterol is a soft, fat-like 
substance found in animal products 
(meat, fish, poultry) and is 
especially high in egg yolks and

organ meats.
Saturated fats are fats that usually 

harden at room temperature and are 
found in animal products and in 
some vegetable products. Coconut 
oil, cocoa butter, palm oil, and 
palm kernel oil are also sources of 
saturated fat.
Polyunsaturated fats are oils from 
vegetable products such as 
safflower and sunflower seeds, com, 
and soybeans. They help lower 
blood cholesterol.

Monounsaturated fats are liquid

vegetable oils such as Canola and 
olive oils. New research indicates 
they may also help reduce blood 
cholesterol.

Sodium is another food ingredient 
to monitor closely. Excessive 
intake of table salt and other 
products high in sodium content
can lead to high blood pressure, 
which is a risk factor for a heart 
attack or stroke.

Pesticide 
Container 

Collections In 
Panhandle

Well-rinsed plastic and metal 
pesticide containers will be collected 
from Panhandle farmers, ranchers and 
pesticide applicators at six temporary 
collection centers from Sept. 23 to 
Sept. 30.

"These voluntary collections are 
an excellent example of farmers taking 
care of a potential environmental 
problem without being legislated and 
ordered to do so,” Perry said of the 
empty pesticide container program.

Since the program was launched last 
November, more than 37,600 pounds 
of plastic and almost 60,000 pounds of 
metal containers have been collected.

The collections are conducted by 
the Texas Department of Agriculture 
in cooperation with the Texas Water 
Commission, Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service and the National 
Agricultural Chemical Association.

The collected plastic containers will 
be granulated and made into new 
pesticide containers. Metal containers 
are also crushed and recycled.

Containers will be accepted from 
8 a.m. to 4 p.m. on these dates and at 
the following locations:

•♦Wednesday, Sept. 23, Dumas 
Landfill, East 19th Street;

••Thursday, Sept. 24, Dalhart 
Landfill, about three miles north of 
Dalhart on U.S. Highway 87;

••Friday, Sept. 25, Canyon, West 
Texas State University Horse Center, 
north of Canyon on U.S. Highway 87.

••Monday, Sept. 28, Perryton, 
Ochiltree County Expo Center at State 
Highway 15 and Jefferson Street.

•♦Tuesday, Sept. 29, Hereford, 
Deaf Smith County Fairground (Bull

Improperly cleaned containers will 
not be accepted.

Treating

•Beclomethasone and Flunisolide- 
these steroid-based sprays work by 
blocking the inflammatory reaction 
that results from the effects of 
pollens or allergens. These sprays 
have some minor side effects such 
as brief stinging or occasional 
nosebleeds.

* Cromolyn sodium-this nose 
spray is most effective if regular 
use starts early in the allergy 
season. It rarely causes side effects
other than occasional mild burning 
and dryness of the nose.

"These prescription drugs should 
not be confused with over-the- 
counter drops or nose sprays, which 
tem porarily relieve allergy 
symptoms, but cause more

congestion or the 'rebound effect' 
when used for more than a couple
of days. These drugs instead offer 
more of a preventative treatment," 
said Dr. Mehdiabadi. "In severe 
cases of allergy symptoms,

immunotherapy should also be 
considered for long lasting results."
