Wild About Texas

W h i t e - t a i l e d  D e e r
There are many claims about 

animals native to Texas that 
instill fear in folks. 1 can readily 
recall story after story of snakes 
that have “tried to chase some­
one to kill them”. Or of hordes 
of Black Widow spiders hanging 
out waiting for some unsus­
pecting victim to attack. Truth 
be told, these stories are often 
erroneous and greatly exagger­
ated. There is, however, a wild 
animal that is endemic to this 
state that truly does pose a threat 
to humans, at least statistically 
speaking, and that creature just 
so happens to be the focus of 
a Disney movie entitled Bambi.

The White-tailed Deer (Odo- 
coileus virginianus) belong to a 
family known as Cervidae that is 
distributed worldwide and com­
prised of 43 species, of which 3 
are native to Texas. This species 
is the smallest cervid that calls 
Texas its home with adult males 
attaining a body length of just 
under 6 feet in length (Including 
a tail that is just under a foot 
in length) and a top weight of 
around 150 pounds. Females 
are significantly smaller than 
mature males.

This hooved species can be 
observed throughout Texas, 
although it is undeniably more 
common in the Edwards Plateau 
and southern Panhandle Plains 
eco-regions. Outside of Texas it 
can be seen throughout most of 
the Gnited States sans the most 
arid regions of the southwest. It is 
also naturally occurring through­
out Mexico, Central America and 
the northern countries of South 
America. In addition to having 
such a broad natural range, it has 
also been introduced into many 
countries of Europe, as well as 
New Zealand, Cuba, Puerto Rico 
and other Caribbean areas.

As the common name implies, 
the tail of this ungulate is white, 
but only on the underside and 
along the edges of the topside. 
This key characteristic is most 
noticeable as an individual dis­
perses from perceived threats 
with its tail held high. The 
coloration of the upperparts 
on adults of both sexes are 
dependent on the season: indi­
viduals are colored a light tan 
in the winter months varying 
to reddish-brown during the 
summer. The underparts are 
distinctly white, as are the rings 
around the eyes and muzzle. 
Juveniles, or fawns, are colored 
reddish-brown and are adorned 
with numerous random white 
sp>ots that allow them to cam­
ouflage while at rest.

Adult females are typically ant­
lerless, although statistics have 
revealed that 1 in every 10,000 
may have antlers. The antlers on 
mature males will begin to devel­
op in the spring and are covered 
by a thin tissue that is made up 
of blood-carrying tissues. This

covering Is often referred to 
as velvet. As the testosterone 
levels increase, and therefore 
as the mating season begins, 
the velvet is rubbed off on trees 
or anything else that is stable. 
This period of time is known 
as the rut.

There have been many the­
ories over the years that have 
tried to explain the how’s and 
why’s of antler development, 
particularly the size and width 
of the rack. The most con­
sistent explanation is that 
there are several internal and 
external reasons for the rack 
size. It turns out that genetics, 
weather, dietary habits, and 
calcium levels, among other, 
smaller factors, all contribute 
to rack size. The spread (the 
distance from one point to the 
other on the opposite side) can 
vary from a mere 6 inches to 
a whopping 2 feet. After suc­
cessful mating, typically by 
the middle of December to the 
middle of February, the antlers 
are systematically shed.

After a successful mating 
encounter, the female will ges- 
tate the young for over /4 of a 
calendar year. The coloration 
of the 1 to 3 fawns will allow 
them to hide while the mother 
is away grazing; she will return 
to them several times a day to 
allow them to nurse. By the end 
of 3 weeks, the fawns are typ­
ically strong enough to follow 
the mother around on feeding 
excursions and will wean at 
about 3 months of age. The 
white spots will be lost during 
their first real molt in the fall. 
Males mature about two times 
faster than females and are 
ready to reproduce at about a 
year and a half of age.

The dietary requirements 
of this ungulate are pretty

straightforward -  just plant a gar­
den anywhere in the Hill Country 
and watch what happens! But 
aside from this. White-tailed Deer 
prefer to forage for plant varieties 
like grasses, weeds, live oak leaves 
and acorns and mesquite beans.

There has been ample contro­
versy about the managemerjt 
programs for this species by 
state officials and even private 
landowners. As late as the early 
2000’s, studies were showing that 
the population of this prolific deer 
were approaching 4 million in this 
state alone. Last year, there were 
over 500,000 harvested legally in 
Texas, However, there are some 
who state that these harvest 
numbers may not be enough to 
allow for a sustainable strain on 
other native animals and plants. 
Others say that the numbers aU 
lowed for harvest are adequate to 
ensure other species survival. In 
the end, the only true statement 
on this hullabaloo that 1 can offer 
is that the White-tailed Deer is by 
far Texas’ most important game 
animal, at least economically.

And this economic importance 
is not limited to just the legal 
harvest. I started this column off 
by mentioning the threat that this 
species poses to humans. In the 
state of Texas, less than 2 people 
are killed by venomous snakes 
annually. Contrast that with the 
almost 20 people who die annu­
ally due to automobile crashes 
involving White-tailed Deer, In 
Llano county, for example. It has 
been reported that there are up 
to 5 vehicular-deer incidents per 
day during hunting season. So 1 
ask, just how cute is Bambi now?

Cross Plains' 2017 retail 
sales up 4% from 2016

The City of Cross Plains' one 
percent city sales tax pay­
ments in 2017 are just over 
four percent higher than 2016, 
according to the Texas State 
Comptroller's office.

Texas State Comptroller Glenn 
Hegar reported the city's sales 
tax payment on Wednesday, 
July 12th.

Cross Plains' 2017 sales 
tax payments for the year to­
taled $129,697.43, which is 
4.58 percent higher than the 
$124,012.05 in sales tax rebate 
payments collected in 2016.

The payment to the city for 
July 2017 was $17,647.91, 
which is 7.28 percent higher 
than the $16,448.88 payment 
made to the city in July 2016.

Texas Comptroller Glenn He­
gar announced today he will 
send cities, counties, transit 
systems and special purpose 
taxing districts $679.9 million 
in local sales tax allocations for 
July, 9 percent more than in 
July 2016. These allocations 
are based on sales made in 
May by businesses that report 
tax monthly.

“The cities of Houston, San 
Antonio, Dallas, Austin, Fort 
Worth, Midland and Odessa saw 
noticeable increases in sales tax 
allocations,” Hegar said.

Hegar sent Texas cities $439.8 
million in July 2017, which is 
higher by 8.0 percent compared 
to July 2016 and higher by 3.2 
percent year-to-date.

He reported $41.3 million in 
July 2017 allocations to Texas 
counties, which is higher by
14.0 percent compared to July
2016 and higher by 3.5 percent 
year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems re­
ceived $153.8 million in Junly
2017 sales tax allocations, which 
is 7.9 percent higher than July 
2016 and higher by 3.9 percent 
year-to-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis­
tricts received $45.1 million in 
July 2017 allocations, which is
20.1 percent higher than July 
2016 and higher by 12.1 percent 
year-to-date.

Total sales tax allocations were 
$679.9 million in July 2017, 
which is 9.0 percent higher than

—The City of Baird reported 
that sales tax payments in 2017 
started the year 3.16 percent 
higher than the 2016 pay­
ments. The city has received 
$164,403.07 in 2017, while the 
2016 tax payments to the city 
totaled $159,353.13.

Baird's monthly payment for 
July 2017 was $22,018.75, 
which is 9.22 percent higher 
than the $20,159.34 payment 
made to Baird in July 2016.

—The 2017 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
1.63 percent lower than the 
payments made to the city in 
2016. The sales tax rebates for 
the City of Clyde have amount­
ed to $392,395.73 in 2017. 
The 2016 payments to the city 
during the same payment peri­
od were $398,906.35.

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for July 2017 was 
$43,678.73, which is 15.42 per­
cent lower than the $51,645.56 
payment made to the city in 
July 2016.

—The City of Putnam reported 
the 2017 payments to the town 
totaled $4,167.81, which is 
lower by 7.98 percent from the 
2016 payments to the city in the 
amount of $4,529.66.

Putnam's tax payment for 
the month of July 2017 was 
$464.43, which is 12.60 per­
cent lower than the $531.41
payment made to Putnam in 
July 2016.

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic development in the town.

Baird collects 2.00% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is 
allocated to the city, 0.50% is 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration and 0.50% of one percent 
to reduce property taxes.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal 
operations like fire fighting, 
maintaining roads and law 
enforcement, the Comptroller 
said. Some cities use up to an 
additional one percent of city 
sales tax to help fund local 
economic development and to 
reduce property taxes.

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Writers are often asked where 
their story ideas originate, it is 
a question that writers some­
times have trouble answering. 
The final product only comes 
from imagination and a lot of 
work. Oneof many great Texas 
writers, Robert E. Howard, had 
a significant cultural impact in 
a short career and certainly put 
in a lot of work. His publishing 
career lasted only 12 years, but 
he produced hundreds of stories. 
Guided by his imagination and 
love for storytelling, Howard 
became a popular writer, whose 
influence was felt far beyond his 
short life.

Robert Ervin Howard was bom 
in January 1906 in Peaster, a 
tiny community west of Fort 
Worth. His father. Dr. Isaac M. 
Howard, was a physician. The 
family moved often but finally 
settled in the small town of Cross 
Plains, between Brownwood and 
Abilene, in 1919.

As a youngster, he absorbed 
the tales told to him, from ghost 
stories to folk tales to war sto­
ries from surviving Civil War 
veterans, and developed a great 
love of reading. In particular, he 
enjoyed reading tales of ancient 
cultures and civilizations. By all 
accounts, he had an excellent 
memory and noticed details very 
easily, but he disliked authority

• and often had problems with 
his teachers. He decided at an 
early age to be a writer. By the 
age of 15, he was quickly writing 
stories and sending them off to 
various magazines in hopes of 
being published. Like many 
young writers, he faced rejection 
after rejection for his stories. He 
pushed forward nevertheless, 
propelled by his own faith in

• his writing and his love of sto­
rytelling.

He moved to nearby Brown- 
wood in 1922 to complete high 
school. He began writing for the 

■ school newspaper where his first 
' stories were published. After 

graduation in spring 1923, he 
returned home and worked a 
series of odd jobs while trying 
to start his writing career. He 

' briefly attended Howard Payne 
College in Brownwood.

In 1924, he sold his first story, 
the tale of a caveman called 
“Spear and Fang” for $16 in a 
magazine called Weird Tales. 
Over time, many of his short 
stories were published in Weird 

SiTales, which included short 
! stories and novellas from the 
most popular science fiction and 
horror writers of the day. He 
enjoyed a warm correspondence 

, with such famed writers of the 
times as horror novelist H. P. 
Lovecraft.

Howard said that he enjoyed

the freedom that writing offered 
and sometimes labored at his 
stories for up to 18 hours per day. 
In 1932, he sold the first of his 
Conan stories, creating a series 
of stories based on a mythical 
barbarian. He created similar 
stories with other characters, 
either a king building empires 
or a lone adventurer.. Some of 
these tales took place in mythic 
lands while others took place in 
more modem times. His stories 
included tales of fantasy, horror, 
mystery, and westerns. His 
Steve Harrison series involved 
a detective and almost super­
natural mysteries. By the mid- 
1930s, Howard was writing more 
western stories, including the 
bumbling cowboy Breckinridge 
Elkins and the more dramatic 
adventures of The Sonora Kid. 
Eventually, he was able to pull 
together a comfortable living 
from his stories.

Howard never married, but he 
did have a relationship with a 
local teacher, Novalyne Price. 
Stories of his erratic behavior 
circulated, and biographers have 
sifted through his works trying to 
find clues as to his final months 
and years. The collapse of his 
mother’s health and her impend­
ing death deeply grieved him.

He was unable to cope with 
whatever internal demons con­
tinued to haunt him. in early 
June 1936, he bought a family 
cemetery plot in Brownwood and 
returned to his mother’s bedside.

After she fell into a coma and 
after learning that she would 
not recover, Howard committed 
suicide. He was 30 years old.

Years after his death, How­
ard’s works continued to enjoy 
a wide popularity, more than 
he ever had during his lifetime. 
Many manuscripts were found 
and*later^ul^shed.55 îsj*ork&«^  ̂
now appear" in more than 20 
languages around the world. 
Perhaps his most famous series 
became a series of movies start­
ing with Conan the Barbarian, 
starring Arnold Schwarzenegger, 
in 1982.

Novalyne Price herself later 
relocated to Louisiana where ' 
she enjoyed a long career as 
a teacher and a writer. She 
published three books, two of 
which were about her memories 
of Howard. Her 1986 memoir 
of Howard, One Who Walked 
Alone, was adapted into the 
movie The Whole Wide World in 
1996 with Vincent D’Onofrio and 
Texas actress Renee Zellweger.

Howard’s home in Cross Plains 
has since become a museum, 
complete with the typewriter he 
used for so many of his stories. 
Each June, the community 
hosts “Robert E. Howard Days,” 
a celebration of his works and 
impact on writing.
