A lco h o l and drug add iction  
have been prob lem s that have 
long p lagued A m erican  soc iety. 
It w recks fam ilies and can  drag 
honest m en and w om en  o f 
integrity into lives of theft, lies, 
and illness in the pursuit of the 
next high. Recovery can  be long  
and d ifficu lt, but not im possib le . 
A s  the a lcoho l debate reached 
its height in the late 1800s, one 
w om an proposed a m ore d irect 
app roach , one that m ade her a 
legend. Carrie  Nation, the sm all 
w om an arm ed with a hatchet 
and o cca s ion a l Texas resident, 
becam e a n igh tm are  for bar 
patrons across the country.

She was born Carrie  Am e lia  
M oore  in Centra l K en tu cky  in 
1846. Her father was a su cce ss ­
ful planter. However, her m other 
had a m enta l illness. There 
were no treatm ents ava ilab le  
then, and she was eventua lly  
institutionalized. The  fam ily , o f­
ten em barrassed, m oved often, 
eventua lly  com ing  to M issouri. 
These m oves increasing ly  e rod ­
ed the fam ily ’s finances. W hen 
the C iv il W ar erupted, the fam ily  
m oved to G rayson  Coui'ity and 
its perce ived safety fa r from  
th^.Tig^ting .but had to return 
to M issouri by 1862 because of 
finances.

In 1867, she m arried a p h y ­
s ic ian , Dr. Charles G loyd . Her 
fam ily , however, objected to him  
because  G loyd  was c learly  an 
a lcoho lic . Bu t it was a sto rm y 
re la tio n sh ip , as h is d r in k in g  
stead ily  destroyed the m arriage. 
W ithin m onths, the two separat­
ed. The  coup le  had a daughter 
shortly  afterward, and G loyd  
d rank h im se lf to death in 1869.

Now a w idow and single m other 
because of a lcoho l, she went to 
co llege  and earned a teach ing  
certificate by 1872. She  taught 
schoo l for several years. In 1874, 
she m et David  Nation, a p reach ­
er, lawyer, and writer. The  two 
m arried and m oved to Brazorra 
Coun ty , near Houston, in 1877. 
T he  coup le  soon opened a hotel 
in nearby R ichm ond, and her 
husband briefly w rote for the 
Houston Post. In 1889, the 
fam ily  m oved to Kansas, where

the two operated a hotel while 
Dav id  Nation  a lso worked as a 
preacher.

Carrie N a tio n ’s rage against 
a lcoho l on ly  grew. She soon 
opened a loca l chapter o f the 
W om en ’s Christian Tem perance 
Un ion and began protests ou t­
side sa loons. ^

A lco h o lism  is not a m atter of 
upbring ing. It is not a m atter o f 
in te lligence or how often they go 
to church . A dd ic ts  encounter 
the ir drug o f cho ice , and like a 
sw itch, start their descent. A d ­
d icts m ake  a cho ice , but they 
do not understand the ir cho ice. 
They choose  to g ive contro l to 
their add iction , assuring th em ­
se lves and  eve ryone  a round  
them  that they can contro l it or 
they are different.

The  people around them  will 
notice changes, a few at a time, 
and then getting stead ily  worse. 
They do not even have to-be fu ll­
b lown add icts  for the prob lem s 
to start. Loved ones m ay never 
see them  drink or take  a drug, 
and m ay  never even fu lly  be 
certa in  o f what they are on, but 
they see the effects. They  see 
the person they love drift away, 
the ir persona lities and interests 
warped by their add iction .

F riends and even other fam ily , 
not understand ing at all what is 
go ing on and reassured by the 
fa lse p rom ises of the add ict, 
will often defend the addict. A t 
first, they will often believe the 
a ccu se r is the real prob lem  and 
not the add ict. A nd  so lifted by 
the ir enablers, the add icts w ill 
drift further into their add iction .

A n  add ic t can on ly  recover 
when they decide  they want to 
do  so. T rag ica lly , that is often 
after serious dam age is done. 
A ll tha t the ir horrified  loved 
ones can  do  in the m eantim e is 
cu t ties to save them selves, or 
if the s ituation is bad enough, 
press charges for the ir thefts or 
assau lts o r possession.

Carrie  N a tio n ’s answ er to th is 
was to rem ove the tem ptation  
entire ly. B y  1900, she began 
to destroy the source by hurling 
rocks ins ide sa loons. She  was 
arrested, and the arrests on ly  en ­

couraged herfurther. She began 
using hatchets to tear apart bars 
and destroy bottles. In 1901, she 
opened a hom e in Kansas C ity  
for wom en and ch ildren fleeing 
from  the v io lence  o f a lcoho lic  
husbands, w hich served as one 
o f the co un try ’s earliest battered 
w om en ’s shelter.

U ltim ate ly, she was arrested 35 
tim es for her a ttacks on sa loons. 
The  fines were usua lly  modest, 
but she paid for them  through 
donations. She had a large 
fo llow ing o f wom en who saw 
the v io lent persona lity  changes 
associated  with a lcoho l abuse 
and who saw men drink  away 
the ir careers, m arriages, and 
even lives. G roups of praying 
wom en often accom pan ied  her 
on what she ca lled  her “hatch- 
e ta tio n s .” They  wanted the 
tra il of destruction  stopped as 
well. She en joyed  the a tten ­
tion and started a Proh ib ition ist 
newspaper. The  Hatchet, and 
m ade m oney  g iv ing  lectures 
and se lling souven ir hatchets, 
in the m eantim e, her daughter 
began having m enta l prob lem s 
and was briefly com m itted  to a 
hosp ita l in T exas before Nation 
brought her to A rkansas.

In 1906, Nation  and her daugh­
ter m oved to Northw est A rk a n ­
sas. Here, she opened a schoo l 
and “Hatchet H a ll,” a boarding 
house where she offered B ib le 
stud ies and continued her c ru ­
sade against a lcoho l. She co n ­
tinued to travel, but her health 
began to decline. In Janua ry  
1911, she gave her last pub lic 
address. “Ih avedonea lH cou ld ,” 
she declared and co llapsed  into 
a com a, dy ing at a hosp ita l in 
Kansas five m onths later.

The prob lem s o f a lcoho lism  
continued. The prob lem s that 
a lco h o lic s  and the ir fam ilie s  
face  a century later are still the 
sam e, but m ore avenues of help 
are ava ilab le  for those w illing to 
take the first step.

W a lk in g  o u r d o g s  a long  
Cypress Creek one afternoon, 
we came upon a yoOihg man 
fishing with his daughter near 
some flooded tirhber.

“Catching any?” I asked. ̂  
“Yeah,” he said, smiling, “got 

three white perch!”
“Are you from East Texas," I 

inquired.
“Mow’d you know that?" the 

surprised daddy asked.
“I grew up at the edge of 

the T h ic k e t  rig h t o u ts id e  
Beaumont,” I answered. “Heard 
‘white perch’ a lot, back then. 
Most people call ‘em ‘Grapple’ 
around here.”

I’d never heard the word 
I “Crappie” until I went to college. 

The first time I saw the word 
in print, I mispronouncecf it,̂  
thinking it was an adjective 
instead of a noun.

It d id n ’t take long before 
I could say it correctly and 
realized the oversized perch 
(correctly named sunfish) were 
a sporting challenge and a 
culinary delicacy. The first one 
our family caught was landed by 
my three-year Old. daughter on 
the dock at Lake Somerville one 
evening. She wanted to fish like 
her brothers, so we indulged her. 
No one else caught anything. 
Back home, I photographed her 

f in a robe, standing on a chair, 
helping cook her “cwappie.” She 
was too young to pronounce 
Rs, but not too young to catch 
and cook fish. Or, to tell all our 
neighbors about her catch.

Crappie -  both white and black 
species -  are extremely popular 

’ all across Texas. That's all some 
f people fish for. Except when 

they move into shallower water 
to spawn, both species tend to 
colonize in water 12 feet deep 
or more, and around brush piles 

_  or rocks. Tom m y Tidwell, a 
popular guide on Lake Granger, 
says in May he finds, them near 
the shore in 12 inches -  not feet -  
of water. The rest of the year, he 
finds them deeper around brush 
piles, many of which he placed in 
the lake. Near brush piles during 
most of the year, if you catch 
one, you’ll probably catch more 

. in the same area.
Their favorite food Is a small 

minnow, but they also strike

small jigs. Tidwell used small 
(1/16 or 1/32-ounce) red, 
black, and yellow jigs the last 
time I fished with him. Most 
colors work, though. The limit is 
25 fish with a 10 - inch minimum 
length (some lake exceptions, 
however). Three of us caught 
68 in an hour and a half that 
afternoon.

Kids and grandkids love 
catching them as rnuch as 
adults. F ind a guide that 
specializes in crappie and take 
a kid, and you’ll have the little 
guy hooked!

Texas Comptroller Glenn He­
gar announced today he will 
send cities, counties, transit 
systems and special purpose 
taxing districts $861.8 million 
in local sales tax allocations for 
May, 9.4 percent more than in 
May 2017. These allocations are 
based on sales made in March 
by businesses that report tax 
monthly, and sales made in 
January, February and March 
by quarterly filers.

Hegar reported $557.9 million 
allocated to Texas cities in May 
2018, which is 8.4 percent higher 
than May 2017, and 6.9 percent 
higher year-to-date.

He reported $52.6 million in 
May 2018 allocations to Texas 
counties, which is higher by 
13.2 percent compared to May
2017 and higher by 13.6 percent 
year-to-date.

The Texas transit systems 
received $189.5 milljon in May
2018 sales tax allocations, which 
is 8.1 percent higher than May 
2017 and higher by 5.5 percent 
year-tp-date.

Special Purpose Taxing Dis­
tricts received $61.8 million in 
May 2018 allocations, which 
is 20.6 percent higher than 
May2017 and higher by 17.6 
percent year-to-date_

Total sales tax allocations were 
$861.8 million in May 2018, 
which is 9.4 percent higher than 
May 2017 and higher by 7.7 
percent year-to-date.

Baird's monthly payment for 
June 2018 was $20,424.41, 
which is 5.43 percent higher 
than the June 2017 payment 
of $19,370.84.

— The 2018 sales tax pay­
ments in the City of Clyde are 
3.71 percent higher than the 
payments made to the city in 
2017. The sales tax rebates for 
the City of Clyde have amount­
ed to $351,681.71 in 2018. 
The 2017 payments to the city 
during the same payment peri­
od were ^348»717.00.

The City of Clyde's monthly 
payment for June 2018 was 
$50,263.64, which is 5.36 per­
cent higher than the payment 
of $47,703.84 made in June 
2017.

— The City of Putnam reported 
the 2018 payments to the town 
totaled $4,429.93, which is 
higher by 19.61 percent from 
the 2017 payments to the city in 
the amount of $3,703.38.

Putnam's tax payment for 
the month of June 2018 was 
$750.48, which is 28.78 per­
cent higher than the June 2017 
payment of $582.74.

Merchants collect the state 
and local sales tax and send 
it to the Comptroller's office 
with their tax returns. The state 
keeps its 6 1 /4% share and 
returns the local one percent 
sales tax each month to the 
local governments. Cities and 
counties may levy a combined 
tax of up to two percent above 
the state's sales tax.

C lyde  businesses co llect 
2.00%, including one percent 
for the City of Clyde, one-half 
of one percent for the Clyde 
Economic Development Corpo­
ration and one half of one per­
cent to reduce property taxes 
(Proceeds to benefit the Clyde 
Volunteer Fire Department).

Cross Plains collects 2.00% in 
local sales taxes, of which 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city 
and 1.00% is allocated for eco­
nomic development in the town.

Baird collects 2.00% in local 
sales tax of which 1.00% is 
allocated to the city, 0.50% is 
allocated to the community's 
economic development corpo­
ration and 0.50% of one percent 
to reduce property taxes.

Putnam collects 1.00% in lo­
cal sales tax of which all 1.00 
percent is allocated to the city.

All local sales taxes must be 
approved by local voters and 
may be used for any legal city 
or county expenses. Most areas 
put the money in their General 
Fund and use it for normal 
operations like fire fighting, 
maintaining roads and law 
enforcemient, the Comptroller 
said. Some cities use up to an 
additional one percent of city 
sales tax to help fund local 
economic development and to 
reduce property taxes.

depository  in the country.

“W e ’re proud that the nation ’s 
first state-adm in istered bullion 
depository  is now a reality — 
th is is a big day for Texans who 
want to secure their precious 
m etal asse ts,” said Hegar, who 
becam e the deposito ry ’s first 
custom er. “I deposited som e 
gold. The  p rocess was easy, 
and 1 hope people will go to 
T e x a s B u ll io n D e p o s ito ry .g o v  
and set up an a cco un t.”

“I ca n ’t th ink of anyp lace  else 
in the world that cou ld  create 
a bu llion depository  th is way, 
and I’ve heard from  legislators 
across the country  who want 
to do what we are doing, from 
Tennessee to G tah ,” said State 
Rep . G io v a n n i C a p r ig lio n e , 
author o f the legislation that 
c re a te d  th e  d e p o s ito ry  as 
a s ta te  a g e n c y  u n d e r the  
Com ptro lle r ’s purview. “W e will 
see a lot o f financia l interest in 
th is depository, with gold, silver 
and other com m od ities com ing 
here.”

D eposito rs can  buy bu llion  
from  a dealer and have it shipped 
to the deposito ry  d irectly  or 
send in p recious m eta ls they 
a lready own. Metals adm itted 
to the depository will undergo

three types of non-destructive 
testing, in c lud ing  a density scan 
to ensure purity.

D eposito ry  personnel will take 
a photo o f m eta ls upon deposit, 
and that d ig ita l im age will be 
d isp la yed  on the depos ito r ’s 
on line a ccoun t dashboard. The 
depository  will accept deposits 
o f  g o ld ,  s i lv e r ,  p la t in u m , 
pa llad ium  and rhodium .

In 2017 , the C o m p tro lle r ’ s 
office  partnered with Lone Star 
T ang ib le  A sse ts  (LS T A ) as the 
vendo r to bu ild  and operate 
the depository. LST A , a Texas- 
based com pany , is operating a 
h ighest-rated. C la ss  3 vau lt as 
the depos ito ry ’s in itial location.

“Private depositories are not 
regulated, but ours is overseen 
by  th e  sa m e  a g e n c y  th a t 
has he lped  g row  the  T exas  
e conom y to the 10th largest 
in the w o rld ,” sa id  M atthew  
Ferris, L S T A  cha irm an. “You 
can  feel com fo rtab le  sto ring 
y o u r  p re c io u s  m e ta ls  w ith  
us, know ing  that we test and 
verify you r items before they 
are deposited to you r a cco un t.”
