Tho dinner hour found Han Fnlllng 
In Iho public library o f Ultchoapolla, 
asking tho girl who aat behind tho 
desk If he might look at maps of Ore­
gon. Ho rpuipiiiborod that hla grand- 
fnllior had lived In southom Orogoa. 
Ho looked along the bottom of bis map 
and discovered a whnia empire, rang­
ing from gigantic sage plains to Iho 
oast to dense foroata along Iho Pa- 
clttc ocean lip  Irpgan to search fur 
LlnkvMle.

Time was when I.InkvIllo waa one 
of the principal towns of Oregon. Han 
rptnpinhensJ the place ^{ecauae aotnu 

the tlrne-yptlowerl letter* hla gmnd- 
futlier had sent him had lieen mailed 
at a town that lurre this natnp. Hut 
he couldn't And I.InkvIlle on the map. 
Ijile r  he waa to know the reason— 
that the town, half-way Iretween lire 
sage plains and the tiiountalna, had 
prospered and changed Its name. He 
reniemlien*d that It was liwnted on 
one of those great freah-water lakes 
of aoiitheni Oregon; so. giving up that 
aruirrh. he began ti> look for lake* He 
found (hem In plenty—vast, jiimeas- 
nred lakes that aeemed to he rtlatrlh- 
Ule«l wlthmit reason or sense over the 
whole southern end of the atnte. Near 
the Klamath lakes, seemingly the 
moat lmp<ialng o f all the fresh-water 
lakes that the map revealeil. he found 
a rity named Klamath Falla He put 
the name down In hla notebook.

The map showed a particularly 
high, far-spreading rang* nf mnnn- 
tallia due weet of the city. Of course 
they were the t'asesdes; the map said 
So very (dstnly. Then thin knew he 
ws* getting home. Ilia grandfatlter 
had lived and implied and died In

The further hack from the parh* o, 
men. he wrote, the greater would be 
hla pleasure. And be signed the wire 
with bis full name: Han Falling, with 
a Henry In the middle, and a “ III"  at 
lha end.

Me uaiially didn't sign hla name In 
quite this manner. Tli# people of 
Ullcheapolla did not have imrtlcular- 
ly vtvid ineinorlea o f Hsn’a grandfa­
ther. But It might lie l•••» ■ legend 
of the gray, straight frontiersman who 
waa hla ancestor had atlll survived In 
these remote Oregon wllda. Tlie use 
of the full name would do no harm.

Instead of hurting. It was a p.wlilve 
Inaplmtlon. The (Tiamber o f t'om- 
mere* of the busy little Oregon city 
was not usually exceptionally Inter­
ested In stray hunters that wanted a 
hoarding place for the summer. Ita 
hualneaa was finding conntry homes 
for orchardlala In th# pleasant river 
valleys. But It happened that th* re­
cipient of the wire wa* one of the old­
est realdenta, a frontiersman himself, 
and It wna one o f the traditions of the 
Old West that friendship# were not 
soon forgotten. I>an Falling I had 
been a legend In the old trapping and 
ahoollng days when this mao was 
young. Ho It cam* about that when 
iHin's train stopped at (Tieyenne. he 
found a teiegmm walling him:

“ Any relation to Han Falling of th* 
ITmpqua dIvIdeF'

thin had never heard o f the ITmp- 
qna divide, hut he couldn't doiiht hut 
that the sender o f the wire referred 
to hla gmndfalher. He wired In the 
afllrmatlve. The head o f the rhamiter 
o f Commerce received the wire, read 
It, thniat It Into hla desk, and In th* 
face of a really Important piece of 
hnalneaa proceeded to forget all shout 
It. Thus It came about that, except 
for one thing. I>an Falling would have 
probably alepited off th* Imln at hi* 
deatinallon wholly unheralded and un­
met. Ttie one thing that changed hla 
destiny was that at a mt*etlng of a 
certain widely known fm tem al orler 
the next night, the Chamber of Cum- 
merce crossed traits with the Krouti.T 
In the person of snother old reslil.nt 
who hsd his home In the farllo-sf 
reaches o f the Cmpqna divide. The 
latter saked the former to come up 
for a few days' ahooting—the de»'r *ie- 
Ing fatter and more niimeroua than 
any previous season aliirw the days of 
the grlxvllea.

"I saw Han 
Falling make a hot once. I saa Juat 
a kid, hot I wake up In m* sleep to 
marvel at It.

It waa Just a *|ilke buck 
and Han Fa'IIng said he .-uld take 
the left-hand spike off wIlli one ahot 
from hla old Hharps-'a Thns- of ua 
bet him- -the whole thins In isa than 
two *ec»nd*.

Hill he can't p«y tvsird."

It was rather charncterlaMc of Ihe 
moiinlaln men that Ihe grandson of 
Han Falling coiildn'l |M>ealhly pay 
hoard. Hut Ste«>le knew the ways of 
cltlea and of men. and he only amlled. 
“ He won't conie, then.'' he explained 
“ Anyway, have (hat out with him at 
Ihe end of Ms stay. He want* flah- 
Ing. and you've got that In the North 
fork. Moreover, you ra a thousand 
milea hack-—”
