FEUEKAL AID  TO R I RAL 
tK'HUUl-S

On May 9, 1929, Hon. Charles 

Brand of Ohio introduced H. K. 2570 
la Congrea* appfpriating flOO.UOO.OOO 
from the^ederal treasury .‘to aid in 
th» reduction of taxes on farm lands, 
and to promote elementary education 
in rural area* of the United States, 
and to cooperate with the state* in 
the promotion of these objectives.”  in 
many sections of the country assessed 
value* are so low that sufficient funds 
to support gisod schools cannot be 
obtained without levying a rate of 
tax that is almost confiscatory. Gen­
eral relief will be given to the farm­
er by lowering the school tax. I f  the 
state would accept the provisions of  ̂
this proposed act, in many cases it | 
need not be necessary to levy a local
maintenance rate of more than '

1

twenty-five cents. In the event the bill i 
become* a law the state will be call­
ed upon to match the federal funds ' 
on a 50-50 plan, and the allotment to I 
the various state* w-ill be made upon | 
the ratio of the rural population of | 
Texas to the total rural population of 
the United States a* determined by 
the federal cen.-u* of 19.Y0. .An exam­
ination of the census of 1920 discloses 
the fact that the rural population o f > 
Texa.* was seven and one-half p#r cent' 
of the total rural population of the 
United States. This bill proposes to 
aid all rural schools and those in 
towns and village* with a population 
of fewer than 25fi0. It is probable 
that this percentage will be slightly 
reduced in 19.'?0, but perhaps not be­
low seven per cent. This would allo­
cate to Texas from this appropriation 
f7.000.00# annually and the state 
would receive such part of this fund 
as would be matched by state appro­
priation.

I f  recognition by the Federal 
government would be given to the 
amount of state available fund now 
apportioned to rural schools added to 
apportioned to rural schools added to 
the usual appropriation for rural aid, 
the state would not be required to 
make additional appropriation to re­
ceive the entire amount of ST.OOft.OOd.

It would seem that if the rural 
schools of Texas can receive this 
large sum from the federal govern­
ment without additional appropria­
tion it would lie good business for the 
legislature to accept the provdsion* of 
the bill if it becomes a law.

The state has matched funds to con­
struct highways; it has accepted the 
Bmith-Lever act. the Shepard-Towner 
act. the .Smith-Hughes act and recent­
ly the act providing for citizen vo­
cational rehabilitatiori.

A FIRE M ARSHAL ORDINANCE 
AN ORDINANCE CREATING THE

OFFICE OF FIRE MAR.SHAL,
PRF„SCRIBING THE DUTIES 
TH EKEOF, P R O V IDING 
FOR ITS .MAINTENANCE 

AND  PRESCRIBING 
PE N ALT IE S  FOR 

VIOLATIONS.
Be it ordained by (he Council of the 
City of Silverton.

Sec. 1. The office of Fire Marshal 
is hereby created. Such office sha'! 
be independent of other city depart 

I ments, the Fire Marshal reporting 
I directly to the Mayor and City Coun- 
I cil. Such office shall be filled by ap- 
I pointment by the Mayor, by and with 
I the consent of the City Council at once 
after this ordinance shall take effect. 
The said Fire Marshal shall be pro­
perly qualified for the duties of his 

I office and shall be removed only for 
I cause. He shall receive an annual 
'salary of twelve <$I2.00) dollars pay­
able in monthly installments, as full 
compensation for his services.

Sec. 2. The Fire Marshal ihall in­
vestigate the cause, origin and eir- 

I cumstances of every fire occurring 
within this city by which property has 
been destroyed or damaged, and shall 
especially make investigation as to 
whether such fire was the result of 
carelessness or design. 'Such investi­
gation shall be liegun within twenty- 
four hours, not including Sunday, of 
the oecurrance of such fire. The Fire 
Marshal shall keep in his office a re­
cord of all fires, together with all 
facts, statistics and circumstances, in­
cluding the origin of the fires and the 
amount o f the lose, which may be 
determined by the investigation re­
quired by this ordinance.

Sec. 3. The Fire Marshal when in 
his opinion further investigation is 
nece.ssary, shall take or cau.»e to be 
taken the testimony, on oath, of all 
persons supposed to be cognizant of 
any facts or to have means of know. 
ledge in relation to the matter under 
investigation, and shall cause the 
same to be reduced to writing; and 
if he shall be of the opinion that there 
is evidence sufficient to charge any 
person with the crime of aisun, or 
with the attempt to commit the crime 
of arson, or of conspiracy ta defraud, 
or criminal ennduet in connection with 
such fire, he shall cause such person 
to be lawfully arrested and charged 
with such offense or cither of them, 
and shall furnish to the proper pro­
secuting attorney all such evidence, 
together with the names of witnesses 
and all of the information obtained 
Oy him, including a copy of all perti­
nent and material testimony taken in 
the case.

Sec. 4. The Fire Marshal ehall have 
the power to summon witnesses before 
him to testify in relation to any mat­
ter which is by the provisions of this 
ordinance a subject of inquiry and in. 
vestigation, and may re<;uire the pro­
duction of any lx>ok, paper or docu­
ment deemed pertinent thereto. The 
said Fire Marshal is hereby authori­
zed and empowered to administer 
oaths and affirmations to any persons 
appearing as witnesses before him.

Sec. 6. Any witness who refuses to 
be sworn, or who refuses to appear 
or testify, or ŵ ho disobeys any law­
ful order of said Fire Marshal, or who 
fails or refuses to produce any book, 
paper or document touching any mat­
ter under examination, or who ia 
guilty o f any contemptuous conduct

ing or premises where any fire has 
occurred, and other buildings and pre­
mises adjoining or near the same, 
which authority shall be exerci.-ed 
only with reason and good discretion. I

•Sec. 8. The Fire Marshal, upon 
complaint of any person having an 
interest in any building or property 
adjacent, and without any complaint, 
shall have a right at all reasonable 
hours, for the purpose of examinat­
ion. to enter into and upon all build­
ings, and premises within the city, 
and it shall be his duty, monthly or 
more often, to enter upon and make 
or cause to be entered upon and made, 
a thorough examination of all mer­
cantile, manufacturing and public 
buildings, together with the premises 
belonging thereto. Whenever he shall 
find r.ny building or other structure 
which, for want o f repair, or by rea­
son of age or dilapidated condition, 
or for any cause, is especially liable 
to fire, and which is so situated aa to 
endanger other buildings or property, 
or so occupied that fire would endan­
ger persons or property therein, and 
whenever he shall find an improper 
jr  dangerous arrangement of atoves, 
langes, furnace* or other heating ap­
pliances o f any kind whatsoever, in­
cluding chimneys, flues and pipes with 
which the same may be connected, or 
a dangerous arrangement of lighting 
devices or system, or a tlangorous or 
unlawful storage o f explosivet, com­
