Discouraged because they are find­
ing it so expensive, bootleggers and 
others convicted of violating Texas' 
lew liquor law have already paid 
)Ut approximately $50,000 in fines 
md court costs.

The.se facts were revailed this 
vi'ok in a preliminar.v survey by the 

Liquor Control board's enforcement 
division.

“ If vve can continue to make it so 
costly, the people that are breaking 
the law w ill have it impressed on 
them that there's no profit in what 
they are doing", declared Liquor 
■Administrator Charles R. Miller. 
"When vve have finally succeeded in 
taking the profit out o f their bus­
iness. these iieople are going to fold 
up and quit".

Actual money paid in fines am­
ounted to $37,93,1,.10, but an addition­
'll $11,914 in court costs brought the 
total to $49,349.30, Miller di.sclosed.

Counties in which convictions re­
sult are enriched by the money paid 
in fines, he explained. Spiecifically, 
it goes to road and bridge funds.

Fines after conviction have usu­
ally been from $10 to $100 but the 
maximum of $1,000 fine, was assess­
ed in a San Antonio case. The most 
severe ja il sentence, 60 days, was 
given a liquor sale-by-drink violator 
in Houston.

Judge B^tes of Casti-o County, told 
of progress in that county. Judge Me 
Caslon of Tulia spoke of the methods 
he considered nv'cessary to get the 

I paving project through. Mr. McCas- 
lon had interviewed state highway 
officials personally, and reported the 
department willing and ready to top 
the highway as so<in as all parts of 
it have been widened to 100 feet and 
the grade raised. It is thought that 
the entile throu.gh highway w ill bo 
surfaced and made ready for all- 
weather travel within five years.

Judge Wright went back to 1920, 
in highway history of Briscoe Coun­
ty. At that time very little of the 
Panhandle had anything resembling 
good roads. In Antelope Flat a hun­
dred thousand dollar bond is.suc was 
made for the building of highways, 
which in those days was an extraor­
dinary amount to pay for roads. For 
several years after, however, accord­
ing to Judge, Briscoe County “ slept" 
on her rights and consequently sev­
eral counties have obtained good 
highways, in preference to Briscoe 
county.

It is only by co-operation and per- 
serverance that the State Highway 
Department's interest can be kept 
arounsed sutticiently to proride for 
the paving of ths hiid>wag.

Government Is Condemning Cr

business in their efforts to raise the 
standard of quality of cream being 
marketed

Thousands of gallons of poor 
cream have already been condemned, 
dumpv'd or destroyed. Carload after 
carlod o f butter has been tagged and 
held up by the Government at our 
principal markets because of poor 
qualit.v, and they are now including 
cheese alon.g with butter.

Federal and State Governments 
arc both insisting that every cream­
ery do something to keep poor but­
ter o ff the market. The butter man­
ufacturer has no choice in this mat­
ter—so it is up to the farmer to mar­
ket better products.

Here are some things the fariTK-r 
can do to insure good quality in the 
cream he sells:

1. Keep cream clean. Use small top 
or covered milk pails and strain the 
milk before separating.

2. Cool cream promptly Never mix 
warm cream with cold cream.

3. Keep cream covered. Stir twice 
each day.

4. Separators and other dairy u- 
tcnsils should be thoroug'nly washed 
rinsed and scalded after each use.

5. Protect cream can during deliv­
ery by wrapping in a wet sack or 
blanket.

6. Deliver cream to your market 
two or three times each week, espec­
ially during the summer months.

The air was stifling. In time Charley's hands got so sore he couldn't 
bear to touch the floor with them. Hunger and thirst esme to add to his 
tormenL He was numb, completely exhausted, snd nearly delirious. 
“ Kinally," he says, “ It got to the |aiint wtiere I couldn't go on any longei. 

1 gave up. I was lying face downward on tlie liard. risky ttoor. and I turneil 
over on my back. And as I turned 1 felt a welcome sensutlon run along my 
right cheek."

What w-as It? A breath of air—a sure sign that there wa.s an oiwning some­

where ahead. That spurred I'harley on to another frantic elTort. He siumhled 
to hia feel and reeled along In the direction frotn whicti the iilr wa.s coming. In 
another two minutes he could see stars overlieiid. lie was hack at the huttoui 
of the hole hy which he had entered

He was out of the darkness, but still too weak to climb the rope 
that led up 20 feet to the top. Once more he collapsed on the ground 
snd lay there until daylight. Then, though the ekin was worn off hia 
hands, he managed to make the long, arduous climb to the top. He stag­
gered into camp around breakfast time and went right to the hospital.

It Is highly iai|H>rtant that every 
teacher have the (leraonal ex|>erlen<e 
of Christ's death for himself and then 
get hit pupils to aee that Chrlsf* death 
wa* Instead of their own death. \A'« 
esca[>« Judgment liecause Judgment 
fell U|ein Christ. He was made to be 
sin for us that we miglit he made the 
righteousness of G>m1 in him (II ('or. 
f>:21). No one lacking HiIn ex|>erleiK'e 
can truly teach this le-,Kon.

I. Th* Place of Crucifixion (v. .TH
They lei| him away to I'ulvary, a hill

north of Jerusalem resembling a skull. 
Calvary Is the Latin word, and Gol­
gotha is the Hebrew. This Is a most 
significant name for the |>tuee where 
man's redem|illon was aecoiu|tli*he<l. 
The skull is an S|it xyiiitMil of man's 
condition as a result of sin. Life anl 
Intelligence are gone, leaving only the 
dark eni|ity cavern which oiue con­
tained them.

II. Hia Companions on tht Cross
(V. :vi).

Two malefarlors were criielfled 
with him. This Is in fultlllmeiit of the 
Scrljiture.s; “ He was nmiiliered with 
the transgressors " (I'a . .■>.'( :|g). I'er- 
Boually, he w'us sinless, hut he became 
sin for us.

III. H is Forgiving Lovt (v. !tl)
He cried. "Father forgive them." He 

doubtless had in mliid not only the sol­
dier* whi> acted for the government, 
hut the Jews who In their htindness 
were ignorant of the enormity of their 
crime. He was absolutely destitute 
of hatred- even for his betrayer and 
murderers.

IV. Tht Revelation of the World
(vv. 34-d.'{).

Take a cross section of the w-orld 
St any time since Christ was cruci­
fied, and representatives of the vari­
ous classes therein were found around 
Jesus on the cross. The cross is the 
Judgment of this world (John l'.!;.H).

1. The covetous (v. :I4). They gum- 
hied for his seamless rolve where he 
was dying. This repreM'nts lho.se 
whose primary interest In Christ ia a 
ineuns to get gain. If they had hud 
eyes to tee they could have lieheld a 
robe of righteousue.ss being provided 
in his dentil.

2. The indifferent (v. 3,'A). “The 
people stood beholding.” They gazed 
uiMin him with indifference. The great 
muss of the world today gazes upon 
the crucified Christ with stolid indif­
ference.

3. The scoffers (vv. 3-1-39).
a. The rulers reviled him for his 

claim to be the Savior. They wanted 
a Savior but not a crucified one. Many 
today are religious but have only con­
tempt for a salvation which centers In 
an atonement made by blood. They 
uttered a great truth when they said; 
"He saved others.” But he could not 
save himself and others because God's 
plan was to save others by giving 
himself.

h. The soldiers reviled him for
claiming to be a king. The title "King 
of the Jews" hud lieen placed over him 
III irony. Rut It was pre emliieiilly 
true, for by right of the Davidic cov­
enant, he shall one day he king over 
Israel (11 Sam. 7 :S-ltt). I'hrougli liK 
death, he came into the place of Lord­
ship over all who acknowledge liiui.

c. The impenitent malefactor (v.
30). This brutal uiau Joined In re­
viling the Savior, even though be him­
self was under condemnation.

4. The penitent malefactor (vv.
40-43).

The conscious sinner who discerned 
the heart of the Savior prayed for 
mercy. The salvation of this penitent 
man Is a remarkable picture of the 
saving power of Christ. The man con­
fessed bis sin as against God and cried 
to Jesus for salvation. He saw that 
the dying man was the forgiving God. 
His salvaticn was Immediate. Christ 
said: "Today shalt thou be with me In 
iwradlse."

V. The Death of Christ (vv. 44-46).
So shocking was this crime that na­

ture herself threw around the Son of 
God a shroud to hide him from the 
godless crowd. Darkness was upon the 
land at noonday. When the price of 
sin was paid he cried with a loud 
voice, showing that he still had vitality, 
that his vleatb was nut through ex­
haustion but by his sovereign will. 
He died like no other one In all his­
tory. He gave up the ghost, that Is, 
dismissed his spirit.

rARM S INCREASE DURING
FIVE YEARS DEPRESSION

T U L IA  BOVS WEAR WHISKERS

A fter remainiriK virtually station­
ary for twenty years, after 1910, tne 
number of farms in the United States 
increased t<- an all time hith of 
6.812.350 in the five y e s  b- t ,v« n 
1930 and 1935. This "  rev .ded m 
a bulletin of the Committee on Ajj- 
Ticultural i oi-opv’iation of the N.i- 
tiunal As ix'iation of M.inuf; t o-- 
em.

The bul'.otm. which announi-i d n  - 
nulla of the committee - -tudy of the 
jiiie. trend, and charactir of tlie 
ncultural industry, noted an increa - 
of 523,702 farm unit.-; in the f:>e 
depre'ssion years since 1930. "Whi i 
did the new farms ■■••me from 
asks the report.

“ Perhaps a few new farms \vi: > 
carved from the public domain. .. 
few  large units w ’re dividi-d and a 
few  new set.-, of buildir .- were e '-  
ected but perhaps al.-̂ * many aban­
doned homestead.-: were n —occupied 
and places which had .•■erved only 
as homes fur a generation did return 
to agricultural life".

While the number of farm unit; 
changed but little from 1910 when 
there were 6,361.502 farms to 1930 
when there were 6.288.648, the shift 
the report points out. In this period 
from E-ist to West was revolutionary, 
acreage increased 43.696.000 acres 
or 14 per cent, but of this increase 
35.000.000 consisted of wheat, rye 
barley and cotton which were all 
export crops.

Although the number of farm un­
its remained substantially the same 
over the 20-year period, total pop­
ulation increased 33 1-3 per cent to 
123,191.900. Among the questions 
that must be answered before indus­
trialists can begin to understand the 
farm situation, the report says, are 
the following: "How were they fed 
and clothed and otherwise provided 
with farm products'" "Did per capi­
ta consumption or standards of liv - 
mg decline'" "Did .Agriculture be­
come more proficient to provide for 
increasing population' ' “ Did Ex­
ports decline'" “ Were Imports ne­
cessary to make up deficiencies' "

These questions will claim the at­
tention of the commitu-e in the fu­
ture, said the bulletin.

G.VRDEN HINTS FOR JUNE

Revival Meeting at the ( alvary
Baptist Church Starts July 26th

According to Rev. H. L. Burnam, 
pastr>r of the Calvary Baptist church 
here, a protracted revival meeting 
w ill start July 26. Rev H. H. Sum­
mers of Abilene, will oe in charge 
o f the preaching services. The lead­
er of the singing has not been ar­
ranged for as yet. The Calvary Bap­
tist church invites everyone to these 
•ervices. and asks the cooperation of 
other churches in the community.

This is the day when the mosquito 
and the chigger have one of the years 
greatest feasts.

J F Rosborough, Exten.sion hort­
iculturist, recently gave some gar­
den hints for the early June season.

In regard to Irish potatoes, he .said, 
•'In harvesting Irish potatoes, place 
them in a shady place as soon as 
dug where they can dry o ff for 24 
to 48 hours before storing".

He explained that when onion tops 
have fallen over, pull up the onions 
and pile them in a shady place and 
the second day clip the tops back to 
one-half to one-fourth of an inch in 
length. Onions o f the Bermuda type 
can be stored for a short while. The 
sweet Spanish or Globe type of on­
ions are preferable for long storage.

Rosborough went on to say that. 
"Should the lower leaves on the to- 
nr.ato plants have small brow'n or 
black areas and the general lower 
foliage of the plant begin to turn 
yellow, it is a sign that leaf spot is 
starting, and the plants should be 
sprayed with one pound o f blue- 
stone, two pounds of hydrated lime, 
to 12 gallons of water.

“ At this time of the year, the or­
chard should be kept under close ob­
servation. The thin skinned early 
varieties of peaches are subject to 
brown rot and to proti-ct them, they 
should be sprayed," Rosborough 
stated.

The Extension Horticulturist said 
that the spray should consist of four 

' pounds of hydrated lime. 4 pounds 
of sulphur mixed together with five 
gallons of boiling water. Heat until 
dis.solved and add enough water to 
make 25 gallons of spray.

"G ive the trees a good spraying 
now and at intervals of three to four 
weeks apart until the fruit is har­
vested," he said.

Some of the suggestions he gave 
on care of berry vines were to cut 
old berry vines now and as soon as 
all of this year's crop of berries are 
picked, cut the old vine o ff at the 
ground level and leave the new suc­
ker growth on which the next year’s 
crop w ill be borne.

"Young grape vines should be tied 
to the wire of the trellis in order to 
build a frame work for next year's 
crop. The old vines making the ex­
tra growth may be pruned at this 
time by pinching out the ends. This 
w ill prevent the vines from trailing 
on the ground, making cultivation 
and spraying less d ifficu lt," Rosbor­
ough concluded.

Two years ago cxiieriments wore 
started by Superintendent R. K Dick­
son of the Spur Experiment Station, 
to determine the effect of contour 
li.'tinc on buffalo grass pa.sture. Lis­
ter furrows were run 3 inches deep 

land 39 ineties apart on a fi\e acre 
pasture plot that was not suitable 
for cultivated crops. A similar plot 
w.i- left unlisted for comparison. A f­
ter the --■■••'nd year, 32 blcx^ks of four 
squai'i feel each were h irvcsUxl on 
both the listed and unlisted lands 
111 order to compare their respi’c tiw  
yields The harvesting was done by 
hand so as to simulate close grazing 
and the yield on the listed land was 
found to be 2423 pounds of grass jx i 

l.icre as against 857 [xiunds ]X'|- acre 
I for the unlisted lands. In listing the 
! pasture. Mr. Dickson found that the 
■ ridges bt'tween the lister furrow- 
■did not entirely cover the stand of 
buffalo gra.ss on the land, since a 
narrow strip was left on either side 
of the furrow and this strip spread 
both across the furrow and acr- — 
the ridges between so that no re­
planting of any .sort was neee.- ary 
and while the first season following 
the listing was quite dry and the re­
sults not w ry  emphatic, the rainfall 
during the following season was 
more abundant, and by the end of 
the soa.son. a perfect iw e r  of gra.ss 
has been ss-cured.

Run-off experiments gauged with 
great accuracy have been under way 
on the Spur Experiment Station for 
years and the.se have shown that a 
good stand of buffalo greatly retards 
the run-off o f rain water; but the.se 
experiments with contour furrowing 
the pasture lands have shown that 
contour furrows greatly increase 
the amount of rainfall which is held

where it falls, and therefore, con­
tribute to a uniform better growth 
of the grazing. The profitableness of 
eontou.'ing pasture land is immed­
iately apparent to all who visit the 
Spur Station and note the dense 
and vigorous growth of the grass 
on the contoured areas as compared 
with the plats on a similar area left 
uncoiitoured in order to cheek the 
difference in behavior. M.my west 
Texas ranchers who have observed 
this experiment have gone home and 
contoured their own pastures so 
that one may see’ much grazing land 
now within a hundred miles or so 
of Spur where very little, if any of 
the rainfall is permitted to run o ff 
and the growth of grass is according­
ly far better than on t.ioso areas that 
arc not contoured.

It is only within the past few years 
that contouring has become general 
even on the cultivated fields and the 
practice did not become popular un­
til Mr. Dickson had shown that the 
practice results in greatly increased 
yields of crops amounting often to 
more than fifty per cent. The em­
phatic success o f contouring the 
farm lands pointed to the possibility 
of a similar treatment of pasture 
lands. When they find that this con­
touring can be done at practically 
no additional cost of cultivation, far­
mers no longer consider any other 
plan of laying out their farms, and 

ithey have found that it is profitable 
to erect terraces at intervals in order 
to capture the water that escapes 
from the contoured furrows during 
heavy rains, and these terraces in 
turn are usually so arranged that 
each lower terrace captures what­
ever water may escape from the 
higher terraces, the process being 
continued until the water escaping 
from the last and lowest terrace in 
the field is all that is lost from run­

off, and when the job is well done. 
It is a rare thing when this loss a- 
mounts to much. In fact the initial 
experiment in controlling the run- 

lo ff of ruin water in this fa.shion was 
i instituted by Mr Dickson on the 
Spur Station several years ago and 
in this experiment, he has been able 
to control the run-off water from a 
large area above the farm and to 
lead It back and forth across the 

! expi'iimental plat so that it pro­
duces very striking increa.ses in the 

jerop yields. The system used by Mr. 
' Dick.son has been dubbed "syrup 
'pan terracing" inasmuch as the level 
'terraces running back and forth a- 
icross the field are so adju.sted as to 
discharge the escaping water at al- 

|tcrnate ends and thus lead the water 
;back and forth across the field in
the same manner that cane juice is
led back and forth across the evap­
orator pan by partitions open at al- 

Iternate ends. Dickson even captures 
' the water pa.ssing the farm in road 
j ditches and turns it into his syrup 
I pan terrace scheme, 
j At the Denton Station the pasture 
 ̂which contains a hill of v »ry  steep 
slope, has been contoured with level 

'terraces with closed ends, spaced 
: rather close together and built high 
enough to hold practically any rain 

'fa ll likely to occur. The area between 
the terraces is being contoured al­
so. A feature of the Denton pasture 
layout is the use of a few o f the lo­
wer terraces to provide water for I the station stock tank. These terraces 
having been laid out level and clos­
ed as were those above, have been 
abruptly cut near the middle and a 
grassed drain made directly into the 
stock tank so that the discharge will 
go practically without silt into the 
tank. Supt. P. B. Dunkle thinks that 
it w ill be a simple matter to regu­
late the supply from the terraces in­

to the tank by raising or 
their outlets.

These orgies of pnb- 
llo castigation . . . may la- means of 
furthering Individual iHilltIcul aiiihl- 
tlons, they may lie build-ups for those 
with I'resldentlal hankerings, but so 
far as the public Interest Is concerned 
they are sliii|>ly sound and fury.”

3. The tendency "of th<,*e In charge 
of the New T>eal to over-emphasize ad­
herence to the belief In the philostiphy 
of the movement and to minimize the 
Importance of com|ietent technical ad­
ministration.”

Doctor Moley defended capitalism; 
declared that already there has been 
a wide dtatrIhutlOD of wealth In this 
country, and warned the average man 
that he eventually must pay the mount­
ing bill! for relief—that he la the “mls- 
Blonary being fattened for a canni­
balistic feast"

Germany Celebrates Her 
Revived Navy

W ITH three days of maneuvers, re­
view* and ceremonies, Cermany 

celebrated the revival of her navy, and 
closed the hIg event by dedicating at 
Kiel the huge nioniinient to the men 
and ships that went down in the Battle 
of Jutland, Iteirhsfuehrer Hitler was 
aboard the dispatch boat grille  and 
from Its topmast Hew the old flag of 
the kaiser*. In the maneuvers the 
new navy, about fifty battleships, cruis­
ers, destroyers and submarines repelled 
an "enetay" attach on Kiel harbor. 
New siihtnarlnes and spetsiboats, first 
units of the fleet being built under the 
Anglotierman trenfy which wiped 
nwiiy the Versailles treaty limitations 
of the releli navy to KHMKKI tons, were 
sliovv: puhlicly for the first time.

Hitler, himself, did not speak during 
the ceremonies of the monument dedi­
cation. Instead he listened to Admiral 
Itneder, Vice .Admiral Wolf, and Ad­
miral von I’rolher, who was chief of 
staff during the Jutland fight. The lat­
ter two. l(Oth veterans of that fight, 
Iiaid trll'ute to the Kngllsh as well as 
the (iennnn heroes of the engagement.

Thousands of former sailors from 
nil jiarts of Cermany participated In 
the eeremonles. There were also as- 
ei'nihled former colonial soldiers, 
riresse,! In their khaki uniforms. The 
presence of these colonials constantly 
Is assuming greater Imporlance In Cer- 
mnu gatherings.
