Then
the normal terrestrial range of
temperature is represented by a
line on the dial, narrower than the
thickness of the thinnest piece of
paper. If we are to maintain tem-
peratures on earth as they are to-

moved to one side or the uther by
even so much as the thickness of a
hair, average temperatures on
earth will either drop far below
freezing, or rise above the boiling
point of water.

It is literally true that all life on
earth is “hanging by a thread,” the
thread of gravitation which links
us to the sun, and holds the earth
within the beneficent sphere of its
radiation. If this thread should
break, or if it should stretch ever
so slightly, or contract, even by the
smallest amount, temperature con-
ditions would so change on earth
that we would all immediately
freeze to death, or perish in a horror
of suffocation and flame.
