Laat week, each apoke. cutting 
through diplomatic red tape in a 
blunt manner that made touchy 
Britiah atateamen quake, that made 
the folks back home shudder over 
the realities of Europe's current 
crisis.

At Bordeaux, Ambassador Bullitt 
uncorked a bombshell, flavoring an 
informal talk on French wines with 
bouquets about U. S.-French friend­
ship. Said he: “ France and the 
United States are indefectively unit­
ed in war as in peace . . .  by our 
devotion to liberty and democracy 
. . .  by our old friendship, by the 
aid we brought each other in our 
hour of distress"

Next day. dedicating a monument 
to American World war dead, he 
apoke again: “ If war should break 
out in Europe no human being could 
say whether the United States would 
become mvolved."

But in the very next breath he 
gave proud France and Great Brit­
ain another thought to mull over, 
hinting that Germany's present eco­
nomic pLght might be their respon­
sibility: “ If our effort for peace 
IS to achieve anything, it must be 
baaed on the ability to put ourselves 
in other men's shoes, recognizing 
the truth of this saying; "There, 
but for the grace of God, go I.' ”

In London, Ambassador Kennedy 
emerged from a conference with 
Prime Minister Neville Chamber- 
lain, blurting to newsmen that Brit­
ain wanted to know whether she 
could expect U. S. aid. No sooner 
had he spoken than the London Eve­
ning News criticized Joe Kennedy's 
outspokenness. Obviously proud 
England was piqued that the world 
should know she was actively seek­
ing U. S. aid. But that did not 
stop him from rushing to Aberdeen, 
Scotland, where he demanded that 
the world's youth be given a better 
deal than “ a short life carrying a 
gun.”

Foreiftn
Italy’ s Benito Mussolini, who could 

dc no better than create mild furore 
with an anti-Jewish drive, must 
have envied the headlines being 
made by his fellow dictator, Adolf 
Hitler. Since early August, the one­
time Austrian housepainter has kept 
all Europe in a “ crijiis,”  until last 
week the word "crisis”  began losing 
its significance.

To Berchtesgaden. der fuehrer's 
Alpine chalet, sped Konrad Henleui, 
Czechoslovakian Sudeten leader 
whose followers want autonomy and 
eventual annexation by Germany. 
While Fuehrer Henlein talked with 
Fuehrer Hitler, German Foreign 
Minister Joachim von Ribbentrop 
closeted himself in Berlin with 
Great Britain's Ambassador Nevile 
Henderson, emerged after assuring 
the nervous Englishman that Ger­
many plans no hasty step in the 
Czech squabble.

But Europe had a hopeless case 
of war fever. If Adolf Hitler’ s 1.000,- 
000 war-gaming soldiers had gone 
home, tension might have been re­
lieved. Instead, several hundred 
thousand Nazi warriors massed on 
the Rhine frontier, visiting nrw for­
tifications they would use in a war 
on Prance. Paris bristled immedi­

ately. Almost overnight. 300.000 re­
servists were rushed to the Maginot 
Une.

Meanwhile. Great Britain enjoyed 
another spell of worrying, notifying 
Ambassador Henderson that he 
might warn Germany of England's 
inability to remain out of any con­
flict der fuehrer might start. Inas­
much as Ambassador Henderson 
has been alternately warning and 
pleading with Germany since early 
August, his ultimatum probably fell 
on deaf ears.

At Prague, observers watched the 
result of Konrad Henlein's conversa­
tion. England's mediator. Viscount 
Runciman. scurried around. The 
Czech cabinet met secretly, finally 
emerged to offer Sudetens t l) terri­
torial autonomy; <2i recognit i of 
their full equality in the Czechoslo­
vak state; <3) recognition of full 
equality of the German language in 
Sudeten areas.

This, amounting to complete sur­
render. might have created a sensa­
tion had Adolf Hitler not been steal­
ing the show again. At Nuremberg, 
before 1.000.000 Nazis attending the 
annual party congress, der fuehrer 
defied the world, boasted of Ger­
many's power and praised his two 
lukewarm allies. Japan and Italy.
•  At Takaoka, fire leveled 2.000 
buildings, caused 100 deaths At 
Osaka. 13.000 homes were fli-xied. 
At K >be. 31 ships sank. Such was 
the aftermath of Japan's second 
typh in in five days.

Politics
Behind Franklin Rofisevelt lay 

two smarting political defeats South 
Carobna's Democrats had elected 
Ellison D. » "Cotton Ed"> Smith 
over his objection. California's 
Democrats had licked his favorite.

1 Sen. William Gibbs McAdoo. These 
defeats, plus earlier primary shel- 
lackin.ji, plus the prospect of more 
losses m Moryland and Georgia, 
made Franklin Roosevelt realize 
that next winter’s congress will be 
;:.,Di.-iro as an army mule and com- 
pleti'y di.-voij of party lines

Mulling these tiioughts. the Pres­
ident on offered a solution. At 
his semi v.crkly press conference he 
announced his support of liberal 
candidates regardless of their polit­
ical ancestry. Boasted he: ' If 
there is a good liberal running on 
the Republican ticket. I would not 
have the slightest objection to his 
election. Good of country rises 
above party"

In effect. Mr Roosevelt said he 
could no longer be regarded as an 

' organization Democrat, that he is a 
liberal—whatever that means—in 
this fall's primaries, in November's 
election, and in 1940.

The President’ s apparent hope 
was that enough bberals, both Re­
publican and Democratic, will be 

' elected next November to give 
I Roosevelt liberalism a clear ma- 
' Jonty over conservatives of both 

parties. If that was his idea. Re­
publican Chairman J >hn D. M 
Hamilton found the statement a con­
venient signal for another of his 
fanatical tirades against New Deal- 
ism.

Explained he: "The true Repub­
licans running for congress this year 
are bberals. Most of the Demo­
crats seeking re-election are nut. 
True liberals are those making a 
determined fight against centraliza- 
tion of powers in one man. True 
liberals would never vote for . . . 
.Mew Deal schemes to restrict pro­
duction . . .  for irresponsible fiscal 
measures.”

Soundest comment came from Il­
linois' Sen. James Hamilton l„ewis, 
vacationing in California where

Sheridan Downey had Just won sen­
atorial nomination on a state pen­
sion platform. “ There are no na­
tional political parties left in the 
nation,”  he said. “ The California 
election . . .  is an expression of 
what may now come in every state 
. . . of gentlemen running for fed­
eral offlee upon wholly state issues 
and local remedies."

Three days later. Franklin Roose­
velt spoke at Denton, Md., seeking 
the scalp of Sen. Millard E. Tydings. 
Again hitting the liberalism tack, he 
answered “ Ham”  Lewis' comment: 
“ The Democratic party will live and 
continue to receive the support of 
the majority of Americans Just so 
long as it remains a liberal party. 
U it reverts, it will fa i l”

Though Fascism and Naziism jibe 
in theory. Fascist Italy has never 
discriminated against Jews like 
Nasi Germany. But last month. 
Italian Jews began tasting the bitter 
fruits of Adolf Hitler's friendship fur 
Benito Mussolmi. First hint of this 
trend was expulsion of Jews from 
all Italian administrative offices, a 
step which brought down the wrath 
of Pope Pius, and brought an equal­
ly righteous reply from II Duce.

Fortnight ago. It became clear 
that Italy was only startmg a cam­
paign of racial intolerance that will 
equal Germany's. From the council 
of ministers came a decree that all 
Jews who settled in Italy, Libya or 
the Aegean islands since ItflB must 
get out Still open, presumably, u 
Itaban East Africa (Ethiopia), an 
unpopular land where few Italians 
wish to live.

Next day. another decree closed 
all state-recognized schools to Jew­
ish teachers and students. As sad­
eyed Hebrews began resigning their 
jobs and inquiring about emigration, 
only the most optimistic thought 
Italy's anti-Jewish npaign was at 
an end.

Yet we appear to 
be complacent In 
the face of the tact 
that the majority 
of our population is 
handicapped by de- 
caved teeth!

W l  Nor does the 
mere statement of 

the case convey any idea of the 
seriousne.ss of the situation. For 
it is unfortunate that diseased 
teeth and dental infections which 
may result from unchecked de­
cay, seldom incapacitate the suf­
ferer. Thus the victim  does not 
become sufficiently alarmed to 
take the steps necessary to arrest 
the progress of the diseased con­
dition.

Yet a single decayed tooth 
might be compared to a poison 
factory, distributing its noxious 
products to every part of the body, 
and tooth decay may be indirectly 
responsible for rheumatic ail­
ments. neuritis, dyspepsia or du­
odenal ulcers. It may even be a 
contributing cause of heart trou­
ble.

Pojjiblllties of Prevention 
Yet there is little or no excuse 

(or the appalling amount of denial 
decay that affiicls the American 
people. For in recent years a vast 
amount of laboratory and clinical 
research has been undertaken in 
this field and there is impressive 
evidence that dental caries, or de­
cay, may be completely controlled 
by dietary means. Then, too. our 
understanding of correct dental 
hygiene has advanced tremen- ! 
dously, and scientifically designed ' 
tooth brushes and skillf'ully com- | 
pounded dentifrices are available | 
in every town and hamlet through­
out the country.

that this vitamin ia essential to 
the dentine, enamel, cementum 
and the bone of the jaw . And 
there are on record rem arkable 
experiments which demonstrate 
that dental decay and gum dis­
orders are both prevented and ar­
retted when extra amounts of 
foods containing vitamin C are in­
cluded in a well-balanced diet.

V’ ltamin C is best obtained from 
the citrus fruits, tomatoes and 
raw leafy vegetables such as cab­
bage.

Vitamin D which we get from 
the sun, from fish-liver oils and 
eoneentrates, and from Irradiated 
foods and those fortified with vita­
min D roncentrale, ia necessary 
(or the proper utilization o f the 
calcium and phosphoma, which 
must be generously supplied If the 
teeth are to develop properly.

Importance of Dental Hy9ieno
Thus a carefully calculated diet, 

beginning before birth and con­
tinuing throughout life, is neces­
sary to build teeth that are stme- 
turally sound. But even the most 
perfect teeth require constant 
care to maintain their soundness.

Thorough brushing is necessary 
after every meal to rem ovo all 
particles of food which remain be­
tween the crevices and cling near 
the necks of the teeth. I f  not re­
moved. this debris may ferment, 
giving rise to unpleasant odors 
and creating acids which may at­
tack the tooth enamel.

It is important, however, that 
the brushing be done correctly, 
away from the gums and with a 
slight rolling stroke, so that the 
bristles can penetrate between the 
teeth. Never use a horizontal 
stroke nor brush toward the gums. 
This may irritate the tender tia-

Diet and Dental Diteasa
Various investigators have ad­

vocated difTerent ilietary formulas 
for the control o f dental decay. 
There is a lack of agreement 
among them as to which single 
element is the most important in 
constructing a diet to prevent 
caries.

But outstanding authorities hold 
that each of the five following di­
etary factors has a controlling in­
fluence: vitamins A, C and D; an 
adequate supply, in the correct 
proportions, of the minerals, ca l­
cium and phosphorus; an excess 
of alkaline or base-forming foods 
over acid-forming foods; and a 
generous allowance of raw foods, 
with emphasis on those that leave 
an alkaline-ash.

Vitamin A and Tooth Structure
Notable research has demon­

strated that vitamih A is a definite 
factor in controlling tooth develop­
ment. The development of the 
enamel is governed by a complex 
structure which begins to deterio  
rate as soon as vitamin A is with­
held. When experimental animals 
are placed on a diet lacking in 
this vitamin, their teeth become 
brittle, chalky and white. This is 
due to the loss of the enamel, with 
its orange colored pigment, and 
the exposure of the dentine.

An English authority also claims 
that vitamin A is necessary to 
help prevent diseases of the gums.

Inasmuch as vitamin A likewise 
has many other important func­
tions to perform in the body, ev­
ery homemaker should see to it 
that her meals contain an abun­
dance of milk and other dairy 
products, and the green, leafy and 
yellow  vegetables which are a 
good source of this vitamin.

Vitamin C and Tooth Health
Vitamin C is closely associated 

with the health of both teeth and

Origin o f ‘Yankee Doodle* Is Traced to 
Dutch Words Mesuiing ‘Little John’s Toot*

For all our American pride and 
pleasure in the song "Yankee 
Doodle," neither the origin of the 
tune nor the derivation of the two 
words in the title has ever been de­
termined with certainty. So Har­
old Davis reminds us in the current 
issue of American Speech.

Mr. Davis reviews the various ar­
guments and shows that any num­
ber of derivations have been sug­
gested. but the real purpose of his 
article is to make known some new 
evidence.

It seems that there were recently 
discovered, in the basement of the 
Calais free library in Calais, Maine, 
42 diary-notebooks which once be­
longed to James S. Pike. This Pike 
was a versatile fellow, having been 
a famous newspaper correspondent 
and American minister to Holland 
from IM l to 18M.

In one ol these notebooks was 
found a draft of a letter, written 
from HoUand In 1M4, 'T o  the Ed. 
of the Boston Advertiser." This 
letter reports on Pike’s investlga- 
tloa into “ Yankee Doodle" and a 
moat aoJoyaMc ItMar it is.

"Yankee," Pike said, quite likely 
came from “ Jan-tje,”  meaning "L it­
tle John.”  "Doodle" probably came 
from “ doedel”  which the Dutch used 
as a part of their description of a 
Scotch bagpipe. It meant "toot.”

"Yankee Doodle" in the Dutch 
"Jan-tje Doedel." meaning "Little 
John’s too l” —From "The Pleasures 
of Publishing"—tColumbia Univer­
sity Press).

It 
is a harsh thing to blame the 
strength of these movements, all of 
which crop up during depression 
times, upon elderly people. It is 
nevertheless the cold fart that they 
are the type among whom such 
schemes are promoted, and because 
they have votes, the candidate for 
office stoops to the level of adding 
furt.her to hopes that never can be 
fulfilled in that manner.

The 
amounts can be pushed up and up 
and the fervor of the suffering un­
der this illusion grows greater and 
greater. And always, such move­
ments provide the breeding ground 
for other racketeers who want to 
promote dissension and dissatisfac­
tion. Always, too, there will be po­
litical champions for the “ cause”  
whatever it may be, because there 
is something, some balo,,$beut pub­
lic office that will lead men into the 
strangest views.

Braid Trimming Is Smart

Without question, the most pre­
cious possession any man or woman 
has (apart from his fellowship with 
God if he is a Christian, and the 
love of his own family) is friend­
ship. It is the Aower that blooms 
by the side of the rugged pathway 
of life. Like many Aowers, some 
friendships need to be cultivated 
and encouraged.

It has been said that the love of 
a woman for another woman is a 
beautiful thing, the love of a man 
for a woman an even more devoted 
and precious thing, but that the 
bond of ,ove between man and man 
surpasses all in its strength and 
glory. Some might question such a 
statement, and yet it is true that 
between man and man there is 
the possibility of the highest type 
of friendship. David and Jonathan 
stand at the head of an inspiring 
list of men who loved each other 
with their whole souls.

The lesson for today calls for a 
careful reading of the incidents in 
the life of Jonathan and David re­
corded in I Samuel, chapters 14. 18. 
19, and 20, as well as the Arst chap­
ter of II Samuel. It is a story w‘hich 
will richly reward a careful read­
ing. Considering the printed portion 
in the light of this background we 
note six things that characterized 
this great friendship.

I. Cultivated (v. 4>.
Friendships must be "kept in re­

pair.”  Foolish and almost wicked 
is that man who by boorishly cJ- 
fending his fellow-men, or by 
neglecting the thoughtful words and 
acts that cultivate friendship, drives 
men away from him. "He that 
hath friends must show himself 
friendly" (Prov. 18-24). Consider 
the admonition of our Lord in Luke 
16:8, 9, where he urges the righteous 
use of even our worldly possessions 
to cultivate eternal friendships. 
Read what Jonathan did in I Sam. 
18:3-5, only one of his many loving 
and thoughtful acts.

II. Courteous <v. 8).
David asked that Jonathan deal 

kindly with him, and the entire 
story reveals that he did Just that, 
always. More friendships are 
wrecked on the rocks of little dis­
courtesies than in almost any other 
way.

We live in an age which affects an 
outward veneer of culture but which 
is at heart often thoughtless and un­
kind. Let Christian men and women 
be courteous. They should be so as 
followers of the gentle Jesus, and it 
w‘ill bring them countless friends.

III. Candid (v. 9).
Friendships that last must be

built on absolute candor, not the 
kind that delight* in telling an un­
pleasant truth, but one which 
speaks the truth in love. Jonathan 
told David the truth.

Little wonder that friendships 
built on smooth greetings of "dear" 
and "darling”  or "delighted to see 
you, old man,”  but which are in real­
ity not honestly affectionate an^ 
true do not last until one goes 
round the corner.

IV. Conrageous (w .  12, 13).
Jonathan was such a faithful son

that when the time of parting came 
he stayed with his wicked father 
rather than go with David, whom 
he loved. But he was true to David 
even though he knew it would incur 
the wrath of hi* father if that friend­
ship became known.

Things that cost us nothing are 
usually "worth it.”  Real friend­
ship call* for sacriAce, standing by 
in the night hours, sharing burdens, 
being loyal even though other* may 
condemn us for it.

V. Covenant Keeping (w . 16, 17).
Covenants entered Into by solemn

treaties in our time are soon dis­
carded a* "scraps of paper.”  People 
make promise* to one another that 
they never intend to fulAll. Jonathan 
and David made a covenant and 
kept it.

This matter of trickery and false­
hood in life and business is one that 
deeply troubles the writer of these 
notes. He sees unmistakable evi­
dence that this perverse spirit has 
come into the precincts of the 
church itself. We should have a re­
vival of honesty in office, home, 
state, and church.

VI. Complete (v. 17).
"He loved him as he loved his 

own soul"—such a friend was Jon­
athan. His devotion to David had 
no qualifying "strings" on it  He 
was not seeking something for him­
self. The closest he came to that 
was to bring his children into the 
covenant with David (v, 15), and 
who could question the propriety of 
such devotion between true friends? 
He saw that David was to supplant 
Saul as king, and In the face of hi* 
own Interest as Saul’s son, he put 
Oavld forward.

Friendship 1* skin to our relaUon- 
ship to God in that it caU* for a 
complete giving of ourselves. U we 
are to be true friend*. Thi* doe* 
not mean that Individuality is lost, 
or special interesU and abilities de­
stroyed. but It doe* mean a whole- 
souled desire for our friend's wel­
fare, end • complete devotion of 
our aU to his good.

Each season o l the year makes 
its own demand.', upon motorists. 
The approach o l Autumn lends 
timeliness to a brief discussion of 
the things which the motor car 
owner can do to assure maximum 
driving satisfaction during those 
few  weeks between summer heat 
and winter cold.

In spite o f certain conditions 
that require extra caution on the 
roads, there is nothing about Au­
tumn to cause the slightest anxiety  ̂
to a driver who recognizes these 
conditions and governs his driving 
accordingly. City streets are likely 
to present some hazards due to wet 
leaves underfoot, but application 
of the same rules as apply in w in­
ter driving w ill prevent trouble 
from that source. j

I Avoid abrupt stops. Even on dry i 
pavement, it is always a gcxid plan 
to check car speed gradually. The 
driver who has formed that habit 
w ill automatically handle his car . 
safely when ice. snow, or wet lea­
ves put special emphasis on the 
cautious use of brakes.

Few drivers make turns correct­
ly. The tendency is to apply the 
brakc^s when going into a turn, and 
this is wrong. It throws the weight 
o f the car upon the front end. mak­
ing it hard to .steer. Try slowing , 
dow'n before you start the turn and 
then at the moment of turning.' 
step on the accelerator slightly 
This throws the weight toward the , 
rear o f the car, and makes for a ; 
smooth, easy turn. The advice ap- . 
plies not only in the fall but all  ̂
the year round.
