| or fact of belonging to or being con-

nected with a nation or state as by
nativity or allegiance.”” Nationality
acquired by birth may be lost by
naturalization in another country,
Citizenship is defined as the status
of a citizen, with its rights and priv-
ileges.

It took this country ten years to
discover something was wrong with
its 1890 purchase of baby palms,
says Popular Mechanics.
