"Pm  umonia is a seasonal d i­
sease in that its incidence and 
m ortality are much increased d u r- i 
ing wet. cold w eather," according! 
to Dr. Geo. \V. Cox, S tate H ealth i 
Officer. Last week 234 cases of 
pneum onia were reported  to the i 
S tate Health D epartm ent. The d i- 
siase is most prevalent and seri­
ous in urban centers w here con­
tact w ith  pieoplc is most frequent. 
Pneum onia is always dangerous, 
b u ‘ it is especially so to people in 
a run  down condition. Thi.s ac­
counts for the num ber of eases 
following illness from some other 
disease. i

The germs that cause pneum on- ; 
ia are spread by careless coughers. j 
spitters and objects th a t they , 'n -; 
feet. The first symptoms are us ■ \ 
ually a severe chill and fever, .n ' 
very sick feeling, loss of ap p e tite , ' 
rapid  breath ing and a heavy sen- ■ 
sation in the chest. S om etim es. 
coughing brings up blood from 
the inflam ed lungs. Any of these 
symptoms should be the signal for 
going to bed at once and sending 
for your family doctor.

The rules and prevention of o- 
ther respiratory  diseases apply to 
pneumonia. These rules should be 
personal habits and not put on or 
off a t tim es of prevalence or ab- 
■sence of disease. Persons should 
avoid careless coughers, even if 
it means rudeness. Wash your 
hands thoroughly before each meal 
and keep your hands, pencils and 
such objects away from  your nose 
and mouth. G et plenty of fresh 
air day and night. Exercise and 
eat in m oderation and w ear cloth­
ing suitable for the w eather.

Pneum onia ranks second as a 
cause of death  in Texas. In 1938, 
5,432 persons died of this disease. 
It should be rem em bered th a t con­
tagious and infectious diseases 
cannot be decreased or elim inated 
w ithout the cooperation of the 
picople and this m eans tha t the 
people who are sick w ith contag­
ious or infectious diseases should 
be isolated and visited as little as 
possible by relatives and friends.

When 
such a consistent New Dealer makes 
rem arks like that on the senate 
fioor, colleagues know White House 
and congress are no longer on 
speaking terms. Senator^ Thomas* 
speech (written a t 3 a. m. on a 
sleepless night) culminated a series 
of executive-legislative rifts that is 
frankly alarming proponents of 
Democratic peace;

Appointments. Last summ er P res­
ident Roosevelt named Floyd Rob­
erts of Virginia as federal district 
judge. This was “personally offen­
sive and obnoxious” to Virginia's 
Sen. Carter Glass and his colleague, 
Harry F. Byrd, because it constitut-

ITAH'S ELBERT THOM.AS

ed an effort to remove patronage 
from the hands of congress. Though 
the senate supported the Byrd-Glass 
contention 72 to 9. it appeared P resi­
dent Roosevelt was only beginning 
an effi^rt to discredit his congres­
sional foes by over-riding their nom­
inations for choice political Jobs.

As the rebels prepared to throw 
out Wisconsin's allegedly red-tinted 
Thomas R. Amlie. White House in­
terstate commerce commission 
nommee, several other startling ap­
pointments were announced. A slap 
at Ohio's Sen. Vic Donahey was the 
naming of Herschel W. Arant. Ohio 
State's law school dean, to the cir­
cuit court of appeals. Next came 
Philadelphia's Francis Biddle, also 
named an appellate judge over ob­
jections of Pennsylvania's devout 
New Dealer, Sen. Joseph F. Guf­
fey. This was also a blow at John 
Lewis' C. I. O., because the Guffey 
nominee (Judge Michael A. Mus- 
manno of Pittsburgh) is an ardent 
pro-Lewis man. In New York the 
President appointed a Republican 
federal judge, and in Philadelphia 
he gave another judgeship to Harry 
E. Kaldoner, whose legal experience 
was limited before he joined the 
cabinet of ex-Gov. George H. Earle 
in 1934. These were but a few sam ­
ple Presidential appointments that 
ruffled congressional nerves.

Legislation. Though Democratic 
house majority leaders have accept­
ed a modified form of government 
reorganization (defeated last year), 
and though the President's $552,000,- 
000 extra defense appropriation will 
probably pass. White House-con­
gress friendship ends there. Al­
ready eliminated is a $100,000,000 
appropriation for TVA at Gilberts- 
ville, Ky. The President's request 
for a new sta rt on Florida's ship 
canal and the Passamaquoddy tidal 
project is doomed. While a rebel­
lious senate foreign affairs commit­
tee threatens to publicize all its fu­
ture hearings (as a brake on secret 
administration plans) the Export- 
Import bank has been restrained 
from making large credit loans to 
foreign nations. This will forestall 
em barrassm ent over “unoffleial al­
liances.”

While social security 's reserve 
fund is under fire (because the U. S. 
borrows all reserve funds), the New 
Deal's vast relief program is en­
dangered by a growing congression­
al economy bloc. The President's 
demand for restoration of $150,000,- 
000 lopped off his deficiency relief 
appropriation is now sidetracked in 
favor of a long range welfare study. 
Virginia's Rep. Clifton A. Woodrum 
has asked a cut in next year’s relief 
budget to $1,120,000,000 (half the 
President's request) and assign­
ment of relief control to congres­
sional hands. But relief will prob­
ably be settled by adoption of the 
bill designed by South Carolina's 
Sen. Jam es F. Byrnes, following 
last year’s senate inquiry.

MiscellRnroas. Anti-White House 
sentiment took voice in continuation 
of the house committee to investi­
gate un-Americanism, under which

Texas' Martin Dies received $100.- 
000 and a carte blanche to explode 
all the bombshells he wished. Pend­
ing are impeachment proceedings 
against Madame Secretary of La­
bor Frances Perkins, charged with 
harboring Alien H arry Bridges, al­
legedly communistic west coast C. 
I. O. lesder.

SignlAcance. Since the President 
and congress seem to be heading 
down opposite paths, the best guess 
holds that Mr. Roosevelt is delib­
erately inviting a split in Democrat­
ic ranks leading to formation of a 
third party for 1940. But Labor's 
Nonpartisan league (C. I. O) must 
be a bulwark of that party, and the 
anti-C. I. O. slur contained in Judge 
Musmanno's rejection fails to jibe 
with these plans. Moreover most 
debated presidential appointments 
have been judicial practically val­
ueless from a political viewpoint. 
But party-smashing need follow no 
definite course; damaged feelings 
could easily be patched up in time 
for a third party campaign in 1940 
—or 1944.

I Asia
Three hundred miles southwest of 

Hong Kong and directly in Britain’s 
communication path lies tiny but 
important Hainan island, generally 
considered within France’s sphere 
of influence. What both France and 
Britain have long feared is Jap ­
anese seizure of Hainan, despite •  
1937 agreement that Tokyo would 
stay out so long as France blocked 
munition traffic to China via French 
Indo-China. But Japan has now 
violated that agreement, occupying 
Hainan on a “ temporary” basis so 
long as m ilitary necessity demands.

I Most observers fear that “military 
necessity” will demand permanent 
occupation.

Significant is the fact that France 
has just rejected Japan's ambassa-

Protesting Mexican expropriation 

of American-OMTied oil lands. Secre­
tary of State Cordell Hull has de­
manded compensation. Meanwhile 
a false belief has arisen in Mexico 
City that President Roosevelt sym­
pathizes with the revolutionary re­
gime of President Lazaro Cardenas. 
F ar from sympathetfb, Mr. Roose­
velt recently called Mexican am bas­
sador Dr. Don Francisco Castillo 
Najera to the White House for a 
seminar on international good taste. 
The lesson: That sovereign Mexico 
can expropriate but m utt also make 
compensation. As Senor Najera 
carried this protest home. U. S. oil­
men were heartened into offering 
President Cardenas a settlement 
proposal; Oil lands would be re­
turned. title and profits then di­
vided on a 50-50 basis between gov­
ernment and oil companies.

But news from Mexico City made 
it clear this offer would be rejected. 
In addition to a $17,000,000 agree­
ment signed last December to bar­
ter oil for German machinery. 
President Cardenas has just an­
nounced two new barter contracts 
involving approximately $4,000,000,- 
000 in Mexican oil and Nazi m anu­
factured protects.

That Senor Cardenas is smugly 
satisfied with his progress was evi­
denced by the rem ark of his chief 
political aid. Luis Rodriguez, made 
to visiting Col Fulgencio Batista, 
Cuban strong man: “When the 
President found the foreign com­
panies refusing to obey the gov­
ernm ent’s orders in court, he gave 
the stem  order to expropriate the 
oil companies. We show it to you 
as an authentic victory of the revo­
lution, as an example to you.”

Whether Strong Man Batista 
would accept the example remains 
to be seen, but Mexico already has 
one Latin-American ally in this

In typical Japanese fashion, Hai­
nan’s occupation is a poker-faced, 
self-righteous trick that dares Brit­
ain, France and the* U. S. to re­
taliate. By Chinese, who see their 
nation falling apart bit by b il  the 
move is greeted with mixed emo­
tion. The hoped-for consequence is 
a lifting of France’s ban on arm s 
shipments through Indo-China.

But from his headquarters in far 
western Chungching, Chinese Gen­
eralissimo Chiang Kai - shek 
mourned Hainan's fall as the "be­
ginning of Japanese domination in 
the Pacific.” Predicting heavy con­
sequences for the U. S.. France and 
Britain. General Chiang not only 
saw broken communication lines 
between Hong Kong, Singapore and 
Australia, but alio a threat to U. S.

I and British naval bases at Hawaii 
and Singapore.

Intentionally or otherwise, U. S. 

Secretary of State Cordell Hull 
stepped to a microphone the night 
before congress went to work on 
President Roosevelt’s enlarged de­
fense program. By the time he 
le fl the world had learned bow 
America’s No. 1 diplomat and 
tradesman feels about war: He 
sympathizes with the White House.

After offering the standard de­
fense argument that it is a nation's 
"sacred duty” to arm  when the 
specter of a major war "haunts the 
world,” Mr. Hull staged two sur­
prises. The first, unusual for a dip- 
lom al was a rejection of proposals 
that the U. S. call a disarm ament 
conference. Next surprise was a 
common sensical explanation that 
arm s conferences mean nothing 
when the basic causes underlying 
war are economic. These, he said, 
must be wiped out as a prerequisite.

Greek Law of 25 Centuries Ago Provides
Fundamentals of Present Day Patent System

The grant of patents for inven­
tions began long before the Chris­
tian era. Frank E. Barrows of New 
York says in a symposium of the 
American O iem ical Society on 
American Patent Practice and Pro­
cedure.

“The earliest patent system ot 
which we have authentic record was 

j in the Greek province of Sybarls and 
related to inventions of new foods," 

I it is pointed out. "Sybaris was de- 
I stroyed in 510 B. C., and with it the 
I record of its experience with a pat- 
j ent system, but the Greek historian 
I Phyla rebus, wriUng in the Third 
I century B. C., tells us about the pro- 
I visions of the system. It provided 
j that any cook or ca te re r who in­

vented an (musual and peculiar dish 
was entitled to a monopoly of 
this new knKntion tor a period ot 
one year.

"Ctely the inventor waa entitted to

the profit to be derived from  its 
m anufacture during this period, and 
the purpose was not only to protect 
and rew ard the inventor but to en­
courage others to labor a t  excelling 
in that field. Thus we have In the 
Sybaris patent law of 2S centuries 
sgo the fundam entals of our m odem  
patent systems.

"F or practical purposes the ea r­
liest of our m odem  system s is tha t 
of G reat BriUin, estabUsbed by tbe 
English Statute at Monopolies in 
1823, m ore than three centuries ago. 
Our own patent system  Is next in 
point of time. It was established in 
1790, shortly after the adoption of 
the Federal Constitution.

"Even befors that Urns pstenta 
had been granted by some c t  tbe 
American colaAics. Tbe adoption ot 
patent systems has spread and prsc- 
ticslly aU natioiu h sv t patent syt-

Mott Birds Migrate at Night; When
Clouds Are Low Fly Close to Earth

Most birds m igrate a t night, some 
by day or night, others only by day. 
The reason for the m ajority of night 
flighU Is probably that the birds can 
feed and rest during the day and 
then fly at night when they are well 
fed and strong. When the clouds 
hang low the migrating birds fly 
close to the earth to avoid them. 
Step out In your back yard some 
night when a storm is brewbig and 
listen to the strange calls of count­
less birds that are hurrying south­
ward in the inky blacknesi with no 
guide rave that called "in stin c t” It 
is when m igrating b ird i are flybig 
low on cloudy nlghU that they often 
strike high towers, smokestacks or 
perhaps become fascinated by some 
dazzling lighthouse beacon and dash 
themselves to death against I t  ad­
vises Frank L. DuMond in the De­
troit Free Press.

The following species usually m i­
grate by day: Loons, cranes, peli­
cans. shore birds, gulls, hawks, 
swifts, nighthawks, ruby-throated 
hummingbirds, bluebirds, jays, 
blackbirds, kingbirds, waxwings 
and swallows.

Some common night m igrants 
are: Warblers, flycatchers, spar­
rows, rails, cuckoos, vireos and 
wrens.

This migrating urge is not con­
fined to our sum m er resident birds 
and those that neat a few hundred 
miles north of us. Even now high
