General agriculture recovery has
|been interupted by low prices of'
farm products as well as a series |
of drouths in the plains area. Na-
turally drouths are hazard that has’
bothered old settlers since the |
plains area has been plowed up |
and seeded to wheat. When al
drouth comes comes, crops fail and

the wind blows the top soil off the

farm. Debts come due. Local banks

and personal credit become limited

or exhausted. Feed supply becomes

exhauusted. Pastures fail to pro-

due and become over stocked and

families are forced to sell livestock

at a fraction of their value

Many farm families have be-
come victums of poor farming
practices, unsound tenure and lack
of finance and are burdened with

debts. The Farm Security Admini-
stration provides loans of various

types to farm families who can not
get credit  on reasonable terms
from other sources. These loans

are made for feed, seed, livestock

and other equipment necessary to
carryon farming operations
applicant must land which
will support his family and pro-
duce enough income to repay the
loan. If he does not own the farm.
he must have a satisfactory lease
or rental contract. Standard loans
are repayvable over a one to five
year period at five percent interest.
The borrowers sign a note for the
amount of the loan which is secu-
red by a chattel mortgage on live-
stock, machinery, and crops. Each
borrower agrees to keep business
like farm records and to follow a
sound farm and home management
plan which he works out with the
Farm Security supervisor of the
county. This plan usuually calls
for the production of enough vege-
tables, eggs, and meat to feed the
family and enough feed forage
crops to take care of the livestock.
Usually it provides for two cash
crops. The county
glad to advise the
