Europe in Brief:
Turkey's pact with Britain and 

France to maintain the Mediterra­
nean status quo established Turkey 
as the key balance-ol-power nation 
la Europe's stru ffle  for power. Italy, 
unperturbed, viewed the pact as a 
bar to Russian expansion in the Bal­
kans. where Mussolini hopes to de­
velop Italian influence. At a ges­
ture of renewed confidence. Italian- 
French trade restrictions were re­
moved.

Russia and Germany both howled 
over the diplomatic defeat, but Hit­
ler could expect little assistance 
from Italy by way of re-establish­
ing Nazi Influence in the Balkans. 
Vowing a "fight to the finish" on 
France and Britain. Hitler appealed 
to Russia for aid. The Soviet.

stunned by Turkey's move, warily 
sidestepped military assistance to 
the Reich because all Europe 
seemed conspiring against Germa­
ny. Soviet demands on Finland
were reportedly eased.

Fighting on the western front con­
tinued lazily. Hitler ordering his 
troops to remain on their own side 
of the French border. Observers 
thought this w-as a peace gesture, 
but he meanwhile summoned party 
leaders to sound out German senti­
ment cn a major offensive. At sea 
and over England. German planes 
remained active.

Net result for the week; Antl- 
Hitler forces gained considerable 
strength. Russia, having won all 
she wanted from Germany and be­
ing unwilling to play ball with a 
loser, watched from the sidelines.

In the senate, most U. S. states­
men had already decided whether 
to vote for or against the adminis­
tration neutrality program. Never­
theless the most prolific oratorical 
flood in modem U. S. history con­
tinued unabated. Congressmen, sen­
ators, bystanders and men with axes 
to grind bawled over the radio, gave 
interviews and harrangued the sen­

L Chrtat FnlSlIs the Law (5:17-20).
The law of God ia eternal, never 

to be abrogated, never set aside. 
Christ Himself, although we might 
properly say that He was in reality 
the Law-giver and thus bad power 
and authority over the law. Indicat- 
ed His purpose in coming to be that 
of giving the law its full meaning, 
not of destroying iL One could wish 
that those who profess to be His 
servants might have the same 
measure of regard (or God'a law. 
If they did. they obviously would 
not be to  ready to ignore it. so 
quick to change it or explain It 
away, and far more ready to accept 
with their Master every " jo t  and 
tittle,”  that it. even the minutest 
detail of Hit Word.

Recognizing Christ as the fulfill­
ment of the law should prepare 
one to manifest obedience to every 
moral precept through Hit grace 
and by Hit strength. Certainly it 
should not lead anyone to lawlesa- 
ness or carelessness regarding de­
tails of the daily walk. Fellowship 
with the Saviour should be revealed 
in consistent living (v. 20).

II. Christ Explnlna the Law (5: 
38-45).

Look at verses 21 to 37. The 
spirit of murder is anger ( w .  21, 
22). A lustful look is adultery (vv. 
27-30), and it la better to be blind 
than to be guilty of it  D ivorce la 
linked very plainly with adultery 
(w .  31, 32). Swearing ia forbidden 
( w .  33-37). Thus Christ strips out­
ward conformity to the law of its 
apparent virtue and reveals that 
with God it la the spirit that gives 
meaning to the a c t

He goes on to make plain that 
God alone it wise enough to take 
vengeance, that we ought never to 
retaliate with evil for evU. Note 
that verse 39 probably refers to an 
insult rather than to physical vio­
lence; that in verie 40 it ia a ques­
tion of a diRerence of opinion In 
which the other man (eels that he 
has a legal right to your coat; and 
that here, as in verses 41 and 42, 
it it not a matter of letting a wicked 
or scheming person defraud you of 
your rights or property, but rather 
of doing what is required of you in 
an ungrudging spirit and o f being 
generous with others who are in 
need. In Christ we are to be like 
our heavenly Father and love our 
enemies (w .  43-45).

III. Christ Illnstratea the Law ($: 
1-4).

Possibly it would be m ore appro­
priate for us to say that Cbriit here 
illustrates the right and the wrong 
way of fulfilling the law. How very 
clear He makes It that the one who, 
while ostensibly doing the will of 
God, actually ia seeking the recog­
nition and glory of men has received 
his full reward, (or men have ap­
plauded hia act of generosity. The 
transaction is complete and God has 
nothing to do with it at aE  On the 
other hand, the one who gives In 
the spirit of Christ, not wanting men 
to know of bis faithful atewardihlp 
(V. 4), and in (act making no reck­
oning of It himself (v. 3), may be 
certain that he has n heavenly Fa­
ther who takes careful account of 
the loving deeds of Hia children and 
who will reward him. both In thia 
world and In the world to coma.

‘ A lgae ’  W orry  Scientists Seeking Pure W ater Supply

Supplying pure, good-tasting wa­
ter to a m odem  city has its ups and 
downs. One of the biggest "downs”  
is the sudden appearance of a smell 
or taste suggesting moldy base­
ments, cucumbers, pig pens or long- 
dead fishes. This means that algae 
is in the reservoir and instead of 
calling the police with a drag-net, 
the trouble shooters at the water 
works go hunting with a microscope.

Algae are the simplest and most 
ancient forms of plant life. They 
do not bother drinking water as long 
as they behave themselves. Usually 
they are taken care of by filtration 
and other purification. But, like any 
crowd, there is always a smart aleck 
or two. That is when the superin­
tendent of the reservoir has his wor- 
rias.

Nearly every city water system 
that draws its supply from surface 
reservoirs must ^  guarded con­
stantly against sudden invaskms at 
such algaa and their ralativaa, 
writes Walter K. Burton In Nature 
Magasine. Tba chemist at tha wa­
ter works keeps a rogue’ s gaUary 
o( photomicrographs of tha offend- 
ara. Once they are idantlAed ha

starts in to round them up—and out
One of the most offensive algae— 

Reservoir Enemy No. 1—is Synura 
Uvella. He is a two-tailed creature 
that likes to travel in gangs of 50 
or so. Such a bunch, magnified 000 
times, makes a spot about the size 
of a quarter. Three of these gangs 
in a gallon ot water will make it 
taste pretty awful—some say like 
geraniums; others like dead fish. 
Synura loves the cold, to it specially 
offensive in winter.

Anabaena is good-looking algae— 
under the microscope— with cells ar­
ranged in graceful curlicues. How­
ever, it creates an odor and taste 
described as "grassy, moldy and 
vile.’ .’ Asterionella adds the delight­
ful touch of a pig-pen odor to the 
reservoir water, and It, too, ia pret­
ty, with ita cells arranged like a 
star.
