Proteit from the Axli poweri wai 
not lon| in comm* following leiiure 
by the United Stated of lotre 69 
Genridn, Italian and Danish mer­
chant ships docked in American 
ports

According to federal officials the 
ships were seized for "protective 
custody" on the grounds of sabo­
tage. Finding definite traces of 
systematic sabotage, the navy's in­
telligence service started the chain 
of evenU that led to the seizures 
When the first evidence was uncov­
ered the facts were laid before Presi­
dent RiHisevelt and with his approv­
al the coast guard received its or­
ders to place the ships under "cus­
tody.”

One explanation of the action 
came from Herbert Gaston, assist­
ant secretary of the treasury, who 
said the move was 'protective" and 
aimed to "prevent the further 
wreakmg of damage which would 
constitute a menace to American 
ships and traffic being carried on 
in the harbors of the United Slates.”

When the seizures were made there 
was found plenty of evidence to 
back up the suspicion of sabotage. 
Many of the ships' crews had 
wrecked the machinery of their ves­
sels to the point where getting them 
out of port was impossible. First 
reports indicated that the sabotage 
had been confined to Italian ships

German and Italian embassies in 
Washington issued the first notes of 
protest to the state department but 
did not immediately disclose their 
contents. From Rome and Berlin 
came unofficial reports that the 
move had a most serious aspect to 
the foreign powers The Danish gov­
ernment reported that no protest 
was being issued.

The President warned that the 
threat of Nazi and Communist doc­
trines were drawing more tightly 
around the American nation day 
by day. He said he was gratified 
that Americans are heeding the na­
tion's determination that, with all 
America's resources and power, it 
should help those who block dicta­
tors in their march toward domina­
tion of the world.

The occasion was the President's 
Jackson day address. He made it 
the occasion of another defiance of 
the dictatoriai powers in Europe. He 
also took occasion to call attention 
to the manner in which, he said, the 
Communists are attempting to un­
dermine American free labor.

He warned the people that hard 
days are ahead. He said that every­
one would have to labor shoulder to 
shoulder at the national defense 
wheel. The broadcast was made 
from the wardroom of the presiden­
tial yacht Potomac, Oddly only a 
freight shed separated his yacht 
from the Nazi freighter Arauca 
which was chased into Port Ever­
glades harbor in December, 1939.

From the Potomac, as he broad­
cast, the President could tee the 
Nazi swastika flying from the stem 
of the Arauca. as he pointed out to 
his nation over the air-waves what 
sort of a world it would be if democ­
racy did not prevail.

He said in part:
"The decision we (the United 

States) have reached it not a parti­
san decision. The leader of the Re­
publican party, Mr. Wendell L. WiU- 
kie, in order and in action is show­
ing irhat patriotic Americans mean 
Wf rising above partisanship and 
raUrtag ta Am aoaMBaa causa.

The sudden and almost bloodless 
upset in the gi vernment of Jugo­
slavia was a challenge to popular 
imagination. In the briefest of in­
tervals the people rose against the 
Vienna-signed Axis pact, overturned 
the government, placed Regent 
Prince Paul and his mates under 
military arrest, and seized the 
power

Vet there was not an immediate 
turnaround, and though the British 
and American press welcomed the 
overturn with joy. it was evident 
to close obserx-ers that it was too 
early to t< ss hats In the air and to 
say that Hitler had been outfaced.

The Nazis immediately. It is true, 
demanded a clarification of the Jugo­
slav attitude toward the action of 
the predecessor government, nay, 
the Nazis handed it out in the form 
of an ultimatum.

Yet there was deep doubt over 
the whole situation How sincere, 
demanded the watchers, were the 
Jugoslavs in their about-face?

Was the nation, ringed about on 
three sides by hostile powers, and

with aid from the British and the 
United States, though promised, en­
tirely problematical, going to stand 
up to the Nazi threat of armed in­
vasion. not only from the west, with 
German trixips. but from the north, 
also, with the Fascist legions?

Early in the diplomatic move 
there was evidence that the people 
were wholeheartedly in favor of the 
United States and Britain—that they 
were not willing to ally themselves 
with the Nazis. But there were 
those who were inclined to question 
the early shouts of Long Live Britain 
and Long Live Russia which were 
heard side by side in the streets of 
Belgrade.

Russia and Britain were not open­
ly allies What did this mean? Did 
it mean that the Jugoslav people had 
secret information that Russia had 
turned against Germany? Did it 
mean that the dispatches saying 
Russia had lined up against Ger­
many, had refused oil to the Nazis 
since last September meant that 
something reminiscent of the Treaty 
of Tilsit had occurred.

Or did it simply mean that along 
with the shouts for Britain there had 
been Communists shouting fur Rus­
sia? Soon after the governmental 
overturn there was evident the fact 
that the Croats. Serbs and Slovenes, 
the integral parts of Jugoslavia, 
were not as one on the Issue.

But later reports indicated that 
Jugoslav national unity had been 
reached in opposition to the Axis 
powers.

Rampnpp
The Royal Air Force, taking ad­

vantage of every break in the weath­
er. and with a fine disregard of in­
creasingly heavy attacks by the 
Luftwaffe, earned out repeated day­
light attacks and night bombings 
over Germany and the occupied ter­
ritories

British pilots claimed that they 
had skimmed 20 feet over nxif tops 
in France and Belgium and while 
machine-gunning military objectives 
had witnessed the heartening sight 
of the populace waving them on 
from the ground.

The story was told how speedy 
little RAF fighter planes, attacking 
in pairs, swixiped down to fire blasts 
at railways, roads, shipping and 
German planes on the runways. •.

So complete, was the Britiali re­
port. of the RAF mastery of die 
situation, that not one German flgh' 
er rose to challenge them and not 
even anti-aircraft fire was encoun­
tered.

W ASHINGTON —Before long the 
government will lake steps to give 
the American farmer an incentive 
for raising more animals and in- 
creating the egg and milk output for 
this arsenal of democracy, it can 
be safely predicted at this time F u r­
thermore. with the incentive will un­
doubtedly go some type of guaran­
tee. as in the ease of the manufac­
turer. that the farmer will be pro­
tected at least from possible loss in 
such undertakings. At most, he 
might even be guaranteed a profit.

Here is the background of the situ­
ation. details of which government 
officials are not ready as yet to 
make public;

Food it as much a munition of 
war as guns The United States In 
pledging its aid to democracies is 
starting to send food supplies to 
them.

Important Food-Weapons.
One of these food-weapons is 

wheat. We have plenty of that grain. 
The department of agriculture esti­
mates that at present there are 
more than 525,000 000 bushels in ex­
cess of domestic needs.

Another food weapon, and a vital 
one for fighting men. is the proteins 
—meat, milk, milk products, poultry 
and eggs. Rationing of these prod­
ucts IS becoming severe in England. 
American agriculture does not have 
surpluses of these things. But farms 
are the factories where they can be 
produced, and we do have surpluses 
of one of the chief raw materials 
for the process, namely, com. Pres­
ent estimates indicate that the corn 
surplus will reach 700,000,000 bush­
els by October 1.

How many more cows, pigs and 
chickens do we need in order to be 
able to feed ourselves as well as the 
flghting democracies? That is a hard 
question to answer. The department 
of agriculture calls it an "imponder­
able.”  It also admits Uiat if every­
body in this country right now were 
getting a square meal we would not 
have enough of the protein fiKidB to 
go around.

Hence, the plans-in-lhe-making to 
encourage American farms to 
"manufacture”  proteins in the in­
terest of national defense.

Two small town boys, both trained 
on weekly newspapers, have m.Tde 
good in the radio world in Washing­
ton and neither of them can get the 
country out of his blood and is proud 
of It.

With urban housewives thru- 
out the United States complain­
ing about advancing food prices, 
and American Agriculture faced 
with surplus commodities, there is 
one large part of the population 

’ tliat is going about its business of 
creating an adequate reserve sup­
ply of food for home consump­
tion. according to Jessie Mae Wat­
son. Home Management Supervi­
sor for the Farm Security Admin- 

I istration in Briscoe- County.
"Canned goods in the cellar are 

one surplus that's not harmful” , 
Mrs. Watson said. "FSA borrow­
ers are aiming at only insuring 
good nutrition for their famiFies 
the year round, by giving extra 
emphasis to their gardens. Can­
ning and storing garden produce 
is a common practice among the 
thrifty homemakers,”  she contin­
ued, “ and more I'SA borrower- 
farmers in this county are now 
planning bigger gardens than ev­
er before."

Mrs. Watson called attention to 
the fact that many farmsteads 
have not been pnxlucing enough 
garden stuff to keep the family 
healthy during the winter months.

“ When farm families come to 
the FS.A for financial assisUnce 
they are encouraged to produce 
as much as possible o f their living 
at home,”  Mrs. Watson said, “ and 
big diversified gardens are to be 
found on most farms operated by 
families working with this fed­
eral agency.”

Good nutrition, it was explain­
ed, requires 800 pounds of vege­
tables for an adult for one year.

“ The question, ‘Will our gar­
den furnish this much for every 
member of the family ? is an im­
portant one to FSA borrowers", 
Mrs. Watson continued.

1. Before planting, figure how 
much should be canned and 
stored, besides vegetables for 
summer use and how much 
garden it will take to grow 
these amounts.

2. Locate garden where it will 
have the best soil and the 
most protection from hot 
winds; plan artificial wind­
breaks and means of getting 
run-off water from the wind­
mill or other irrigation, to it.

3. Secure good seed, disease- 
free, adapted to local condi­
tions, cooperate with other 
farmers in group buying of 
seed packets.

4. Plant early to assure matur­
ity ahead of hot weather and 
start certain vegetables in 
flats around the house.

5. Plan additional late plantings 
for fresh fall vegetables and 
storage, plan fall plowing and 
if necessary, change location 
of next year's garden.

fects) numbered 1.770 persons. 
Out o f this number, 430 were re­
jected because of skeleto-muscu- 
lar defects, 235 because of syphil- 
lit, 189 because of impaired vision; 
162 because o f diseases of the ner­
vous system, 126 because o f heart 
trouble; 87 because of hernia; 85 
because of teeth; 78. eye, ear nose 
and throat diseases; and 378 per­
sons rejected for other physical 
defects.

It is impossible to know with­
out consulting the case histories 
of each individual rejectee to what 
his physical fitness can be attribut­
ed. It can be established that there 
are many indicaions of improper 
childhood care of harmful and de­
bilitating personal health habits, 
of malnutrition and lack of atten­

tion to positive health nteasures.
The above figures are not with­

out significance to every thinking 
citizen. They reveal that in the 
period »n ce  the World War the 
tremendous advances made in the 
field of medical science and pub­
ic health have not had as positive 
an effect on the health of the pub­
lic at large as is dexirable or ne­
cessary if we as a nation are to 
have optimum health.

One obstacle to translating this 
knowledge into grains in health 
for the average citizens has been 
the difficulty of providing local 
public health services so that 
health control measures are avail­
able to all our communities, re­
gardless of size, location, or per 
capita income. The work of public 
health units is limited primarily 
toward the emphasis on positive,

radiant health, and in this maner 
contributions are made to the 
national defense.

INDVSTRIAL MABOTAOE 
AND THE AMEEICAN SYSTEM

WE AMERICANS, the peoplt of the 
cltiei, towns and farnns. have a 
vital Interest in the labor turmoil 
throughout the nation.

As taxpayers, we are Interested in 
the terriflc Increase in cost of the 
preparedness program these strikes 
involve and which we must pay.

As consumers, we are interested 
In the increased costs of the things 
we must buy.

But our greatest Interest is In the 
effect it may have on our system of 
governmenL on our way of life, on 
our future as a nation.

A part, a small part, of the tur- 
moll is occasioned by an honest ef­
fort on the part of labor leaders to 
better conditions of the working 
classes, to increase their standard 
of living. With that small part the 
vast majority of American people 
will have no objection, will offer no 
protest.

Another part, and a large part, is 
occasioned by gangsters, not work­
ing men. who have seized control 
of labor organizations and who are 
seeking personal profit from the agi­
tation they create. All Uh> many of 
the labor organizations are today 
controlled by such gangsters, who 
are collecting vast sums from the 
working classes and reporting to no 
one but themselves.

Another parL also a large parL 
and one in which we Americans are 
especially concerned, is occasioned 
by fifth columnists who would, 
through created labor difficulties, 
change our form of governmenL our 
way of life.

Representative Dies, after long 
and careful investigation, tells us 
the Communist party is attempting, 
through the creation of industrial 
strife, to socialize American indus­
try and remodel it on the Russian 
plan. .

Former Ambassador Bullitt tells I 
us that because of these industrial ‘ 
conflicts, we are headed tur the (ate i 
that befell France

It is the part of the Industrial tur­
moil engendered by these alien Isms 
that Is our greatest concern. We ob- j 
Ject to the sabotaging of that ays- ! 
tern, that way of life which has made ' 
us the most prosperous people, with 
the highest standard of living of any . 
nation on earth.

America cannot countenance such 
alien methods. Our political leaders 
of all parties should realize the vast 
majority of all of us—laboring men. 
farmers, manufacturers, merchants, 
all—are strenuously opposed to a 
continuance of the activities of the 
adherents of any European ism in 
their efforts to destroy us; that we 
demand legislation to stop the call­
ing of unjustified strikes, the under­
lying purpose of which la to undiv- 
mine the American system of gov­
ernment.

The fifth columnist and the gang­
ster will go to ail lengths to gain 
their ends There is no place in 
American labor organizstiuns fur 
either of these

OF THE 1941 SOI.OIER

IT IS A LONG JUMP from 
"canned willie," salt pork, boiled 
spuds, boiled beans, hardtack and 
cheap coffee to roast duck, turkey, 
riba uf beef and Yorkshire pudding, 
asparagus Ups. au gratin potatoes, 
ladyflngers. lemon meringue pie. 
cream puffs, and all the other deli­
cacies which can be found on a 
Waldorf-Asturia menu.

That represents the difference be­
tween soldiering in 1898 and suldier- 
ing in 1941. I was soldiering In 1898 
and as I see the difference, am lor­
ry I am past the draft age in 1941.

Well do I remember how, at a 
cavalry troop officer, I confiscated 
a box of cake, cookies and other 
sweets which a fond mother sent 
to her son, because the doctors told 
me no soldier could eat such food 
and survive the rigors of a soldier's 
life and work.

As I see the luxurious barracks 
constructed (or our soldiers of to­
day, I recall how I was threatened 
with a court-martial because I had 
taken the dividend my troop re­
ceived from the regimental canteen 
to buy lumber lor floors In our troop 
tents so the men might get out of 
the mud and stay out of the hos­
pitals. That is another difference 
between soldiering in 1898 and sol­
diering in 1941.

In 1898 the "top kick" assigned 
the dumbest men of the troop—the 
men who could not do "fours right" 
•nd "(ours left" to the kitchen at 
cooks. Now they give company 
cooks a special schooling, teach 
them all about calories and vita­
mins. before they permit them to 
cook, and for cooking they pay them 
extra money. What a jump from 
1898 to 1941.

Even as late as 1918, rations were 
not tops, but they had improved as 
compared to 1898. I stopped one 
day for a meal with a Texas outfit 
In France just before the close of the 
first World war, and It consisted 
of a beef stew—the best beef stew 
I ever ate. and better than anything 
one could get in England at the 
time. 1 thought It was the best 
soldier food ever beard of. but it 
did not compere with the things 
our soldier boys are being served 
today.

(See picture at top of column)

1 egg
H teaspoon salt
Butter
S bread sticks

Separate egg. placing white 
small, deep bowl and retaining yolk 
In one of the half shells. Beat egg 
white until stiff and slightly dry 
(when dry, it will have a slightly 
coarse appearance). Pile egg white 
in oven-proof cup or dish in which 5 
bread sticks have been arranged. 
Drop yolk into depression made in 
center of egg white. Bake in a mod­
erately slow oven (325 degrees F.) 
until bread tips and egg white are 
delicately browned (about IS min­
utes). Season with salt pepper if 
desired, and a lump of butter 
dropped on yolk. Serves 1.

Just in case you’re wondering how 
the bread sticks are made, here are 
directions. Because of their dainty 
arrangement in the serving dishes,
1 call them Bread Bnltercnpa:

Remove the crusts from a loaf of 
uncut bread. Cut lengthwise slices 
from the loaf. Trim the slices so 
that they are about 1% inches wide 
and the ends pointed. Brush with 
an egg and milk mixture and ar­
range in baking cups. It is best to 
brush the tips with a little melted 
butter so that they will brown more 
readily.

2 eggs, beaten 
% cup milk 
1 cup flour 
V« teaspoon salt 
1 teaspoon melted fat

Combine eggs and milk. Pour 
over sifted dry ingredients. Beat 
with a rotary beater until smooth.

You'll agree that even the most 
aristocratic rabbit should be proud to 

claim these origi­
nal eggs. Deco­
rating them is 
both easy and in­
expensive. You'll 
ne(»l large white 
eggs, a package 

\\) dyes from the 
Five and Ten. a 
spoon • shaped 

wire hook with an end to use as 
a handle (for dipping eggs into the 
dye), rubber cement and stickers.

Buy gold and silver stars, dots in 
various colors, small red hearts, lin­
en reinforcements that are really 
meant for loose-leaf notebooks, flow­
er seals such as tulips, and red and 
blue legal seals. Most of these come 
in several sizes, but the small ones 
are the easiest to glue on a curved 
surface.

After the well-known hard boiling 
process you use your imagination 
about covering the eggs with stars 
and dots. Then try arranging hearts 
in four-leaf clover patterns, or turn 
the points outward and stick them 
around a center doL as flower pet­
als, All-over designs of blue legal 
seals and stripes of the red ones, 
pasted so closely that they overlap a : 
bit, are quite effective. There are i 
endless arrangements, and you have 
the advantage of being able to soak 
off and replace designs until you 
are pleased, without wasting an egg.

What to do with the Easter supply 

of hard-cooked eggs? I'm coming to 
that. . . Coarsely 
chopped or sliced 
hard-cooked eggs 
in superbly sea­
soned cream or 
white sauce be­
come CREAMED 
EGGS. They will 
give luncheon and 
dinner menus a
lift when served on crisply fried 
cornmeal slices, potato cakes, or 
waffles.

With eggs and cheese such boon 
companions, and cheese a prime fa­
vorite, too, ESCALLOPEO EGGS 
and CHEESE is another use for Eas­
ter eggs—after Easter.

Certainty and assurance — these 
are at the heart of our observance 
of Easter. We declare with Paul, 
“ Now it Christ risen from the dead”  
(I Cor. 15:20), and that He it "de­
clared to be the Son of <3od with 
power . . .  by the resurrection from 
the dead” (Rom. 1:4). We would 
Join the apostles who "with great 
power gave . . . witness of the res­
urrection of the Lord Jeaus”  (Acts 
4:33).

Someone may say. "That's well 
enough for you who have faith in 
God, but I’m bewildered, uncertain, 
fearful, in a disordered world. Whst 
shall I do?”  Come with us as, in 
our lesson, we Join two men who 
had become bewildered, who felt 
that all their hopes had been 
crushed, that the future was only to 
be feared.

We Join them as they walk wearily 
along the road from Jerusalem to 
Emmaus. Suddenly there is Another 
with the little group. Let us listen 
to their conversation. First we And

I. Holden Eyes and Slow Hearts 
(vv. 13-17, 25, 28).

The two sad men who had left 
Jerusalem to go to Emmaus ware 
disciples of our Lord who had Just 
been through the crushing experi­
ence of seeing Him crucified. Now, 
as the Jeering mob held triumphant 
sway in the city, they left the dead 
Christ (as they supposed) in the 
tomb and went their way. True, 
there had been some reports on the 
morning of the third day that the 
women had seen Jesus alive (w . 
23. 24), but their hope and faith was 
at such low ebb that they could not 
—or did not—believe. Even when 
Jesus appeared to walk with them 
and question them, they did not 
know Him.

Eyes closed by unbelief; faith hin­
dered by doubt and fear; a despond­
ent heart slow to believe God—bow 
very effectively these shut out the 
blessing of God and of His Word, 
even to the believer. Even deeper 
it the darkness in which the un­
believer finds hlmsell But all is not 
lost; there is One here who can open 
unseeing eyes and warm cold heaits 
—even Jesus.

n. Bnrning Hearts and Opened 
Eyes (vv. 26-32).

Although they did not realize it 
(how slow we are to appreciate our 
blessings!) until after He was gone (V. 32), their hearts began to bum 
within them as soon as He began to 
expound the Scriptures to them.

I What a Bible exposition that was, 
i as CHirist Himsalf opened all that the 
' Scriptures taught concerning Him! 
Bible teachers have talked about, 
and it makes one's heart bum Just to 
read their suggestions (see for ex­
ample Morgan on Luke, page 278). 
Little wonder that these men were 
"strangely warmed”  as they lis­
tened.

The way to have a burning heart 
is to read God’ s Word or to have it 
expounded by a Spirit-filled teacher 
or preacher. Esp>ecially Is there 
blessing in reading and studying 
what the sacred Book teaches about 
eur blessed Lord.

With the heart "strangely 
warmed.”  as John Wesley described 
his Aldersgate experience, comes 
the opened eye. "They knew him”  (V. 31) in the breaking of the bread. 
Perhaps they saw the scar in His 
hand, or possibly they identified a 
familiar gesture or something in His 
voice; but until their hearts were 
warmed they did not see. Paul knew 
that truth when he declared: "But 
the natural man receiveth not the 
things of the Spirit of God: for they 
are foolishness unto him: neither 
can be know them, because they are 
epiritually discerned" (I Cor. 2:14).

Some reader who h n  trouble be­
lieving in the resurrection will find 
the problem solved when he meets 
Christ and has his heart changed in 
regeneration. What follows?

m . Quickened Feet and Glad Tee- 
Umony (w . 33-35).

The seven miles (sixty furlongs, 
V. 13) which had passed so slowly 
were now quickly retraced. They 
had glorious good news to bring to 
the disciples at Jerusalem. How 
swift are the feet of the one who has 
good tidings to bear (see Rom. 
10:15). One wonders why so many 
professed Christians are so slow 
about carrying His message. Can 
It be that they do not yet know the 
risen Christ? For if we know Him, 
surely "we do not well”  to keep 
silent in a day ol good tidings (II 
Kings 7:9).

Note in verse 34 that before they 
could apeak, the others gave them 
the good news ol the resurrection.
It Is proper and delightful that be­
lievers share spiritual blessings 
(Rom. 1:11, 12). That’s why wt 
come together in God’a house.

TRIM FLOWER GARDEN
'T 'H E R E  is much value in keep- 

ing the flower garden trimmed. 
Wise gardeners pick bouquets ot 
favorite annuals like Marigold. 
Zinnia, Petunia, Sweet Peas an(l 
Snapdragon with systematic regu­
larity, for the picking promotes 
continued blooming.

Periodic trimming is not best for 
such small, low-growing edging 
flowers as Alyssum. A complet* 
cutting, however, will benefit this 
type of plant. This treatment m ay 

applied to Ageratum, Linaria, 
Lobelia, and Nemesia as well as 
Alyssum.

Pinks, Cynoglossum, and Dwarf 
Bedding Rust Resistant Snap­
dragon are grown both for cutting 
and for garden beauty, but they 
too will profit by a thoroughgoing 
"haircut”  such as that prescribed 
for the smaller, edging favorites.

It is advisable to pick the flow­
ers o f certain popular perennials 
when they are in their prime, to 
prevent their running to seed, and 
to promote the production of a sec­
ond crop of blossoms in a single 
season. Delphmium, Sweet Wil­
liam, Coreopsis, Perennial Di- 
anthus, and Pyrethrum should b* 
handled in this maruier.
