DISTRICT BEHIND IN

WAAC ENLISTMENT

The West Texas District has fal-
len deplorably behind, and at pre-
sent is in danger of trailing all the
rest of the state in the enrollment
of WAACs, it was declared this
week by Lieut. Col. Marvin B.
Durrette, commanding West Texas
Recruiting and Induction District
Lubbock.

“We cannot allow this blot on
our record,” the Colonel said. It is
unreasonable to think that the
women of West Texas are of a less

patriotic character than the
women of north, south and east
Texas. We have a quota of 726

WAACs to meet by June 30. Bris-
coe county's quota is 1. It is a fair
quota, based on your urban pop-
ulation. We appeal to you to meet
it, to double it if possible.”

The War Department is unable
to meet current requests of camps
and posts for WAAC units due to
failure to meet recruiting quotas
assigned for the first quarter of
the year, he pointed out. “The
WAAC is included in the overall
strength of the army now, and it
is absolutely necessary that its
expansion keep pace with the ov-
erall training program.”
