May Be Made Jan. 15

Frank Scofield, Collector of In-
ternal Revenue for the rst Dist-
rict of Texa with headquarter
at Aust 'exa issued the fol-
lowing statement tod:

“Under the Revenue of
1944 income tax on before Jan-

), 1945;: and xpayers
who become liable for declaratory
return n and after September 1,
1944 have until January 15, 1945
to file their estimated return for
the year 1944. This last class of
taxpayers will include farmers,

and farmers as defined by the Act
are those taxpayers whose souce of
income is at least 66 2-3 from farm
Ing in its broadest term. A farmer
as such may file his declaration on
or before January 15, 1945, or if
he may file his
complete income tax return be-
tween the dates of January 1st &
January 15th and it will not be
necessary for the farmer to file
any declaration for the year 1944,
It is anticipated that income tax
blanks for all classes of taxpayers
will be mailed by the Collector at
an early adte. The old law provid-
ed that these declarations should
be filed on or before December 15.
