Dear Friends:

I am sorry I haven't written to
you in such a long time but have
been on the move most of the time
and a person don't have much time
for writing. I will try to make up
for that now.

The cigarette shortage has just
hit us, but we can however get
Filipino cigarettes, they are not so
hot tho. While in the city one day,
I saw a brand that I was tempted
to buy, a pack of 30 for 55 cent-
avos, they were La Indiana brand
but the name was deceiving and
the cigarettes tasted more like La
Mexico.

The Philippines have about every

kind of weather there is except
winter. Since landing in the Phil-
ippines, I have gone through a
Typhoon and the wind and rain
comes freely, the night of the ty-
pon, we were all huddled beneath
our blown down tent and a boy
from Amarillo remarked, “Not bad
ust like picnic weather back
home."

The drive for relief clothing to
be distributed among the war-torn
countriees is getting under way
this week, it is one drive to which
all Americans can contribute out-
standingly. The family is a rarity
which has no discarded clothing
and shoes that would not be wel-
comed by the destitute allied and
liberated peoples. Most American
homes could assemble an armload
of such articles without sacrifice,
and the donations will make a lot
of difference in other lands.

It is estimated 125,000,000 people
in allied and liberated countries
are desperately short of clothing.
Thirty million of these have vir-
tually no clothes, according to of-
fical survey. In one Belgian family
of seven people only one usable
shirt was found. It was worn in
turn by members of the family
who could leave home only one at
a time. Children in a French town
remain absent from school while
their one garment is washed. Feet
of Hollandl children are being in-
jured by ill-fitting wooden shoes.
In Greece a pair of synthetic shoes
good only for a few miles walking
costs, $220.

Textile mills and clothing
tories throughout Europe largely
have been wrecked. For those that
remain there are no raw materials
and little skilled manpower. Gett-
ing discarded clothing and shoes
to these countries to tide them
over is predominantly America’s
job. And America, judging by past
performance, will respond with a
will.
