Many
of these districts cover a larger
territory than one county. The

Hall County District takes in all
of Hall and Childress counties and
parts of Cottle and Motley count-
ies. The Duck Creek District takes
in all of Garza and Kent counties
and part of Dickens and Stonewall

counties, These districts organiz-
ed as a Standard Act District
rather than as a wind erosion

district as did Briscoe County. At
the time the district was organiz-
ed in this county, there were no
standard act districts but they
came along a little later to fit the
needs of the locality. There are
certain advantages to having a
standard act rather than a wind
erosion district.

The supervisors of a wind eros-
fon district are appointed. They
cooperate with the State Soil Con-
servation Committee but they do
not have any legal authority, since
the Commissioner's Court is the
governing body. The supervisors
of a wind erosion district do not
receive any pay for their time and
travel while handling the affairs
In a standard act
district, the supervisors are elect-
ed for a term of five years. They
have legal authority and they are
the governing body
district. They receive pay for their
time and travel while working for
district. This pay comes from the
State funds. They do not have the
right to levy taxes or in
tax rate in any manner.

The Commissioner's Court de-
cided on April 23, 1945 that the
