There 
were no partciulars in the war de­
partm ent notice, but letters to 
Mrs. McCutchen from other crew 
membera and friends have told 
her of the last mission on which 
her son flew and she has known 
for sometime that there was very 
little hope of his still being alive.

J. D. entered service in the air 
corps in October, 1939 He attend­
ed the bom bardier school at San 
,\ngelo and was among one of the 
first classes to graduate from the 
schcol where he was awarded his 
sommiasion as second lieutenant 
on -May 13, 1943. He went over­
seas in October, 1943, first to Italy 
and then to England, as bom bar­
dier on a B-24 Liberator. He had 
completed his requiretd number of 
missions over Germany and it was 
from a volunteer flight that he 
failed to return.

Besides his mother, he is surviv­
ed by his wife, a three year old 
son, and a daughter born June 6, 
1944, whom he never saw; a sister 
Mrs. Pauline McClendon of Hay- 
lake, and a brother Alvic McCut­

207, 
the S tate High-way Engineer is 
directed to utilize Secondary 
Federal Aid Funds authoriz­
ed prior to 1944, and proceed 
with request of bids for con­
structing surfacing from Sil- 
verton to Floyd County line, 
at an estimated cost of $142, 
000.00."

State Highway Engineer 
Although the bids are to be ask­

ed for immediately, it will no 
doubt be in the spring or summer 
before actual work will be s ta rt­
ed. The gap to be closed has been 
one of the highway bugaboos here 
for many years, and the $142,000 
project will greatly facilitate north 
and south travel.

Members of the city council in 
times past have expressed them ­
selves that when the "hard  su r­
facing crew" was here, there 
would be considerable more street 
paving done. By cooperating as 
to time with the successful bidder 
for the highway job, the city can 
save considerable money on street 
paving.

Taking it all in all, the above 
letter shows that travel in this 
section and city will be greatly 
improved, probably within the 
next year.

HenryJ. Kaiser, National Chair­
man of the United National Cloth­

ing Collection of the past spring, 
outlined plans for a second nat­
ion-wide effort to collect clothing 
that is urgently needed for over­
seas relief.
