two years in the .Army and were 
under 25 years when you enlist­
ed, you would be entitled to three 
years of school or college. If over 
25 it would be necessary to prove 
that your education was in te rrup­
ted by your entrance into the ser­
vice in order to get more than one 
year of school.

The government will pay tu i­
tion and fees not to exceed $500 
per year and in addition pay you 
a $50 a month subistence if sin­
gle. or $75 a month if you have 
dependents. All of the above pro­
visions are under Public Law 346.

Public Law 1C provides educa­
tion and training (or those with 
a di.^ability that causes a voca­
tional handicap, that is one who 
has a disability that prevents 
them from following the same 
line of work that they followed 
when they entered the ser\’ice. 
Benefits under this I.iw are more 
liberal than those under Public 
Law .346.

Detailed information on Kith of 
these laws and the steps to take 
to secure these benefits will be 
furnished by this office. The of­
fice IS open each Friday in the 
Courthouse in Silverton. .

I Every man or wpman who has 
, been discharged after 90 days, 
i some part of which was after S«p- 
; tember 16. 1940. or was discharg- 
. ed with a service-connected disa­
bility prior to 90 days service is 
entitled to one year cf schooling 
at the school or college of their 
choce providing the school will ac­
cept them as a student.

Anyone who was under 25 years 
of age at time of enlistment is en­
titled to  one year plus one calen­
dar year for each year they were 
iif the service. Thus if you served

BEHIND THE SCENES 

IN AMERICAN BUSINESS

The day when housewives may 
go down to their favorite store and 
purchase as many pillow cases, 
sheets, handkerchiefs, shirts and 
hundreds of other cotton textiles 

I as they wish is stilt a long way off.
I It seems that textile mills haven’t 
I  improved their production much 
. because of insufficient help. Re­
conversion hasn't helped much be­
cause those who have lost em ­
ployment in the war industries I 

'h ave shown little inclination to 
take lower paying jobs in textile 
jobs. The military services have 
drastically qurtailed their pur-1 

;chaescs, but men coming out of 
the arm y are purchasing whole 
new outfits and creating heavier 
dem ands than ever. Also, about 
40% of textile production goes 
to industry, the demands of which 
arc constantly increasing. ^Auto­
mobiles, for instances, are begin- i 

, ning to come off production lines 
and each one uses 60 pounds of 
cotton. As a result, top textile 
m anufacturers are still alloting 
their production among regular I

customers and probably will con­
tinue to do so for some time.

OUR TROOPS got into Germany 
just in time. Thus do two scientists 
sum up a study of German research 
and development of new destruct­
ive weapons. Willis H. Gille and 
Hubert Sparrow, Minneapolis- 
Honeywell Regulator Company 
engineers, who designed Amer­
ica's precision bombing autopilot, 
the electronic turbo regulator and 
other control devices, were sent 
to Germany just before V-E Day 
to leurn what the Germans had 
developed. "They had so many 
projects going that they were 
bound to hit on at least a few 
Gille taicl. These included V-2 
rockets, capable of flying 150 miles 
above the earth ’s surface and of 
reaching New York, radio control­
led flak rockets more deadly than 
formerly; rocket fighter plahc.s 
to fly at 80,000 feet altitude; jet 
engines far ahead of ours. Each 
German scientist had almost ten 
times the space and equipment at 
his disposal as that normally al­
lowed for such purposes in this 
country, Gille and Sparrow re­
vealed. “ If our experience proved 
anything at all, it certainly show­

ed us that this country had better 
m aintain a large part of the re­
search equipmertt it has built du r­
ing the war. Certainly some of the 
weapons about ready for pro­
duction would have taken thou­
sands of American lives, and 
might even have been re.sponsible 
for a different sort of victory,’’ 
the two men warned.
