RUBBERS RETURN — Latest 
estimates are that some 300,000 
tons of Far East natural rubber— 
harxested and secreted by the n.i- 
tives during the war—may be 
found ready for early shipment. 
This is about half a normal pre­
war year’s American consumption 
but means very little so far as re­
sumption of natural rubber’s use 
in auto tires is concerned, because 
of the backlogged demand for 
truck and bus tires in which tree 
rubber is essential. Meantime the 
first postwar passenger car tire, 
made entirely of sythentic, has 
made its debut, described as “able 
to outwear pre-war naturals” .

•Alton Steele, who lives near Sil­
verton in Briscoe County, it fea­
tured in a story in the November 
1. sue of Capptl-'s Farmer, entitled 
“Pasture Off Sorghum Grains '.

"Sorghum harvest is easy at the 
Alton Steele farm ", the article in 
the nationally circulated farm 
magazine points out.

Quoting Steele, the article con­
tinues:

“ All I have to do is open the 
gate. Cattle do the rest of the 
work. They can take off the crop 
so much cheaper than I could har­
vest. thresh and feed it. that I fi­
gure I'm ahead even if they wa-''e 
half the giain, which I know they 
don't."

Explaining Steele’s program in 
more detail, the article points out 
that cattle are cheaper in fall than 
spring, which mak-T them m ire 
profitable as harvest hands. Green 
wheat seeded on fallowed land, 
supplements the standing grain 
sorghum and Steele figures he gets 
two pounds of gain a day during 
the time steers graze wheat and 
standing sorghums and for a 60- 
day period they arc in the feed 
lot afterwards.

“ Like most cattlemen who put 
finish on pastured cattle,” the ar­
ticle concludes. “Steele uses sor­
ghum bundles as a fattening feed. 
Unless bundles are heavy with 
grain, he adds extra heads or 
threshed grain to make the feed 
richer. He says that wheat grown 
on fallow will make enough more 
pasture to pay the cost of fallow­
ing.”
