An automobile collision can 
kill a human being just as certain­
ly as cancer, and a traffic accident 
can cripple just as badly as polio­
myelitis. and for this reason Dr. 
George W. Cox, State health of­
ficer, urges Texans to protect 
their health and lives by using 
the utmost care on highways.

“ It is the duty of the State 
Health department to do every­
thing in its power to foster good 
healtli and prevent as many 
needless deaths as passible,” Dr. 
Cox declared, "and because so 
nrany Texans each year are killed, 
permanently crippled, or disabled 
for long periods of time through 
prventable traffic accidents, I 
earnestly urge every driver in the 
State to do his conscientious best 
to help reduce the number of 
these tragic and often fatal 
smash-ups."

Dr. Cox said that it is a driver's 
responsibility to know that his 
lights, tires and brakes are in 
good condition; that he pay prerper 
attention to traffic signals and 
road signs; that he give due re­
gard to other drivers kid pedestri- 
aiu; that he use great caution at 
immarked inter-sections, “and a- 
bove all,” he urged, “ use common 
sense and follow a live-and-let- 
live policy when in your car, 
whether driving to the corner 
grocery, or going from coast to
C-OtLSt.”

Whether to buy a home freezer 
or rent a space in a community 
food l(x.-ker— that's a question 
that many frozen-food conscious 
farm families are trying to de­
cide now.

A good answer to that riddle 
for an average family of four is 
a combination of both sides of 
the question, says Miss Gwen- 
dolyne Jones, food preservation 
specialist of the Texas A. and M. 
college extension service. Combin­
ing rented locker space with a 
small home freezer of about six 
cubic feet is a solution that ap­
pears to strike a good balance be­
tween cost and convenience.

Here’s how she has it figured: 
a six-cubic-foot home cabinet with 
.separate freezing compartment 
will provide enough space for 
freezing and storing those fruits 
-nd vegetables that are brought 
in each day, until they are ready 
to be taken to the locker. And 
when the growing season is over, 
the cabinet furnishes plenty of 
storage .space for a number of 
packages of each type of frozen 
foods, as well as space for left­
over and cooked foods. Assuming 
that such a home freezer would 
last ten years, and figuring in 
the purchase price and operating 
costs, a six-cubic-foot box will 
exist the family about $73 a year 
to own and operate.

Then, renting three food lockers 
at $12.50 each, and using locker 
plant facilities for handling meat, 
the total cost per year of both 
the lockers and the home freezer

amounts to about $155. This plan 
costs a family only a little over 
80 cents a week more than if they 
depended entirely upon the com­
munity food locker, says Miss 
Jones. And in return they have 
a good supply of frozen foods at 
home, and higher quality fruits 
and vegetables due to faster 
handling from garden and orchard 
to the home freezer.
