Because of the economic losses 
they cauae to industry and com- i 
merce and the annoyance they 
dreate in homes, rats have been i 
considered a serious menace to 

! mankind since long before their ! 
role as vectors of disease was un- 1 
derstood. Today at least six dis­
eases which are transmitted t o 
man from the rat are known to | 
medical science, according to Dr. j 
Geo. W. Cox. State Health O ffi­
cer. These diseases include the 
dread plague, typhus, trichinosis, l 
a form of jaundice, tapeworm, and ' 

• food poisoning. The whole history 
of the role rats play in the trans- 

I mi.ssion of disease remains as yet 
, unknown.

"It is necessary to public ; 
health," Dr. Cox said "that a con­
tinuous rat control program be ; 
maintained in every urban and ' 
rural area throughout Texas. This 

I is of especial importance on farms 
where rats may flouri.'h by feed- 

' ing on grain and other farm pro­
ducts."

The doctor pointed out that 
, rats, like other living things, re- 
. quire food and shelter if they are 
I to propagate and increa.se in num­
ber. Destroying theii shelter and 
breeding places re<tiiires the rat- : 
proofing of building and providing ' 
for periodic inspection of buildings 
fo insure permanent safety. This 
program will foixe the rat out into 

I the open where its destruction may ■
. be accomplished.

Of equal importance as a con- . 
trol measure is the elimination of 
all food supplies. This consists of 
storing all Raids in ratproof build­
ings or in rat-proof containers, the 
proper storage and disposal of gar­
bage. and careful feeding of stock 

■ to preven* waste feed from being 
picked up by the rats.

By observing these control mea­
sures. the community will benefit 
not only in the eradication of a 
nui.sance and economic menace, 
but in improved health conditions 

, and the prevention nf rat-b<irne 
! di.soi.ses.

Rain, as a result of a thunder­
shower, fell in Silverton last night 
leaving a total of .07 ot an inch of 
moisture, according to Ray C. Bo- 
mar, operator of the Federal Wea­
ther Bureau Station here.

Last night's rain, which gener­
ally speaking, amounted to nothing 
was the first moisture to fall here 
during the past three weeks. Most 
farmers are expressing hope that 
a good rain will fall soon so that 
they will have enough season in 
the ground on which to plant their 
row crops.

Some of the row crops in this 
county which were planted early 
are beginning to need moisture 
badly and it is believed that if 
rain doesn't fall .soon considerable 
damage may result.

U'ha* Is meant by a guaranty 
of loan under the G I BUI?

.A. The guaranty of a loan by 
Veterans Administration under the 
provisions of the Servicemen's Re­
adjustment Act (G. I. B ill) is an 
agreement between a lender of 
money and V-A that in event a 
veteran f'lils to pay his loan, the 
Governmont will pay the guaran­
teed portion of the loan.

Q. If I can't meet payments on 
my guaranteed loan is payment 
by the Gtiveriimenl a gift to me?

.A. No. paymem^bv the Govern­
ment by your guaranteed loan is 
not a gift It must be repaid, and 
if the Government pa.vs the guar­
anteed part of the loan to the 
lender, you are obligated to the 
Governm'int for that part of the 
loan..

Dors 
the law allow him to ask for se- 
rurtly?

•A. Yes. ■'"his is a matter between 
you and the lender While Veter­
ans .Administration does not re­
quire that additional security be 
given, it does not object if the 
\etei'un is willing to give it

Q. I am a widow of World War 
II veteran and want to buy a 
home. Can I obtain a guaranty of 
loan?

-A. No. The privilege is limited 
to veterans of World War II.

Q. Can I obtain a guaranteed 
loan to purchase household fur­
nishings?

A. No.

Farmers who leni' a hand to 
' cows and sows while the young 
' are being born run the risk of con­
tracting brucellisis— a serious in- 

I fection of animals that is trans- 
’ missible to man— unless they take 
special precautions to safeguard 
themselves.

' Many cases of human brucellisis 
appear during June July and Au­
gust as a result of exposure during 
spring calfing and farrowing, says 
the .American Veterinary Medical 
Association, although infection 
may occur at anj’ time of the year. 
The germs which cause this di­
sease are present in the fetal 
membrane of infecter* animals and 
may be picked up bv people who 
handle them.

"M c»t livestock owners are a- 
ware of the serious consequences 
of brucellosis in animals.”  says the 
AVM.A, “ but they fail to recognize 

j the threat of this disease to their 
own health.”

Farm workers who nave cuts or 
open sores on their hands or arms 
should not attempt to assist par­
turient animals, because such le­
sions are a portal of entry for bru­
cellosis germs.

The brucellosis threat to farm 
people, according *o A.ssociation 
officials, is one of the most under­
rated dangers of rural life. Thou­
sands more cases of this disease 
have occurred than have been 
brought to the attention of public 

i health workers, they say.
Tno million cattle Infected

About two million cattle in the 
United States and unestimated 

' though large numbers of swine 
harbor the disease. Sheep, goats, 
horses, dogs. cats, and other ani­
mals can also harbor it.

Perhaps half the cases of human 
brucellosis are contracted through 
the consumption of unpasteurized 
milk from infected cows. Careless 
use of brucellosis vaccines in cat­
tle also may account for some hu­
man rases, the .AVM.A declares, 
because these vaccines contain 
live organisms. Should a drop of 
vaccine spray from the syringe in­
to the operator's eye during the 
act of vaccination, it may cause 
infection, it is warned and an ac­
cidental scratch from the vaccin­
ating needle may likewise produce 
the disease.

Earl leports that he har­
vested between 2400 and 2,'iOO 
pounds of seed o ff 1 '3 acres.

These winter peas are excellent 
.soil builders and wi>’ fit into the 
cropping system on irrigated 
farms in the plains part of the Dis­
trict very easily. They can be 
planted in September or October 
after feed crops arc harvested and 
will grow throughout the winter. 
They can be grazed similar to 
wheat and then turned under as a 
green manure crop before planting 
time in the spring. They can al.so 
be handled as Mr. Cantwell did 
this year and a seed crop harvest­
ed.

Below the cap in the sandier 
portion of the DistriC. these peas 
will fit into the cropping system 
in the same way as in the irrigated

sections. The grazing from winter  ̂
peas was very good around Quit- j 
aque. t
