There has always been a lag be­
tween inflationary money issue 
and the inevitable rise in prices.

One in every five Yi orld War II 
veterans holding National Serv­
ice Lif^ Insurance jiolicies has 
converted to one or more of the 
half-dozen available permanent 
plans, the Veterans Administra­
tion reports.

Of the 5,746.000 policies in force 
in August, more than 1,037,000 
were permanent policies and the 
remaining 4,708,000 were five- 
year level term policie.s.

Total value of all GI policies in 
I force amounted to more t h a n  
$34.4 billion. Permanent forms ac­
counted for over $14.4 billion of 
this total.

NSLI term policies issued be­
fore January 1, 1946, may be con­
tinued for eight years from the 
effective date at the original rates, 
while such insurance issued after 
that date may be continued for 
five years on a term basis.

Tci-m policies do not accrue 
cash, loan, paid-up or extended 
insurance value. They may b e 
converted at any time before the

available.

Veterans acquiring dependents 
after entering training under the 
Gl Bill as single men, should 
notify the Veterans Administra­
tion immediately so that an ad­
justment may be made in their 
subsistence allowance payments. 
The V A  increases payments as of 
the date it is notified and not ret­
roactively to the date the veteran 
actually acquired a dependent.

Veterans who fail to repay 
subsistence allowance over pay­
ments while in education or train­
ing under the GI Bill and who 
later apply for unemployment or 
self-employment allowances will 
have the amounts they owe the 
Government deducted from the 
latter benefit checks, the Vet­
erans Administration says.

i H E L P  IN  S IG H T  O N  
(N O X IO U S  P L A N T S

A project aimed at control and 
practical methods of eradication 
o f noxious range plants has been 
set up under the Research and 
Marketing Act, according to word 
received at Texas A. and M. Col­
lege from E. A. Meyer, aiigkini- 
strator of the new act. The project 
has been assigned tc the U. S. 
Forest Service.

It is estimated here that loss to 
Texas ranchmen from such plants 
is around $20 million a year.

The Forest Service, according to 
the Washington -announcement, 
will set up “ a study of the ecology 
and physicology of certain nox­
ious range plants. The work, 
which w ill be conducted in the 
southwest, w ill be aimed at find­
ing better control or eradication

methods based on I’uiidameikBiP'. 
principles."

Knowledge of Meat 
j Cuts Big Help In 
j Balancing Budget

Balancing the food budget is 
one of the hardest problems the j 

I homemaker (aces today However, ' 
there are ways and means to j 
help the budget over the humps. | 
Reba Staggs, well-known food 
authority, offers a few suggestions 
for making the most of your 
money in buying and preparing 
meat.

First of all, a lew minutes 
each day spent in learning the 
large variety of cuts ol meat 
pays dividends in the end. There 
are many illustrated charts and I 
books on cuts of meat, and the 
meat retailer welcomes questions 
about meats displayed in his ca.se. 1 
Among these cuts are many that 
are equal in flavor and tender­
ness to the more demanded cuts, 
yet are wiser buys

Next in learning these cuts, 
pay particular attention to the 
less demanded cuts. Not only 
learn to know them, but school 
yourself in the art of cooking 
th «^ . Among these cuts are pot- 
roasts of beef and veal, beef 
short ribs, beef (lank steak, and 
pork and veal shoulder, breast of 
lamb and veal, lamb neck slices, 
lamb and veal shanks, brisket of 
beef and beef heel of round. 
When properly cooked, all cuts 
are (lavorful and tender.

A  type of cooking known as J 
moist heat cookery is used for ' 
preparing these cuts. One of the [ 
most important ways is braising, j 
The meat is first browned in hot i 
lard or drippings in a heavy fry- j 
ing pan or Dutch oven! A  small * 
amount of liquid is added, and 
the meat is covered and cooked 
slowly until tender j
