NEW YORK, Nov. 10— It is 
still tough to run a business. The 
man who can successfully operate 
a grocery store, a bank, a feed and 
grain business or a music shop, 
even in these days of high con­
sumer purchasing power, is a man 
of substantial ability. This is 
proved by the latest figures on 
business failures.

Business failures are rising. 
They rose from a monthly aver­
age of 94 in 1946 to 277 tor the 
first eight months of 1947. So far, 
this is by no means an alarming 
figure. War periods always bring 
a lot of new businesses into being; 
after the war, the rate of failure 
begins to rise. It was so after the 
Civil War, after World War I, and 
it is true now.

T h e  figures on commercial 
failures are much more important 
than the attention usually given 
them. For they reflect the risks 
that a man, or a group of men. 
assume when they start a new 
business and create jobs f o r 
others. Instead of smearing all 
business enterprise with harsh 
phrases, legislators would do well 
Ui realize that business creates 
wealth for others even while it 
may be losing money itsell.

“ I f  all stray dogs were destroy­
ed, and all pets vaccinated tor 
rabies, it would go far toward 
stamping out this justly feared, 
and always fatal disease,”  Dr. 
Cox said.

The doctor stressed that dugs 
suspected of having rabies should 
not be killed immediately, but 
should instead be confined ten 
days for observation to see if the 
disease develops. I f  a dog sickens 
and dies during the observation 
period, the head should be pecked 
in ice and aant to the State Health 
Dapartment f o r  a«aaiaation.

Freezing the brain or killing the 
dog prematurely, or m such a 
manner as to injure Du- brain may 
make correct laboratory findings 
uncertain, if not impossible.

Dr. Cox declared that after a 
dog is confined ten days and then 
killed there is still a safe margin 
of time for a victim of his bite to 
be treated for rabier. prevention, 
but he cautioned that if the di- 
Ee.isc is found to be present in the i 1 
dog. the victim should then begin 
treatment without further delay

This IS a far more ambitious 

project than has been presented 
so far in the Father and Son se­
nes. Everything is built about the 
chassis. This member is a piece of 
‘s ’  X 2" balsa. 6','4 ’  long, slotted 
as shown in the assembly drawing 
(Fig. 3), to accommodate motor 
and gear box Both these units are 
taken from self-winding clocks 
and in this case were drawn from 
war surplus stuck.

.Motor and gear box are con- 
i.ectc- with a short length of 
either rubber or plastic tubing.

Perfect alignment in the 
gear train to the rear axle and 
also perfect alignment of front 
and rear axles is. however, a must 
If the drive gear train is not just 
right the gears will either slip or 
lock. If axles are not lined up the 
tracks will tend to climb off the 
flanges.

Best procedure in building this 
model is to make a full size draw­
ing from the side view shown in 
Fig. I. Then you l,ave full size 
patterns for the axle hangers and 
so forth.

Wheels are made as shown in 
Fig. 2. As mentioned earlier, [ 
smaller wheels are desirable it  ■ 
smaller lids are available. I f  sol­
dering facilities are available by 
all means solder the flanges to- 
gethei and to the shaft after first 
establishing dead center for the 
axles. I f  you do not have solder­
ing means try the trick shown in 
the drawing. Fig. 2. Once the 
wheels are in place and the gear 
train is working smoothly fix mo­
tor and gear box firmly in place 
with plenty o f cement and let it 
dry thoroughly before touching.
