Average birth weights
per animal for the respective groups
were 77, 90 and 101 1bs. At six months
of age, the average weight per ani-
mal in each group, in the order
named, was 322, 347 and 365 lbs.

Q. What is the normal gestation
period for a rabbit?

A. The normal gestation period is
31 days from the date of mating.
However, a doe may vary a day
either way and still kindle a strong
healthy litter of young.

Q. What is a brace of dogs?

A. Two dogs of the same breed,
matched closely for color, type and
size. They need not be the same sex.
