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Snack Shack says business will suffer if school campuses closed

Only one person gave input 
to the Muleshoe Independent 
School District Board of Trust­
ees Monday night concerning a 
public hearing on closing school 
campuses during lunchtime. 
Muleshoe I.S.D. would like to 
close campuses at De Shazo El­
ementary School and Watson

Junior High School.
The board is not expected to 

take action on this item until 
next month.

Bob Copeland, owner of the 
Snack Shack, located at 224 
West Ave. H, across the street 
from the junior high school, ex­
pressed concern over how the 
closing of these school campuses

would effect his business.
"Do you consider this to be a 

restraint of trade by cutting off a 
portion  of my business?" 
Copeland asked the board. Ac­
cording to Copeland, the clos­
ing of De Shazo and the junior 
high campuses would cut his 
business by two-thirds.

The Snack Shack sells ham­

burgers, sandwiches and other 
snacks from 9:30 a.m. to 1:30 
p.m. every day

Board President Cindy Purdy 
responded, "Honestly, I think 
we need to first consider the 
safety of our children."

According to Bill Moore, 
superintendent for Muleshoe 
Schools, M.I.S.D. has received

telephone calls from time to time 
about kids in the streets, cross­
ing the highway during lunch 
time.

Moore said, "We think it 
would be a good idea to look at 
this policy and see if we need to 
change it."

Prior to the public hearing 
Monday night, Moore re­

ceived input from various 
school committees, composed 
of faculty members and par­
ents. Moore said that the feed­
back he has gotten from these 
committees has seemed to fa­
vor the closing of these school 
campuses.

FLOYDADA —  Flying 
high after a thrilling come- 
from -behind victory  over 
Friona last Saturday, the Mule­
shoe Mules shot themselves 
down with 10 errors here Tues­
day in an 11-10 loss to the 
Floydada Whirlwinds.

Their first District 2-3 A loss 
dropped the Mules to 5-1 in the 
league, one game ahead of 
Tul ia going in to this weekend's 
games. Tulia improved to 4-2 
in district with a 5-3 win at 
Friona.

Dimmitt also moved within 
a game of the Mules, beating 
Littlefield 12-3.

For Floydada, it was the first 
district win of the season and 
only the sixth overall. The 
Whirlwinds are 6-15; 1-5 in 
the district.

Muleshoe lost despite get­
ting 16 hits —  and rallying for 
three runs in the top of the 
seventh to take a 10-9 lead. But 
three errors in the bottom of 
the seventh gave it back to the 
Whirlwinds.

"Our infield made mistakes

we haven't been making," said 
frustrated Mule headcoachTed 
Leps. "We made threeerrorsin 
the seventh, when in reality, 
we should have been out of the 
inning with no runs and the 
win."

"We've got the learn that 
there is no clock in baseball. 
You have to play all the in­
nings. You can't hopetheclock 
runs out."

As they had in the win over 
Friona, the Mules committed 
early  erro rs that helped 
Floydada build a lead. After 
three, the Whirlwinds led 9-5, 
chasing MHS starter Robert 
Toscano in the third.

Jimmy Gauna relieved and 
threw three shutout innings in 
the fourth, fifth and sixth. The 
Mules got a pair of runs in the 
fifth to cut the deficit to 9-7.

, In the top of the seventh, 
Toscano reached on a fielder's 
choice, then went to third on a 
double by Alfredo Gonzales. 
Jason McClanahan's sacrifice 
fly scored Toscano to cut the 
Floydada lead to 9-8.

Gauna walked and Robert 
Jaime followed with a two-out 
double on a 3-2 pitch, scoring

Gonzales and Gauna. The 
Mules led 10-9 going into the 
bottom of the seventh.

But the Mules couldn't hold 
it. Three errors, including two 
ballsthrown awayon Floydada

bunts, gave the Whirlwinds the 
two runs they needed to win.

School board discusses financing for data processing services
The Muleshoe Independent 

School District Board of Trust­
ees on Monday night discussed 
selecting a vendor for district 
level data processing services.

The schools are currently 
seeking a change in vendors 
because the current vendor will 
no longer be able to provide 
them with the same services, 
according to Bill Moore, su­

perintendent for Muleshoe 
Schools.

Moore informed the board 
that the shift to a service center 
for software will be an unex­
pected expense in the schools 
budget, meaning there are cur­
rently no funds available to pay 
for this service.

Moore said it could cost 
about $75,000. However, he

also said that the shift would 
pay off in about three years and 
in outlying years the school 
district will actually be able to 
budget less funds for these ser­
vices.

Data processing which is 
done for the schools include 
things such as printing report
cards.

Moore said he hopes to have

a recommendation forthe board 
by the next meeting on May 9.

In other business Monday, 
the board heard on the summer 
school and summer food pro­
gram.

About 210 students will at­
tend the 19-day summer ses­
sion this summer. Students will 
be housed at De Shazo school 
from May 31 through June 24.

Through a Summer Nutri­
tion Program, which the board 
agreed to sponsor last month, 
summer school students will 
be fed breakfast and lunch at 
De Shazo.

Children from the commu­
nity, up to age 18, will also be 
fed breakfast and lunch free of 
charge under the program.

Currently 3rd, 4th and 5th 
grade students at De Shazo 
and 6th, 7th and 8th grade stu­
dents at the junior high are 
permitted to leave the school 
grounds during their 35 minute 
lunch break. Under the pro­
posed new policy, students at 
these schools will not be per­
mitted to leave school grounds 
unless accompanied by their 
parents.

Moore told Copeland, "This 
policy will not effect the high 
school. I cannot tell you how it 
will effect your business."

Board member Edwin Cox 
said, "The thing that has 
brought all of this up, stirred it 
up, is the safety of the chil­
dren. We feel as though we are 
living on borrowed time."

Copeland suggested that the

board consider only restrict­
ing students from going down­
town during lunchtime.

Moore said, "We can't be 
following students around all 
the time to see where they are."

Copeland, "I understand the 
need for safety of the kids. 
When there is a problem at the 
Snack Shack, I am always the 
first one to call the cops. To 
me, ya'll will just be cutting 
my business by two-thirds."

Purdy rem inded those 
present Monday night that the 
item was just a discussion and 
the board just wanted to get 
comments from people at that 
time. No other people on Mon­
day night commented on the 
possible closing of these school 
campuses.

After the meeting Monday, 
Copeland said, "What I can't

understand is this thing about 
safety for the children. My busi­
ness is located in a school zone 
and I can't understand how they 
would be losing the safety 
factor between my business and 
the junior high. It is in a school 
zone and vehicles have to go 
15 miles an hour and yield to 
pedestrians."

Copeland added, "I don't 
think the real issue here is about 
safety of the children. I think 
the issue is that they are wor­
ried about revenues at the caf­
eteria."

Laine Meek, director of food 
services for Muleshoe Schools 
said, "I was told up front (by 
the administration) that the only 
reason they are doing this (clos­
ing campuses) is bcause of 
safety for the kids. It has noth­
ing to do with revenue."

C ongressm an  C om best 
joined Texas Tech University 
President Robert Lawless, Col­
lege Dean Sam Curl and insti­
tute research director Robert 
Albin in their request for $9.9 
million to complete construc­
tion of a consolidated labora­
tory facility.

"Construction funds will ul­
timately allow this unique com­
bination of these researchers to 
focus their concerted efforts at 
one laboratory, instead of six 
different locations on campus," 
said Combest.

"Each year, the Agriculture 
Department and congressional 
committees have recognized the 
high priority of the plant stress 
and water conservation research. 
The research at Texas Tech can 
help farmers here and around 
the world grow stronger food 
and fiber crops that will resist 
withering at the most critical 
times in the harshest of cli­
mates."

Approximatley 20 scientists 
at the facility study the basic 
principles of plant growth and 
development under harsh tem­

perature and arid conditions.

They were the first research 
group in the world to discover 
how w heat p lan ts p ro tect

themselves from hot weather, 
which can lead to developing 
crops with a built-in tolerance to 
heat.

Researchers are also evalu­
ating how to improve cotton, 
sorghum and wheat crops for

improved efficiency for water 
conservation during times of 
drought.

It’s time to wage war on the pine tip moth
The Pine tip moth can be a 

serious pest of young pine trees 
planted by homeowners on the 
South Plains. And right now is 
one o f the few  tim es 
homeowners effectively fight 
back, says Curtis Preston, Bai­
ley County Extension Agent 
for agriculture.

The larvae of this moth bore 
into the growing tips of pine 
trees, causing them to turn 
brown. Severely infested trees 
develop a bushy appearance 
over time.

The tip moth passes the 
winter as a pupa within the 
injured terminals and twigs of 
the tree. M oths emerge in 
March and April and begin the

first o f several generations 
which will occur during the 
summer.

Female moths lay eggs on 
the needles and stems. After 
hatching, the young larvae bore 
into the tip and begin feeding. 
After several weeks of feeding 
and constructing a tunnel in 
the tip of the stem, the larvae 
pupate. The adult moths then 
emerge from the pupal cases, 
and a new cycle or generation 
begins.

Properly timed application 
of an insecticide is the best 
way to reduce pine tip moth 
populations and damage, the 
extension agent said. "Since

this pest spends most of its life 
cycle protected inside the pine 
tip, foliar sprays are most ef­
fective when the young larvae 
are just hatching from the egg," 
he said.

To properly time these ap­
plications pheromone traps are 
used to detect the presence of 
adult moths anddeterm ine 
when eggs are being laid by the 
first cycle of m oths. Traps 
being monitored on the south 
Plains this spring indicates that 
now is the time to spray trees

Research offers results 
in experim entation

Data obtained from a series 
of cloud-seeding experiments 
conducted near Big Spring, 
Texas, during portions of the 
summers of 1987, 1989, and 
1990 is providing new insights 
into the impact of seeding sum­
mertime convective clouds 
with silver iodide (Agl.).

"The evidence points to 
cloud-seeding as having in­
creased rain volume primarily 
by inducing several larger, 
longer-lasting cells, which 
showed a greater tendency to 
merge with neighboring cells.

Seeding affects a number of 
important dynamic and micro­
physical processes in West 
Texas clouds which ultimately 
leads to increased precipita­
tion," says George W. Bomar 
of theTexas Natural Resources 
Conservation Commission in 
Austin.

The cloud seeding was per­

formed using aircraft which 
flew above growing cumulus 
clouds-that met the rigorous 
experim en tal c rite ria  for 
"seedable" cloud systems-and 
dropped flared of silver iodide 
(Agl) into them.

Both seeded and unseeded 
clouds were measured using 
the Bureau of Reclamation's 
Skywater radar located near 
Big Spring. Data from a total 
of 183 convective cells (93 
seeded and 90 unseeded) was 
collected during the three 
summers of experimentation.

The analysis of the data re­
vealed that seeded convective 
cells lived 36 percent longer 
than the unseeded variety, and 
that the rain volumes of seeded 
cells exceeded that of unseeded 
cells by 130 percent. Also, the 
seeded cells merged with sur­
rounding clouds twice as often 
as the unseeded cells.

Texas Cattle Feeders enjoy long legacy of legislative leadership
*

In the m usical play 
"Texas", cattlem en in the 
Panhandle of historical past 
mounted a delegation to go to 
Austin to lobby on behalf of 
the industry. That legacy con­
tinues in the cattle industry of 
h i storical present and for many 
of the same reasons.

Those reasons largely 
consist of working with gov­
ernment officials to develop 
laws and regulations that small 
businesses can live with. 
However, while the reasons 
remain the same, the issues 
have changed. "W ithout a 
doubt, the environment has 
been the issue of the'90s,", says 
TCFA president Les McNeill 
of Panhandle. "And environ­
mental issues will continue for 
some time to come."

The Texas Cattle Feeders 
Association (TCFA) carries the 
torch of legislative leadership 
to make sure government of­
ficials are aware of cattle 
feeders’ concerns.

"Through that e ffo rt, 
TCFA has formed a partner­
ship between private enterprise 
and governm ent that has 
yielded regulations that protect 
the environment, yet are rea­
sonable to small businessmen," 
McNeill told news people at­
tending the annual convention 
of the Panhandle Press Asso­
ciation, April 1 in Amarillo.

C attlem en throughout 
Texas, Oklahoma, and New 
Mexico have always known 
their livelihood depended on

healthy, renewable natural re­
sources. And, they’ve also 
known that while environ­
mental protection is best ac­
complished by private land 
ownership, relationships with 
government agencies are nec­
essary.

"That's why TCFA has 
made a priority of legislative 
leadership ever since the As­
sociation was formed in 1967," 
McNeill says. "And more and 
more we're dealing with regu­
latory agencies as they imple­
mented rules that affect our 
industry."

Take, for example, the 
Environm ental Protection 
Agency, (EPA). In 1992, EPA 
proposed that concentrated 
animal feeding operations in 
Texas, O klahom a, New 
Mexico and Louisiana obtain a

National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) 
general permit.

TCFA played a key role in 
assuring that tbe proposed EPA 
regulations were based on 
sound science and rooted in 
common sense. "In addition, 
TCFA took the lead in 
developing a model Pollution 
Prevention Plan (PPP) that 
meets EPA's requirements," 
McNeill says. "This model can 
be used by Feedyards to de­
velop their own PPP with their 
site-specific information"

In another instance, TCFA 
presented facts to clear up hazy 
dustcontrol standards included 
in the EPA air pollution 
manual. Using data gathered 
from desert feedyards, EPA 
was claiming that all feedyards 
had dust emissions far ex­

ceeding feedyards in Texas, 
Oklahoma and New Mexico.

TCFA questioned their 
numbers and worked with 
Texas A&M University sci­
entists to obtain data that were 
applicable to feedyards in the 
TCFA area. TCFA is now 
working with EPA to incor­
porate the accurate data into 
their manual.

On the state level, TCFA 
has worked with the Texas 
Natural Resources Conserva­
tion Commission (TNRCC), 
and its predecessor agencies 
the Texas Water Commission 
and the Texas Air Control 
Board, for many years to de­
velop and implement air and 
water control permits that pro­
tect that natural resources with 
common-sense regulations.

In addition to working with

government agencies, TCFA 
has taken a proactive stance on 
doing  all it can to help 
feedyards operate in an envi- 
ronm entally-friendly way," 
McNeill says. "TCFA will 
conduct an environmentally- 
friendly way," McNeill says. 
TCFA will conduct an envi­
ronmental audit to determine 
if the various state and federal 
permits are in order and that 
regulationsare being met. This 
environmental site assessment •

program helps feedyard op­
erators better understand the 
complex rules and regulations 
required by the regulatory
agencies.

Because of TCFA's out­
standing environmental stew­
ardship program, the Associa­

tion was named a finalist for 
the Governor's Award in the 
Clean Texas 2000 program last 
year.
