AKRON, OHIO— Textiles, par­
ticularly cotton, rayon and nylon, 
play a tremendous role in the man­
ufacture of most rubber products. 
These include the tires on which 
.vour automobile rolls, or the hose 
which is swiftly pulled into position 
when firemen start fighting a blaze.

The picture above, taken in the 
B. F. Goodrich Company here, shows 
the textile cords starting on a 
journey which will result in their 
becoming part of tires. A short 
time later each of these cords, still 
in long parallel lines, will be en­
tirely surrounded by rubber. Then, 
cut into the exact size wanted, and 
known as a "ply” , the sheeted com­
bination of rubber and textiles will 
go to the tire building rooms. \  
number of these “ plies” together 
with other parts of the tire will 
there become the carcass or body 
of the pneumatic casing.

The processing of rubber goods 
is a fascinating subject. The com­
pany puts out a free  cartoon  
booklet called the Wonder Book of 
Rubber, which describes this indus­
trial operation, as well as many 
highly interesting facts about how 
rubber is transformed into one of 
mankind's mo.st useful servants.

Cooperation of the public in 
preparing Christmas mail is de­
sired

The handling of Christmas mail 
will be greatly facilitated by eare- 
ful preparation of the mail by the 
senders and postmasters arc urged 
to secure their cooperation for 
this purpose. The following in­
formation for the guidance of 
the mailers should be given as 
much publicity as possible.

Postage—Prepay postage fully 
on all mail matter.

Address — Address all matter 
plainly and completely in ink, 
giving street address or box or 
rural route number whenever pos­
sible The delivery zone number 
should be shown when applicable 
Place sender’s return card in up­
per left corner of address side. 
Tags should not be used unless 
necessary, in which case a copy 
of the address and return card 
shohuld be placed inside the par­
cel for identification if tag is lost.

Packing and wrapping-^-Pack 
articles carefully in strong dur­
able containers. Wrap parcels se­
curely, but do not seal them ex­
cept when bearing a printed en­
dorsement, reading: “Contents,

merchandise —  Postmaster: This 
parcel may l>e opened for postal 
inspection if necessary,’ ’ together 
with name and address of sender, 

‘ us sealed parcels not so labeled or 
' endorsed are subject to piostage 
' at the letter rate. The name and 
’ address of the sender may be 
i handwritten or t.vpewritten on the 
1 labels.

Perishable matter—Parcels con­
taining perishable articles should 

, be prominently endorsed with the 
word “ perishable" by postmasters 

' or other postal employees. Articles 
I likely to spoil within the time 
I reasonably required for transpor­
tation should not be accepted for 
mailing.

Limit of size—Parcels may not 
exceed 100 inches in length and 
girth combined.

Limit of weight—The limit of 
! weight of fourth-class or parcel- 
post matter is 70 pounds for all 
zones. The same limit applies to 
first-class matter and air parcel 
post.

Permissible additions and en- 
I closures—Parcels may be marked 
“ Do not open until Christmas," 

I this being permitted in order to 
! encourage early mailing.

The Greek histor­
ian Herodotus gives a very favor­
able account of them and their 
inilucnce in a society which existed 
four hundred years before Christ’s 
birth.

According to Herodotus the Magi 
were powerful in public and private 
affairs. They conducted the educa­
tion of the young princes, and were 
in constant attendance upon the 
king as counselors.

This description of a Magi ap­
pears in the sacred writing of Zoro­
aster: “ Thou shouldst call him 
priest, who sits the whole night thru 
and yearns for holy wisdom that 
enables man to stand upon death’s 
bridge fearless and with happy 
heart, the wisdom whereby he at­
tains the holy and glorious world 
of paradise."

The three Magi, or Wise .Men. 
who followed the Star of Bethlehem 
and brought gifts of gold, frank­
incense and myrrh to the Christ 
child remain nameless, but they 
\spre the first to recognize the 
importance of the birth of the 
Prince of Peace.

Birthday of Jesus 
An Uncertain Date

It is not surprising that the day 
and year of the birth of Jesus are 
uncertain, for methods of keeping 
track of dates during the era when 
Christ was bom were not very reli­
able. For years, eminent scholars 
have been searching the scriptures, 
and an possible records, to try to 
establish an exact date. So far, 
they have not succeeded.

Matthew states that Jesus was 
bora during the reign of King Herod 
which helps to establish the period 
of His birth and this is the starting 
point from which the scholars at­
tempt to reckon the year.

The statement by Matthew that 
the wise men from the east, in in­
quiring ‘ ‘Where is He that is born 
King of the Jews?’ ’ aroused Herod 
so that he ordered the massacre 
of all children two years old or less, 
is very significant. It is taken as 
proof that Jesus must have been 
bom about two years before this 
infamous decree was issued.

No less an authority than the 
Catholic encyclopedia places the 
birth of Christ in the year which, 
by our modern methods of keeping 
track of dates, would be 7 B. C. 
Thus, Christ's birth does not exactly 
determine the difference between 
B. C. and A. D. date.

Most people, however, do not 
care it the exact day and year of 
Christ's birth are unknown. Mfhat 
matters most is the deathless vigor 
of the Christmas Spirit throughout 
the world.

230 mines being worked, compared 
w'lth more than 1,000 before the war. 
A contributing (actor, it is acknowl­
edged, has been the 47 per cent in­
crease In the cost o( labor, process­
ing and materials.

The gold mine operators also 
blame these (actors; (1) The war­
time government order closing 
mines which produce only gold, and 
l2) the government-pegged price o( 
$35 an ounce (or gold.

The wartime order hit hardest In 
the Cripple Creek area not far (rom 
Colorado Springs, (or the mines 
there produce only gold. Elsewhere
_at Leadville. Alma and San Juan,
(or example—other minerals such 
as sUver. lead, sine and copper are 
found mixed with gold. The govern­
ment-ordered close-down drew min­
ers (rom the Cripple Creek area to 
the diggings in other parts o( the 
state.

Cripple Creek's difficulties were 
magnified by the (act that many 
gold mines there are unable at pres­
ent to offer high enough wages to 
lure these workers back Into the 
(old. The multi-mineral diggmgs are 
able to pay costs through the sale o( 
base metals, leaving the gold as 
profit

Mining Wages Are Low
Cripple Creek's mining wages are 

the lowest in the sUte, averaging $1 
an hour. This compares with $11.50 
a day in nonterrous mining and $10 
a day in coal mmmg. As a result 
only a dozen or so mines at Cripple 
Creek are now operating, many of 
them at a loss. In boom days the 
area boasted over 500 active mines.

Many of the mines are kept open 
Bimply because this is lets costly 
than re-opening at tome future date, 
and repairing the deterioration 
which takes place in a closed mine.

The Golden Cycle mill at Cripple 
Creek furnishes an example of cost 
Its ore last year averaged $11 a ton 
in gold.

Some Mines Pay Off
The Melvina, at ooce-(amotu Gold 

Hill, shipped out ore assaying $300 
a too. and old Glortcta near Victor 
diagorged ora containing $$40 a too 
in gold.

The Kicking Horse, near Boulder, 
sent ore assaying $3W a too to the 
milla. But theae are merely the rich 
strikes of which every gold miner 
dreams.

The $3S-an-ounce pegged price, ac­
cording to mining mteretts, amounts 
to governm ent d iscrim in ation  
against American producers, since 
far higher prices can be obtained on 
the open world market.

Every increase in international 
tension sends new buyers mto the 
market seekmg to exchange paper 
currency (or gold, and American 
black market gold is reported bring­
ing as high as $110 an ounce.

Legitimate operators, however, 
must sell to the government at $35. 
while Russian. Argentine and South 
African gold goes into the open mar­
kets at far higher prices.

AMES, IOWA.—It is Important 
that pregnant ewes are fed ade 
quately, eapecially during the tail 
half of the pregnancy period, to pro­
duce strong, healthy lambs, W. F 
LaGrange, animal husbandman al 
Iowa State college, said.

In figuring a ration, considei 
more than maintenance of the ewe 
Remember, she is producing one or 
more lambs, growing a fleece of 
wool, and building up reserves foi 
the suckling period, sll at the samr 
time, LaGrange advises

High quality legume hay It a 
good base for a ration, LaGrangt 
aays. That means hay that is leafy, 
of good green color, and free from 
mold. Silage >may be included up 
to one to one and one-half pounds 
per day until lambing time. After 
lambing, the amount of silage may 
be increased.

During the last month or two ot 
pregnancy, one-half to one pound 
of a mixture of com and oati 
should be added, depending on the 
size and condition of the ewe. Free 
access to salt and a mineral mix­
ture it important, especially U 
leafy legume hay isn't fed.

Pregnant ewes should have reg 
ular exercise, too, LaGrange says 
but it should not be severe.
