Dnc/e Sam Wants 
People of Nation 
To Eat More Spuds

WASHINGTON.—One way you 
can help the government s a v e  
money is by eating potatoes.

An unexpected surplus in the 
early crop in Florida has forced 
the agriculture department to 
buy more than 24,000 100-pound 
bags to steady prices. Additional 
purchases may have to be made 
in other southern states.

Potato growers are protected 
by the farm-price-support law. 
Last year they were guaranteed 
a minimum of $2.03 per 100 
pounds. The 1949 guarantee 
averages $1.80. The reduction 
was made by congress.

Agriculture department plan­
ners hoped the reduction In sup­
port prices would result In 
smaller crops. S u p p o r t s  are 
cosUy to. the government Such 
assistance on past crops has cost 
more than $300,000.

Meanwhile, the government Is 
sUU paying the 1948 price, 90 per 
cent of parity, for spuds from last 
year’s bumper crop. The 1948 
guarantee Is 60 per cent of parity.

(Parity is a legal standard for 
measuring farm prices. It Is de­
signed to be equally fair to farm­
ers and nonfarmers.)

Despite the current surplus, 
some grocers complain they have 
been unable to get old-crop pota­
toes at support prices. They say 
farmers prefer to sell to the gov­
ernment.

Officials claim grocers could get 
all the potatoes needed if they 
offered a little more than the sup­
port price, which is a minimum, 
not a maximum.

They also said they believed that 
when the balance of last year’s 
crop has been disposed of prices 
will fall to about tha support fig­
ure.

14 Reported Cases of 
Diphtheria Reported 
The Past Week

With 14 reported cases of diph­
theria within the past week, and 
a total of 397 cases reported in 
the first 19 weeks of this year, Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox, State Health Officer, 
is urging Texas parents to have 
their immunized children Shick 
tested to determine immunity, and 
if inoculation is necessary, to have 
it done immediately.

“There is a widespread belief 
that once immunity is established, 
it lasts forever," the State Health 
Officer said. “This is not always 
true. In some cases it diminishes 
and finally dies out, and rein­
oculation is necessary in order to 
protect the child.

“ Every child who will enter 
school next term should be inocu­
lated or Schick tested now be­
cause it takes from three to' nine 
months for immunity to be com­
pletely established after the in­
jection is administered." 

j As long as cases of diphtheria 
occur, a child is in danger unless 
protected by immunization. The 
germs throw off a powerful poison

which goes all through the b<iitg. 
It is particularly harmfuf to Qie 
heart, blood vessels, nerves and 
kidneys, and serious complica­
tions often accompany the <
Some of the more dangerous < 
plications are broncho-pneunuoisi, 
to which the patient is particuUatv 
susceptible; paralysis, which map 
last for days or for as long as 3 
or 4 months; or permanent in jw y  
to heart, nerves or kidneys.

'T he best thing to do 
diphtheria, is to stop it before B  
starts," Dr. Cox said. “ When to s - 
oid is injected under the skin. IRb 
system manufactures a dneaar- 
fighting antitoxin which asn ane- 
cetsfuUy resist the disease. CRB- 
dren of school age should be i n ­
oculated or Schick tested now, aa 
that immunity will be cstabliahad 
or nearly so, before the opening 
of the next school term.”

Electric'Eye'
Is Found Useful•

In Myriad W ays
NEW YORK —Don’t look now, 

but you’re being watched by thous­
ands of electronic eyes.

Automatic controls using photo­
electric tubes have become big 
business and are in use in many 
ways that affect your every-day 
life.

’This type of device is most fa­
miliar to the public, perhaps, in 
opening doors of railroad terminals 
and other public buildings—the 
door swinging wide when you walk 
across an Invisible beam of light.

But that use is only one of hun­
dreds. Others include safety con­
trols that shut off machines when 
workers get near danger zones, 
street lights that turn themselves 
on when it gets dark and off when 
it’ s light again, burglar alarms, 
machines that automatically wrap 
candy and cigarettes, and devices 
that count 10.000 pills a minute.

Really Big Business
Frank Rudolph, president of the 

Ripley co., of Middletowm, Conn., 
estimates the manufacture of elec­
tronic controls using the photo­
electric tube will be a ten-mllion- 
doUar business this year. His own 
company is not the biggest in the 
business but is one of the pipneers 
Its growth from $20,000 in business 
in 1037 to an expected S47S.OOO this 
year, be says, is an Indication of 
how the Industry as a whole has 
expanded.

At least three other companies 
devote their full facilites to elec­
tronic controls and some big manu­
facturing companies, such as Gen­
eral Electric and Westinghouse. 
make them in quantity.

Rudolph and others in the indus­
try are constantly thinking up new 
uses. One of his pets right now is 
a little attachment for your floor 
lamp thaL when set. will turn the 
light on at nightfall so you don’t 
have to stumble into a dark house 
or apartment on your return from 
an evening out.

'The electronic eyes arc in such 
wide use already, however, that the 
Industry Is hard pressed to get 
enough of some critical materials 
to keep up with orders

Protect Workers
They are in increasing use to 

protect workers operating danger­
ous machines. A heavy press, for 
instance, has a curtain of "beams”  
around it so that if a worker 
stumbles and falls under the press 
or carelessly sticks his hands under 
it, a beam is broken and the press 
it halted.

Burglar alarms using photo-elec­
tric tubes have been improved by 
use of intermittent beams. Thars 
so a burglar, even if he discovers 
the device, can’t foil it by shining 
his flashlight on the electronic eye 
to keep it from setting v>ff an alarm 
while he walks through the regular 
beam.

Electronic eyes installed in ducts 
of air-conditioning systems set off 
immediate warnings it they detect 
smoke. Experiments are being 
made toward installing them in air­
plane baggage compartments and 
inside the wings to give advance 
warnings of fire. They are used in 
smokestacks of industrial plants 
to warn when too much smoke is 
coming out—more than is permit­
ted by local laws.

Photo-electric tubes are used by 
some soft drink manufacturers for 
sorting returned bottles—separat­
ing them by the colors of special 
markings imbedded in the necks of 

j the bottles.

Girls Sttking  l«b » Gtt 
Warning of Ovor*Drtssing

NEW YORK —If you’ re a girl 
looking for a job in retailing, don’t 
go lor your Interview dressed in 
the height of fashion.- ‘

’The reason: It’s easier for the 
store that hires you to dress you 
up, if it feels that way. than to 
tone you dosvn if you’ re over­
dressed.

’This advice came out of a panel 
discussion in which executives of 
five leading New York stores and 
merchandising organizations par­
ticipated. It was part of a "clinic on 
careers in retailing’ ’ held by the 
New York university school of 
retailing. •

Good grooming, the members 
held, is important for applicants 
being Interviewed—but the matter 
of over-dressing Is the downfall of 
many an otherwise acceptable one. 
Especially if the Interviewer is a 
man, they told the co-eds, simple 
dressing is preferred.

U. S. Pipe Smokers 
Will Benefit Because 
Iturbi Burned Hand

NEW YORK.—Mankind, or that 
portion of It which smokes a 
pipe, will benefit because Jose Itur­
bi burned his valuable fingers 
tamping his pipe.

The story of the evolution of an 
automatic spring tamper has just 
been told. It is attached to the top 
of the pipe along with a perforated 
metal top which permits the pipe to 
’ ’breathe’ ’ while being tamped.

Iturbi. concert pianist, conductor 
and motion picture actor, was in the 
MGM commissary a year or more 
ago, it seems, when he complained 

i to Joe Pasternak, the director, that 
he was burning his fingers. He is 
in Inveterate pipe smoker. In or out 
of the movies.

Pasternak, George Sidney, anoth­
er director, and Arthur Freed, a 
song writer, were lunching with 
Iturbi and decided something ought 
to be done about it. They drew pos­
sible designs on the tablecloth. 
Freed mentioned the matter to his 
brother-in-law, an engineer at the 
studio, and after a year’s effort a 
new boon to mankind was evolved.

Other movie people evinced an in­
terest and so the Pak-A-Pipe came 
into being.

But it was decided that after all 
they were movie people and not pipe 
dealers and a commercial outlet was 
sought Joseph Ross of John Sur­
rey Pipe, ltd., was contacted and his 
company purchased the device. The 
"everlit pipe’’ will soon be on the 
market

The device, Ross believes, will 
revolutionize the pipe industry. It 
permits tamping with a simple 
pressing of the thumb without burn­
ing fingers or the pipe going out 
He did not say It docs away with 
smudgy pencil ends employed by 
pipe smokers who learned long ago 
with Iturbi that tamping bums the 
fingers.

Memphis, May 14.—One of the 
biggest breaks in history came to 
Hall, Childress and Briscoe Coun­
ties' when the state senate passed 
and sent to the governor, House 
Bill 78 and A. J. Rogers of Chil­
dress, to build a water gauging 
and siltation station on the Prai­
rie Dog Town Fork of Red River. 
The bill appropriates $10 000 for 
this preliminary work on a $5,- 
000,000 dam and irrigation pro­
ject.

This is the fruition of many 
years of hard and persistent work 
of several citizens of these three 
counties. The bill provides for 
nccessar.v preparation and gives 
the go-ahead signal for building 
a five-million-dollar dam across 
this fork of Red River, and the 
creation of a lake with a capacity 
of 152,000 acre feet.

The purpose of the project is 
four-fold, soil and water conser­
vation, irrigation, city water sup­
ply for Memphis, Childress and 
other nearby cities, and for re­
creation. It will be one of the 
largest lakes in West Texas with 
an estimated 145-mile shore line. 
To Receive Drainage

It will receiva the drainage 
from 6,000 square miles of ter­
ritory, parts of 30 Texas counties 
and extending well into New 
Mexico.

It will furnish ample irrigation 
for 116,000 acres of some of the 
richest land in the Texas Pan­
handle. It will supply abundance 
of water for the cities named for 
years to come, and relieve a seri­
ous water shortage in some of the 
cities.

The recreational features offer 
one of the most valuable commer­
cial possibilities. West Texans in 
this area have to travel many 
miles for fishing and vacationing. 
Out of door spKjrtsmen are en­
thused over the prospects.

The history of the movement 
for this particular Red River de­
velopment dates back many years. 
Not counting those years when a 
few earnest men constantly talk­
ed it, and tried to “ sell” the idea 
to others, the real start was made 
when “ The Upper Red River 
Flood Control and Irrigation Dis­
trict” was organized and incor­
porated on June 8 1937. The
charter was signed by Gov. Jas 
V. Allred. The district comprises 
Briscoe, Childress and Hall Coun­
ties. Officers and a board of di­
rectors were elected.
Officials Named

Brought down to date, the o f­
ficers and board are: president. 
Dr. Roy E. Barr, Childress; vice 
president. O. E. Bevers, Lakeview; 
secretary, T. J. Dunbar, Mem­
phis. and E. B. Tunnell, Plainview, 
general manager. Board of di­
rectors: E. W. Schied, Quitaque; 
O. W. Stroup, Quitaque; C. C. 
Broughton, Childress; Roy E. Barr, 
Childress; O. E. Bevers Lake- 
view; T. J. Dunbar and J. A. 
Whaley, Memphis. The home o f­
fice, by the charter, is Memphis.

The organization has been on 
the job at all times since its very 
beginning, and numerous commit­
tees and delegations have made 
trips to Austin to appear before 
legislative committees'.

Engineers' surveys have long 
ago been made of the proposed 
dam, several hundred yards up 
the river above the old wooden 
bridge on Highway 70 and 257. 
The proposed dam y ill be 72 feet 
high and 6.260 feet crest length.
