Terror Keeps 
Park Empty

NEW YORK.—Fear of mugging, 
purse snatching and terrorism by 
youthful gangs is keeping residents 
in the vicinity of Central park out 
ot the park after dark despite an 
increased detail of detectives and 
plainclothes men.

Police officials said that the sit­
uation is well In hand. They cited 
the fact that there has been no 
increase of crime reported from 
within the park. Their reports 
showed a greater number of ar­
rests of degenerates since March 1 
than in the comparable period a 
year ego.

Police statistics also showed a 
greater number of depredations by 
juveniles for the same period. But 
on the whole, one police official 
said the picture is no worse than 
in previous years.

E. Ross Winkler, superintendent 
of the Fifth avenue hospital, 106tb 
street and Fifth avenue, said that 
staff doctors and members of the 
nursing staff had said they "would 
not go into the park after dark on 
a bet.'*

Purses Snatched
He said there had been several 

purse snatching cases by juveniles 
In the last year from hospital em­
ployees walking at night outside the 
park on Fifth avenue. He also re­
ported considerable vandalism in 
the neighborhood with car windows 

I being smashed and accessories 
stolen.

The hospital's emergency room 
'reported that they treated four per­
sons stabbed in the park who had 
to be hospitalized.

Officials at Mount Sinai hospital. 
lOOth street and Fifth ave­
nue, said they believed the situa­
tion in the park was better now 
than it has been in a long time. 
However, many expressed doubts 
that they would walk in the park 
after dark.

The latest serious incident re­
ported occurred in the park near 
18th street. John F. Elliott, 45-year- 
old Importer of Mexican fabrics, 
of 993 Fifth avenue, said he Was 
walking near the weather itatioa 
when two frightened boys, r about 
12 years old, ran up to him. A 
gang of fifteen youths, between 16 
and IS years old. was on their 
heels.

Gang Stalks Man
The two boys asked Mr. Elliott 

to escort them out of the park 
because they were afraid. The trio 
walked toward Fifth avenue with 
the gang trailing. A block from 
the avenue Mr. Elliott told the 
boys to go ahead; they had noth­
ing to fear. The boys ran followed 
by half the gang. The rest of the 
gang stalked behind Mr. Elliott.

Failing to catch the two boys 
that part of the gang walked back 
towards Mr. Elliott Suddenly he 
was struck on the shoulder with 
the limb of a tree, then tackled 
and thrown to the ground. He 
fought back and the gang fled 
after he had received a sharp 
"punch" In the back.

Elliott was treated at Fifth 
avenue hospital by Dr. Alphonso 
A. Lombardi for a stab wound In 
the chest, a cut lip and two black 
eyes. The blade ot the knife, at 
least three inches long, pierced the 
covering around Mr. Elliott's right 
lung causing a partial collapse. He 
remained in the hospital for a week.

Norway, long an Iron ore export­
er, plans to roll its own soon In a 
big and modern iron and steel 
works.

Up by the Arctic circle, the small 
seaport of Mo-I-Rana ( I-Rana 
means in Rana district) is undergo­
ing an amazing transformation in­
to Norway’s "Far North Pitts­
burgh."

Hydroelectric power for the plant, 
borob-proof chambers for the power 
generators, and railway tunnels 
cut deep inside the mountains are 
a few arresting features of the 
project.

With a working harbor and plenty 
of iron near by, and a north-bound 
railway already reaching past Mo, 
this gateway to the lands of the 
midnight sun finds itself the center 
of a potential steel age that recalls 
stirrings of long ago.

Norway’s first Iron Age lasted 
from the Roman era well into me­
dieval times. Its cultural develop­
ments started with tlie expansion 
of Roman influence in northern 
Europe, and the importation of raw 
iron and fabricated iron objects.

Later, following the discovery that 
native bogs were rich in Iron de­
posits, the early Norwegians began 
making their own iron producU. 
From iron smelted in primitive 
blast furnaces, they created a sur­
prising number of useful articles, 
from kettles and other kitchen 
utensils to sickles and axes.

The iron ax. which made possible 
the building of more advanced 
boats, helped lay the foundation for 
Norway’s seagoing activities, still 
a major factor In the nation’s eco­
nomic life.

Lipstick Stain on Fabrie 
Calls for Prompt Action

Lipstick was made for lips—not 
for decorating table linens, hand­
kerchiefs snd blouses. However, ac­
cidents do happen occasionally 
and, when they do, then comes the 
question of how to remove the 
stain.

Helen Zwolanek, clothing spec­
ialist. University of lUinoii coUege 
of agriculture, says lipstick stains 
on fabrics call for prompt action. 
At best such stains are difficult— 
sometimes impossible—to remove 
without injuring the fabric.

If the material is washable, first 
loosen the stain by working glyc­
erine or vaseline into the fabric. 
’Then launder it in the usual way. 
Don’t apply soap or other alkalies 
before you loosen the stain. They 
are apt to set it

If water spots the material, work 
vaseline or lard into the stain. 
Then either sponge with carbon tet­
rachloride or dip the stained part 
in a bowl of the solvent. If a trace 
of color remains, sponge the fabric 
with denatured alcohol. Be sure to 
dilute the alcohol when you use it 
on acetate rayon and colored ma­
terials. One cup of the denatured 
alcohol to two cups of water is a 
good proportion.

Cenftrino* Board ARolyzoi 
Trondt in Local Taxation

Faced with higher costs and 
rising expenditures, local govern­
ments are turning to sales. Income, 
admission, and other taxes, ac­
cording to an analysis of local tax­
ation trends which has been com­
pleted by the National Industrial 
Conference board.

A new pattern of local finances is 
emerging from a broadening of the 
tax base to include a number of 
nonproporty taxes. One develop­
ment in this movement has been 
the spread of income taxes on the 
local level. ‘The income base had 
generally been considered unsuit­
able as a local tax. Today, how­
ever, a number of our cities and 
other localities are deriving sub­
stantial revenue from this source. 
The future may find that the in­
come tax has been developed to an 
even greater extent in the search 
for additional income.”

Municipal taxes, the analysis 
points out, have been variously 
labeled as payroll income, wage, 
earnings, and earned income taxes. 
The first such tax put into opera­
tion was the Philadelphia levy 
which became effective January 1, 
1940, following the invalidation of 
a previous income tax. New York 
City had enacted an ordinance in 
1934 which called for a tax of 15 
per cent of the tax paid to the fed­
eral government. It was, however, 
repealed before put into operation. 
Since the end of the war, the pay­
roll income tax haa been adopted in 
a number of cities: Toledo, Colum­
bus, Youngstown, Springfield and 
Dayton, Ohio; St. Louis, Missouri; 
Louisville, Kentucky; and Altoona. 
Johnstown, E r i e .  Carbondale, 
Scranton, New Castle, Sharon, 
Jeannette, and Monessen, Pennsyl­
vania, for example.

Bakary Goods Consumption 
On Incriaso, Census Shows

Consumption of bakers' products 
is increasing, with Americans eat­
ing an average of more than 100 
pounds of bakery foods per person 
per year, according to American 
Bakers association.

The association based its esti­
mate on a preliminary report re­
leased by the department of com­
merce bureau of census which 
showed that consumption of bakery 
products in this country was ap­
proximately 3.750.000,000 pounds 

I greater in 1947 than in 1939.
The census, the first taken in the 

baking industry in eight years, in­
dicated that consumption of bakery 
foods increased about 30 per cent 
between 1939 and 1947.

The census did not include pro­
duction of biscuits, pretzels and 
crackers, but the association stated 
that if the estimated production of 
these items wei^ added to the gov­
ernment’s report, the" value of 
bakery products sold in 1947 would 
probably exceed $3,250,000,000.

According to publications of the 
National Fire Protection associa­
tion, the natural combustibility of 
wood may be decreased by impreg- 

I nation with fire retardant chemi­
cals or with fire-retardant coatings. 
Wood that is impregnated with an 
adequate quantity of fire-retardant 
chemicals will not usually support 
combustion.

j been used as fire retardants. Other 
chemicals that have been used sre 
ammonium chloride, sodium borate 
and zinc chloride. Most of these 
chemicals are soluble and would 
be washed out where exposed to 
the weather or when used on floors 
cleaned by washing. Certain ma­
terials when applied as coatings 
over wood provide some protection 
against ignition of the wood and

A new program designed to near­
ly double college and university sir 
force ROTC quotas for the coming 
school year has been announced by 
the continental air command. Mitch- 
el air force base. New York.

The plan calls for an expected 
enrollment of 17,500 students in the 
air force reserve officers training 
corps units at colleges and uni­
versities throughout the United 
States for the school year 1949-1950. 
The quota for the present school 
year is 9.496 students.

Under the new program, the air 
force ROTC students will specialize 
during the second year of the basic 
course in addition to the special­
ization usually undertaken in the 
third and fourth year advanced 
course.

Upon completion of one year of 
the basic course, the air force ROTC 
student will be offered seven spe­
cialized fields for the remainder of 
his college training. They are: gen­
eral administration, maintenance, 
armament, communications, air 
contptrollership. transportation, and 
air installations.

The new program goes into ef­
fect simultaneously with the end of 
the joint air force and army opera­
tion of the ROTC program on July 
1. 1949. On that date the air force 
will assume full responsibility for 
the administration and training of 
air force ROTC units.

A major source of new officers 
for the air force, the AF ROTC pro­
gram is designed to eventually pro­
duce a reservoir of 12.000 specialized 
officers annually.

Lakt G«n«vn Livil Sinks 
But EifftI Wouldn’t Show

Europe's drought has hit Lake 
Geneva, dropping the water level 
near the lowest mark recorded in 
a century and exposing shore edge 
rocks unseen for decades, Swiss 
observers report.

As long at the River Rhone flows, 
however, observes the National 
Geographic society, the 45-miIe- 
long crescent lake of blue on the 
Swiss-French border is unlikely to 
shrink more than a tiny fraction of 
its total volume.

Renowned.for its rugged Alpine 
backdrop and for international con­
ferences, the lake fills a vast rock 
canyon. Deepest holes in the canyon 
go down more than 1,000 feet. Even 
at record low water, Paris’ s Eiffel 
Tower (984 feet) would stand in 
Lake Geneva's deepest spot with 
its top far submerged.

The Rhone, bom in the melting 
ice of a massive glacier in the 
Swiss Alps 6,000 feet above sea 
level, drops almost one mile in its 
tortuous, 110-nliIe course to Lake 

I Geneva. Cascading down steep val- 
I leys. It becomes gray with silt as 
I tributaries add to its size. The 

Rhone’s flow normally provides 
I about two-thirds of the lake's water 
' supply.
I As the waters move the curving 

length of central Europe’s largest 
lake, all silt settles to the bottom. 

I Flowing out under the seven bridges 
; of the city of Geneva at the lake’s 
I southwestern tip, the River Rhone 
! is clear.

The "Spitting Cobra" snake li 

perhaps, more dangerous than the 
other cobras, since it not only bites 
at close range but some species 
may "spit" venom from a short 
distance. The Ringhals, a "spit­
ting" snake, is the shortest of the 
cobras, averaging about four feet 
in length. When disturbed, it will 
eject venom in two streams from 
the fangs, accompanied by the ex­
pulsion of air from the lungs, so 
that the venom is sprayed several 
feet in a fine shower. Entry of the 
venom into the eyes causes intense 
pain, followed by inflammation and 
partial or total blindness. The black- 
necked cobra also sprays its venom. 
This snake is larger than the Ring- 
half, attaining a length of aeven 
feet when fully grown, and It raars 
and "spita" upon alight provoca- 
tioo.

Wood Duck Restoration 
Considered by many to be Amer­

ica’s most beautiful waterfowl, the 
wood duck is being given special 
attention through a project inaugu­
rated by the Massachusetts bureau 
of wildlife research and manage­
ment, according to the Wildlife 
Management institute. To supple­
ment the state's short supply of 
hollow trees, in which the wood 
duck customarily nests, the bureau 
is distributing free to sportsmen 
and landowners several thousand 
nesting boxes fashioned from war- 
surplus packing cratea. Two thou- 
aand already have been erected by 
atate peraonneL The boxea are 
placed on poles fix feet above the 
water and from IS to 20 feet from 
shore. Installation In trees was 
found to attract predators to eggs 
and ducklings and to result in the 
boxes being used by squirrels, 
mice, and owls.

German Housewives 
Aging Sooner Because 
Of Gadgetless Homes

NEW YORK.—German house­
wives look 10 years older than 
American housewives of the same 
age because they have none of the 
labor-saving devices used in homes 
and kitchens here. This observation 
was made by two German women 
teachers. Dr. Anna Buehler of 
Munich and Dr. Gertrude Weis- 
mantel of Fulda, Hesse, at Pratt 
institute in Brooklyn, where they 
were studying American education.

Members of a group of fifteen 
German educators selected by the 
American military government in 
Germany for a tour of American 
Mucational institutions, they were 
attending classes in their special 
field. Dr. Buehler is a social 
scientist, while Dr. Welsmantel’s 
specialty is arts and crafts.

“The housewife in Germany has 
a hard life," Dr. Buehler declared. 
Dr. Weismantcl interposed that the 
“ deutsche Hausfrau” has no cen­
tral heating, no refrigerators, no 
running water. Food has to be car­
ried up. sometimes (our flights, 
from the cellar; wood or coal-burn­
ing stoves in various rooms have 
to be kept going. Dr. Buehler added 
that many German housewives to­
day were so poor that they used 
discarded tin cans as cooking 
utensils. “They have no dishes, 
knives or forks,”  she added.

Both women were impressed with 
the way American men help their 
wives with household chores.

“ You don't find that in Germany," 
Dr. Buehler said. "A German man 
never would help his wife wash or 
dry the dishes. Only recently, since 
some German men saw American 
men lift small children in their 
arms. I saw a few copy the custom. 
But on the whole the German men 
consider such actions as strictly 
woman's work.”

Parking meter Incomei In 82 targe 
cities averaged more than $74 per 
machine last year according to the 
Municipal Finance Officeri asso- 

' ciation.
Citing a recent survey of cities 

over 100.000 population with park­
ing meters, by the Chicago depart- 

: ment of purchases and the Nation- 
' al Institute of Governmental Pur­

chasing, inc., the association notes 
that the 62 municipalities reported 
receipt of 7.1 million dollars from 
95.466 meters last year. Cost per 
meter in 1,000 lots, delivered and 
installed, ranged from $58 to $76.50 
—an average cost of less than the 
average annual Income.

Minneapolis' average receipt 
' from its 2,100 meters was $166.67 
, while neighboring St. Paul realized 

an average of $113.12 from each of 
I its 1,340 machines. Dayton aver­

aged $108.92 per meter, Long Beach 
Cal.—$107.31 and South Bend. Ind. 
—$106.67.

Maintenance cost, including labor, 
repairs and collections, averaged 
$6 99 per year for each machine. 
Only 33 of the 68 reporting cities 
gave comparable answers to this 
query.

Clogging by foreign matter was 
the chief cause of parking meter 
trouble listed by the cities. Bent 
coins, slugs and vandalism also 
took their toll of the machines.

In total collections. Oakland. Cal., 
ranked first with $380,000 from 4.- 
351 meters. Runners-up in collec­
tions were Minneapolis—$350,000,
Denver—$327,897 from 5,057 meters, 
and San Diego—$323,000 from 4,450 
meters.

A San Pranelaeo doctor has da- 
veloped a tachnlqua which It if ba- 
lieved will make poatibla for the 
first time photographs of the cor­
onary arteries of the living human 
heart. In order to determine their 
condition in the early stages of 
coronary disease.

Dr. Meyer Friedman reported 
his method at the third annual 
meeting of the Medical Advisory 
Council of the American Founda­
tion for High Blood Pressure at 
Cleveland, Ohio. He described how 
he and his aasociatei, working at 
the Harold Brunn Institute, of 
which he is the head, have per­
fected a delicate operation which 
baa been successfully performed 
on the heart of a living animal with 
no apparent disturbance of normal 
heart function. He exhibited an x- 
ray photograph which showed clear­
ly the condition of the coronary 
arteries.

“The next step," he said, "is to 
use the same technique on human 
subjects. The diagnostic aid which 
thii method could give Cuuld be of 
inestimable value."

Dr. Friedman also reported a 
new method, which he and his as­
sociates have developed, for taking 
the blood pressure of rats. It utiliz­
es a "collar”  and a specially 
adapted microphone applied to the 
rat's tail, which makes possible a 
true reading. Because it is simple 
and inexpensive the equipment has 
permitted studies of hypertension 
which otherwise would have been 
extremely difficult, he explained.

and wcighmg abo-ot 2.000 tons, ac- 
c-irdmg to a General Electric en- 
gmeer.

Warning that the prospect of an 
inter-planetary rocket is "highly 
improbable because of the fantastic 
cost and the engineering problems," 
be asserted that if the national se­
curity depended upon it, the job 
could probably be done.

The engineer. Dr. R. W. Porter, 
said that to escape the gravity pull 
of the earth, the rocket would have 
to streak away from the earth's 
atmosphere at about seven miles 

B  per second, or roughly 25,200 miles 
per hour.

An ordinary single-stage rocket, 
such as the V-2 which has attained 
an altitude of 114 miles, would lack 
the necessary push to free it from 
the earth's pull. Dr. Porter said.

A two-stage rocket however, 
could probably break free of grav­
ity, he added. He described a two- 
stage rocket as a tort of "duplex" 
in which a smaller rocket is car­
ried by a larger one until the 
larger has used all Us fuel It then 
drops off and the smaller one con­
tinues under its own power.

Eat Lass, Brin{ Mora Cash

I More lambs, heavier lambs.-more 
, and better quaUty wool, as well as 
the need for less feed, are the rea­
son! expressed by Colorado sbeep- 

I men who adopted a sheep tick' con- 
' trol program, last year, reports Dr. 
A. A. Cood.-r.an, extension voter- 

i inarian. Colorado A A M college.
Colorado sheep producers who 

sprayed or dipped their sheep with 
a suspension of DDT last year re- 

' port they saw a marked improve­
ment In the condition of their 
sheep. Also, at shearing time this 
year they found a material reduc- 

ftion in the tick population com- 
I pared to that of a year ago.

They are repeating the applica­
tion of DDT again this year in order 
to further reduce the tick infesta­
tion in their flocks, adds Goodman. 
Ticks, says the veterinarian, are 
a costly pest for Colorado sheep­
men. Tliey lower the vitality of 
animals, ret.nrd gains, and low-er 
the quality and quantity of wool.

When ewes are sheared, ticks 
lose their pr itective covering and 
practically all of the ticks migrate 
to lambs. When lambing has been 
completed a practical tick control 
program is to dip or spray the 
lambs with DDT suspension about 
10 days or two weeks after shear­
ing. When dipping is practiced, 
feur pounds of wettable 50 per cent 
DDT powder to 100 gallons of water 
is recommended.

Forage Seeding
Bromegrass is best seeded with 

alfalfa by mixing the brome with 
the grain and seeding from the 
main drill box. Three to five pounds 
of brome it enough where the grass 

' seed is sown shallow. Removal of 
the large hoses from the drill when 
fertilizer has been applied prior 
to seeding, allows the lighter grass 

I seed to sift off to the tide of the 
I disks when drilling. It lands on top 
' of the soil while most of the grain 

will still fall through the shoe. Six 
to eight pounds of alfalfa with 
bromegrass or a like amount of 
June clover seeded with two to 
three pounds of timothy makes a 

' good seeding where the seed is 
planted shallow and slightly cov­
ered by cultipacking or dragging.

Refinithing Furniture 
Refinishing furniture la one Job 

that calls for plenty of work space 
and ventilation. Solvents to remove 
paint and varnish may be made at 
home or bought ready-mixed. Com­
mercial removers are generally 
recommended, as they are more ef­
ficient. They can be purchased in 
paint stores or departments. If the 
remover is liquid, shake the con­
tainer weU. "Lay" it on the furni­
ture with a brush but do not brush 
it in. Let stand only until the old 
finish wrinkles or is soft; then lift 
off the gummy substance with a 
putty knife. Work with the grain 
of the wood and be careful not to 
injure it. To remove the softened 
finish from carvings and turned 
turfaces, use a softwood stick.

Indians’ Livinf Standards • 
Advancad by Battar Roads

Better roads as an important 
means of stepping up current gov­
ernment efforts to enhance living 
standards on Indian reservationa 
are urged by Charles M. Upham. 
engineer-director of the American 
Road Builders' association.

Citing the 1948 report of the de­
partment of interior as an indica­
tion that a start in this direction 
already has been made, Upham 
points out that much remains to be 
done to provide America's original 
inhabitants with adequate roads 
vital to better bving. The rate of 
progress in this important function 
should be accelerated, he said.

Up to 1933, reservation roads 
were merely trails, he cites the re­
port as showing. Actual roads were 
non-existant, streams had to be 
forded and heavy rains washed out 
routes which might be used by 
vehicles. The Indian could not get 
his products to market nor hit 
children to school, due to this lack 
of communication facilities. In the 
15-year period to 1948, congress ap­
propriated $37,000,000 for improve­
ments of roads and bridges and 
maintenance. To-day, with 20,548 
miles of reservation roads, only 8.- 
000 miles are graded and drained, 
and only 200 miles actually paved.

"The federal highway aid act of 
1948 authorized $6,000,000 for reser­
vation roads, but has appropriated 
only sufficient to do a maintenance 
operation," says Upham.

Wheel Moos Is Foil
It does not get colder when the 

moon Is full, as many believe.
Records show that cold weather 

Is just as likely to occur when the 
moon is new as when it is full or 
in any other phase. However, there 
is a proverb, "clear moon, frost 
soon,”  which is true enough In the 
winter, because when you tee the 
moon the sky has to be clear. It 
is on the clesrest nights thst the 
surface jot the earth radiates away 
its beat most rapidly end frost, or 
dew in warmer weather. Is most 
likely to occur, A layer of clouds 
blankets the earth and so there la 
less cooling of the gorund at night, 
which prevents condensation of 
moisture as frost or dew.

Pintail Files Atlantic 
A trans-Atlantic record for wild 

waterfowl may have been set by 
a young pintail banded at Hamilton 
inlet, Labrador, by A. J. Reeve of 
the Wildlife Management institute's 
northeastern wildlife station. In- 
itead of joining other pintaili 
banded in the same trap, this ad­
venturous individual headed east 
and was shot only 21 days later on 
the River Dart between Dartmouth 
and Totnes in South Devon, Eng­
land. Its trap-mates were recovered 
along the Mississippi flyway. Orni­
thologists cannot lay whether this 
bird was a European pintail breed­
ing in Labrador or an American 
pintoil wintering In Europe since 
only the band was recovered from 
the hunter. At any rate, the Inci­
dent provides a terse commentary 
on the amount of energy wrapped 
in the feathers of a wild duck-

Common Roue Diseases 
The commonest rose diseases arc 

blackspot and mildew, both of 
which are easily recognized. Mil­
dew is heralded by tired-looking 
foliage and a grayish film on some 
of the leaves. Blackspot is exactly 
what the name implies. Both of 
these fungus diseases, along with 
the principal Insect pests such as 
aphids. Japanese beetles, red spid­
er, thrips and rose bugs can be ef­
fectively controlled by a regular 
weekly spraymg program. Spraying 
or dusting with appropriate maU- 
rials must cover the leaves on both I 
sides. Use an insecticide to combat 
insects and a fungicide to control 
plant diseases. During hot weather, 
the interval between sprayings 
should be extended to ten days or 
two weeks to avoid the possibility 
uf burning foliage. With Uie advent 
of cooler fall weather, the weekly 
schedule can be resumed.

Ufford points 
out that chicks hatched from in­
fected eggs readily develop tbs 
disease, and heavy death lostci 
usually result.
